It unlike what
is naually seem in the telescopic comets with
short tails; it is {narrower for its length
nnd brighter in its light than i= usual when
a tail is firsl developed. There is a con-
densation of light to be seen, but no nucleus
proper, and the brightness is that of stars of
the nioth magnitude; the tail is anbout 7,000,-
000 of miles in length, the width about one-
fifth of the length. Been from the comet
the earth is jn quadratures; lines drawn
from the comet (o the earth and the sun,
respectively, would show very vearly a right
angle., (M course this is not the Proctor
comet that is to go into the fre-kindling
business; that i« fifleen years away, givieg
full ehance to prepure steam fire cugin:w.
