Notes, Facts and Figures Here
Set Forth.

The Damage to the Djkes not
as lias Been Estimated

Planters' Losses Serere.

Fader, Frank o: Co..of Memphis, su.itainei
severe losses in the Watson district, Liesha
county, Ark.

There is danger that much work stock will
be lost by feeding corn damaged and musty
from the damp.

Cowdon's outlet theory has received more
consideration from close thinkers since the
lit of February than ever before.

Negroes have commenced a hegira to the
hills, but hopes are entertained that the
exodus will not be so great as to cripple
planting interests.

Thomas II. Allen & Co , of Memphis, own
between twenty and thirty plantations
Mississippi and Arkansas, mus'. of which
were under water.

Only one of the twelve saloons in Arkansas
City was closed during the flood, though the
tops of some ol their counters were but
foot or so above water.

Not the least among the losses of planters
in tbe bottoms is the almost entire cleaning
out of wild hogs, upon whfch before this
people down there depended almost exclu
sively for their meat supply. .

Owing to heavy breaks just above and
below, the Bass levee, at Lake Providence.,
La, put up in 1877-7- 8 at an expense of
$75,000, afforded no protection during the
present overflow.

The destruction of stock will obviate the
necessity of much of the usual fencing in
the bottom, unlesH the "lean kine" of the
hills should make a raid, when buckshot
will possibly be resorted to.

Colonel Ed Richardson's immense plan-
tation at Kefuge, Miss., ten miles below
Greenville, will not be clear of water for a
month yet at the present rate of decline, and
many other heavy planters are in the same
sad plight.

Though this is an election year in Arkan
sas, it would hardly be known in the over-
flowed counties, so completely has the inun-
dation monopolized public attention. De
sha will most likely Isaac Bankston
sheriff, and J. P. Jones, Circuit and County
Court clerk.

Ridge, in Bolivar county. Miss..
whereon ' are situated some of the most
productive plantations in the valley, was
not wholly under, though overflowed in

laces. Its entire area is only about fourEy e'ght miles, though its peculiar advantages
make it very valuable.

While the water was at its highest a fair- -
sized steamboat could have gone from with- -
in twenty miles of Pine Bluff to the Gulf of
Mexico without entering the Mississippi
river, by taking "the inside route" down
Bayou Bartholomew, Biyou Boeuf, lensas.
Ojachita, Red and Atcbyaialaya rivers.

The Mississippi Lavee Board, which is
called to meet at Greenville next Monday,
will have most important work: before it in
providing for the repair and raising of the
broken dykes a work that will require a
vast amount of money and engineering ca-
pacity of the first order, both of which are
within reach of the board.

Thousands of deer have been kiiled in
Drew, Lincoln, Ashley and Dorsey counties,
Ark., since tbe water come out of the banks.
The animals were driven out of the low-
land.', where they had been hitherto almost
inaccessible to hunters. Ualcs and piles of
tbe pelts are being received daily at Mem-
phis, and Front street is redolent with the
peculiar odor.

There are seventeeu valuable plantations
within Eacoma Circle, chief among which is
the one of Dr.' Blackburn. This protection
levee, built years ago at a cost of over f 100,--
000. never before gave way, and as those in
side it had every confidence in its inpregna- -
bill Iv, the wreck was complete. No accurate
estimate of the looses can be made until the
water has gone off.

The work done last autumn by Captain
George Arnold on the levees at Australia
and Concordia stood the pressure of the
flood, while old work above and below gave
way by the nundrea yards. Engineers ex-
plain this apparent phenomenon on the
hypothesis that there was considerable
"logging" in the old levee, while the green
earth wag honestly put up.

A spring overflow is usually followed by
a healthful summer and spring, but many
persons in the lower counties of Arkansas
and Mississippi fear the unusual destruction
of livestock will entail much sickness when
the sun shall have worked decomposition
upon the carcasses. A singular fact in con
nection with this is that buzzards and crows
have as yet made no move toward their
nsual scavenger work.

