pendent cripples in an hospital. Would it be
good sense for us to put a heavy tax on foreign-grow- n

coffee, and erect immense, hothouses
and grow our own? If it would no, where is
the sense of growing or making other things at
home that we can buy cheaper somewhere
else? The system defeats itselt, for we can
not compete with free-trad- e rivals in the
world'i markets, except with free-tra- arti-
cles of our own. Our unprotected grain,
cotton, tobacco, provisions, petroleum, and
so on, are what we can meet the world's com-

petition with and support our government
out of. The protected things, like a sickly
plant in a hothouse, die as soon as they go
outside the "protection" on which they slav-
ishly depend. France is beginning to dis-

cover on a small scale, what every emascu-
lated protection trade will at length be com-

pelled to learn on a large one, that she can-
not with impunity demand tribute on the
goods she imports of those who demand none
on their own importations. The free trader
can go into markets where "protected" mer-
chandise has no chance, and apprehension is
beginning to show itself in France that if
they refuse there to consent to the treaty
England demands, England will find other
places to purchase from, and that the loss of
custom will be more than the gain of protec-
tion. The French are discovering that they
have more to lose by refusing to make a treaty

'than the free-trad- e country is.' The Paris
Chambers of Exportation has petitioned the
government for something more satisfactory
than the present arrangement, pr, they say,
fatal consequences to French trade will
ensue, and that nothing less than a treaty or
convention with England can enable French
industry to hold its own against competition
abroad. "If the present precarious circum-
stances are to continue, it is certain," the
memorialists assert, "that the French export
trade will be paralyzed, and that by degrees
French goods will be replaced npon foreign
markets by those of other countries." There
has been a long struggle between the two
countries upon the subject, but this step of
the French merchants shows that the protec-
tionist is finding the free trader the stronger
party. It is so with ourselves the free
trader has absorbed onr shipping business
and keeps most of our manufactures ont of
the world's markets.

This family does not earn its own living, and
yet it demands the means of living. Horses,
carriages, hunting, ball., company, a retinue
of servants, a showy house, travel, fashion-
able display, luxuriant fare must all be at
their command, and be there without any
effort of their own. Support, grandeur and
splendor must all be supplied to them, and
their return is simply nothing. The state

They
are quick and bright, make good laborers,
and are contented where they receive decent
fare and fair treatment. There are agents
in this country who provide for their pas-
sage, and who are well informed as to where
work is to be had, and to those places the

are forwarded. The New York
Bulletin says that in that city "Italian 'labor
to let' is not an uncommon advertisement.
One of these labor brokers is reported as
saying: 'If anybody is building a railroad
or a canal, or doing any work that requires
a lot of men, I can supply them. As long

a the work ia good, they stay at it, and
ben they get out of work they come

back to the city.' " Here is another
opportunity for those who are so desirous to
have immigration turn toward Tennessee,
Thousands of Jews, driven from their homes
in Russia, will afford large supplies of labor,
but we hear of no attempt to attract a por
tion of them toward Tennessee. Will it be
any different with the multitude that is
coming from the land of the vine and
the olive? The Italian is especially suited
to the South. He finds here a climate
approaching nearer his own than any
where else in the Union. Such Italian
citizens as we have prove estimable and in-

dustrious people, contented and
pleased with our liberal institutions

Mr. Swain's Leetnre.
Mr. George F. Swain, instructor in civil

engineering at the Institute of iecbnologv,
Boston, lectured before the Society of Arts
of that city on Thursday last, on "The Wa-
ter Fewer of the Southern Atlantic Slope of
the United states." J. he rivers described at
length were the Roanoke, Savannah, Broad,
Santee, Oconee, Facolell, Encore, Catawba,
Wateree, Yadkin, Deep, and Cape Fear. The
facilities which these streams afford for man
ufacturing purposes were shown to be excel-
lent, and the lecturer stated that within the
last year their resources have been greatly
developed. He believed it would not Be long
before their banks would be lined with fac
tories.

The
facilities for the manufacturing of cotton
goods are unexcelled, and this industry is
destined to be a source ot great pront to tbe
bourn.

Irian Immigration.

DOES THE RESULT SHOW A COMPENSATION?

To prove that it has we place in contrast
three parishes ot Louisiana Uarroll, Madl
son and Tensas, and two counties of Arkan
sas, Desha and Chicot and ask a compari
son of their respective "populations and pro
ductions.

If any one will contend that the superior
production and increase of population of the
Mississippi counties is not solely attributable
to the superior efficiency of their levee ad
ministration, we will ask to what causes it is
to be traced. This does not tell the whele story.
The levee tax is chiefly derived from a tax
on cotton, collected per bale. This has led
tit i I a hinff crurior-- v tmuItaH in tKa 1 r fro t
possible bales. We are sure we do not over-
estimate,f when we assert that the bales from
Mississippi counties average ten per cent,
more in weight than those from Louisiana
and Arkansas. Nor have we included the
cotton raised in the portion of Bolivar and
Washington now attached to Sunflower.
Compared with the relative production be-

fore the war, the Mississippi counties in 1880
produced about $1,oUU,uUU more than the
Louisiana counties. Not only does this ex
hibit prove that levees compensate for their
cost, but the common sense of the people will
uphold the board in replacing the recent
heavy losses, witb or without the help of the
government or the back counties. To secure
aid from the general government we should
never cease striving, and continue our ap-
peals to the sense of justice of the back delta
counties, to come forward and aid us in main-
taining our common protection; but let us
not abate or retard our own efforts in de
pending on either.

The following
statement relative to the corn and wheat
creps of 1880-8- 1 is furnished by the depart
ment ol agriculture: 1 here are seven Mates
that produce a surplus of corn. These States
together yielded 1,046,000,000 bushels in
1880, and 1,073,700,000 in 1S81. On the 20th of
March returns of the estimated quantity of
corn of the last crop in the hands of farmers
were made Irom over 400 counties ot these
States to the department. "They represented
more than two-thir- of the entire area. 1 he
percentage of the product of each State still
on hand is reported as iollows: Ohio, 24;
Indiana, 27; Illinois, 26; Iowa, 26; Missouri,
lo; Kansas, lb; Nebraska, 28.