Mr. Zadek, a merchant of Terrene, Miss.,
whose business house caved into the river
about ten days ago, has a fleet of skiffs and
small llatboats, manned by refugee darkvs.
engaged in taking the hides from drowned
cattle in Bolivar county. It is said the
skins cost him, delivered to steamers, only
about ten cents each, and that even at this
low rate his men make good wages, so plenti-
ful are the drowned carcasses.

It is the general impression of persons
competent to judge that not more than half
the usual area ol cotton can planted in
the overflowed sections this year.
feed, fences, tools, seed, and, in many in-

stances, buildings wherein to house the
labor, are wanting, and by the time these
can be supplied the planting season will have
passed. Instances are not lacking, however,
where good corn crops have been raised
which were planted as late as the 1st of
JuW, and a little energy toward this end
will amply repay those who will exert it.

The Anglo-America- n Land Company, or
ganized to raise cotton after the same methods
as pursued by Ualrymple on his big wheat
farm, and to the operations of which general
attention in this section of country is direct
ed, have met with very serious drawbacks in
the overflow of the extensive plantations pur
chased by its directory last year in Chicot
counly, Ark., and Bolivar and Washing-
ton counties, Miss. There is no inten
tion as yet expressed by the company of an
abandonment of the enterprise, but it will
take three to five years to fully develop it.

ASSESS3IEXT GROWL

The Board of Equalization Listening to

the Plaintive Yoke of the Per-

sistent Grumbler.

Banks that Have to Pay Liberal Taxes
and Those that are Allowed to

(Jo Scot Free.

The Board of Equalization has been meet-
ing regularly to receive the complaints and
growls of the citizens about the assessment
of property. As a general thing, but few
complaints have been made against the val-
uation of tbe aessor8. They will in all
likelihood be reserved for the delicate ears
and tender sensibilities ef the County CourL
And that suggests a warning. The Board
of Equalization was established to protect
the citizens, to hear their objections to the
assessment, and when shown to be wrong to
correct each case. One reason why Ihe
County Court's sessions axe prolonged so, is
because its time is mostly taken up with
petitions from the citizens to reduce their
assessments. Now there should be a limit
to these petitions and no man should have
the

PRIVILEGE OF LAVING HIS GRIEVANCE

before the County Court, unless his claim
has been denied by the Board of Equaliza-
tion first. If this rule were followed, er
could be enforced, it would be more satisfac-
tory to all parties. All those citizens who
take any interest in their own property
would do well to go to the Board of Equali-
zation, and if they find anything demanding
a correction, insist upon having it corrected.
The Board of Equalization is composed of
all the assessors, who divide themselves into
committees of seven, which alternate in
hearing complaints. Mr. Jesse Page has
been chosen chairman of the board, and Mr.
R. E. Loaeue secretary. These gentlemen
constitute two permanent members of all the
committees. Yesterday an Appeal reporter
called upon the secretary, Mr. Loague, and
from him gained some information which
suggests tbe propriety of inquiring into va
rious matters.

THE PRINCIPAL COMPLAINANTS,

so far, are the State National Bank and the
Manhattan Bank. Hitherto they have been
paying taxes on only a portion of their cap
ital stock, and the assessors nave this time
assessed their stock in full. As a reason for
their objections they say that thy seem lo
have a monopoly ol paying taxes on their
stock. There are other banks and corpora
tions, such as the Union and Planters, the
Bank of Commerce and the Memphis City
Fire and General Insurance Company, which
by their charters are exempt from taxation.
Their second reason for an abatement is an
agreement entered into by them with Mr. J.
A. Taylor, attorney; Dr. D. T.
Porter and Judge ifeiskell. By the terms of
this agreement they were to pay on only a
percentage of their capital stock. F'or in
stance, the capital stock of the State Na-
tional Bank is $250,000, but by the former
agreement they were assessed at only $S0,- -
000. Mr. Page announced his intention to
the gentlemen making the complaints in be-

half of the banks, that he would hold them '

TO THE KCLL AMOUNT

of their stock. He did not lecogniz; the va
lidity of the agreement, indeed questioned it
entirely. The bankers were informed by
him that if they would swear that their cap- -
tal stock was what they desired it assessed
at, he would so correct it This they of
course refused to do. The correctness of the
assessors position is undoubted, and it
suggests another fact of which tbe pub
ic is ignorant, that there are several

institutions in the city whose character
makes thtm exempt. Tbe question naturally
arises has the legislature a right to grant anv
such a privihge lo a corporation, which has
no benevolent or educational feature attached,
and if the statement of Mr. Loague that
several of these banks are exempt from tax-
ation is true, ought not the validity of that
exemption to be tested?

All of these matters su.g'et a closer
scrutiny into the assessment of property and
a clearer and more definitive mode ol pro-
cedure. There are undoubtedly many abuses
needing correction.

IBE CKCEL H1IBDEK.

Verdict or tne Jnry Prescribing On
.Hempen Hope.

The speeches in the trial of the State of
Tennessee n Sandy Matthews, charged with
the murder of Esick Polk, excited so much
public interest that the Criminal Court-roo-

was crowded yesterday witn people of all
classes. At the time of the discovery of tbe
murder, the Appfal gave the conipletest
details ot the crime, and a repetition
of those details would be unnecessary
now. The opening speech for the
prosecution was made by Mr. Samnel
Weakley, one of the promising younger
members of tbe bar. He spoke for three- -

quarters of an hour in manly, unvarnished
manner, without any attempt at pyrotech
nics, and made a hoe impression on the tury.
Speeches for the defense were made by Mr.
J. T. Moss and Colonel Douglass. The only
hope for the defense was to impeach the
character of the young woman who had
given Matthews away. This proved
to be a difficult matter, lier testimony
on tne stand wan complimented lor its
straightforwardness and the failure to im-
peach it. The effort had been made to show
that sue bore a bad character in tbe com
munity, nut it was not done very success-
fully. This outlet for escape was eneerlv
seized by the defense, but the result proved
that they did not make much from it.

Ueneral .. I'. M. 1 urner, made the clos
ing speech for the Slate. He declared that
in alt his experience as a lawyer at the bar
and as attorney-gener- be bad never come
across so monstrous a case, ile said
that Matthews was a demon in every
respect Tbe testimony showed it, and his
countenance showed it beyond cavil, lie
had never been called upon to prosecute a
case, in which his conscience felt so clear at
asking a conviction of murder in the first
degree as this. Tbe case was simply com-ulet- e.

The eirl had narrated all the details
of the case, before the body of Polk was dia--

covered and it was simply impossible for her
to have known ,f it lin e etie had sen the
crime committed; and then the voluntary
confession before half a dozen witnesses
made it damningiy clear. The general con-
tended that to send such a man to the
penitentiary was an insult to the convicts.
If he was confined fur l.fe in a lonesome
dungeon, the dungeon itself would shudder
at his presence. The speaker said, that if
in the world to come be should meet the
prisoner, and he had a spirit countenance at
all corresponding to his earthly "phiz," he
(the general) would perish of fright at the
sight of him. Matlhewe's piece, said the
speaker, was on the gallows.

During the' speaking Matthews began to
realize that his large and sinewy neck was in
danger. The d iv he had apparently
laughed at the tril, but ihe speeches seemed
to cool the state of hi KvemuJ give him
the cold shivers. Durinsr tii': speeches for
the prosecution he inn.l l.-- like an aspen.
The instructions of J mitre llorrigan were
those usually deiiered in murder cases,
with a proviso devoted to the confession of
the prisoner. 1 he jury were put in posses-
sion of the rase at 3 o'clock. They were out
thirty-on- e minutes, though they agreed
unanimously, without a dissentient voice,
that it was murder in the first degree. The
verdict ol the jury was, practieallv "one
hemp rope." The negro turned two shades
paler at the verdict, and the case was over.
