MARSHAL SLOSS,

Washington, April 4. Thomas G. Hew-
lett, deputy I'nited Stales marshal, has
submitted to Attorney-Gener- Brewster, for
his consideration, charges against Joreph
II. Sloss, United States marshal for the
northern district of Alabama. The charges
are fifteen in number, and are to the
effect that Sloes was in collusion with
certain of his deputies to defraud the nt

in the matter of illegal charges; that
he transmitted his fee bills to the accounting
officers at Washington knowing them to con-
tain illegal charges; that he was guilty of
improper practices by being in collusion
with certain of his deputies to charge for
mileage cot traveled, subsistence not in-

curred, aud for guards not employed ; that he
wasguiltyof grow dereliction of duty; that
he was guilty of making a false statement
for the purpose of avoiding the responsi-bili- y

of illegal acts and for the further pur-
pose of fraud and extortion; that he has
retained and kept for his own nse sums of
money largely in excess of the amount al-
lowed him by law; that he has violated the
law in taking blank receipts from his depu-
ties and other creditors of the United States
and filling out with such sums as he chose;
that he was absent from his district so fre-
quently as to embarrass and retard the pub-
lic business; that he is a gambler, and plays
for high stakes; that he does not keep his
financial obligations; that he endeavored to
control and intimidate the complainant in
the exercise of his elective franchise, and
that he is not a Republican, but an Inde-
pendent of that type which is inimical to the
best interests of the Republicans of Ala-
bama. The charges are supported by aff-
idavits which appear entirely to sustain them.
In support of the charges Mr- - Hewitt makes
the following statement:. "On April 7, 1881,
he was ordered by Sloss to aid another
deputy, named Hartsell, in invoicing and re-

moving certain goods in Greenbrier which
the sheriff was endeavoring to take
from him. He went to Greenbrier, and,
while engaged in the work, the goods
were taken by the sheriff and an
armed pone. The complainant then
had a warrant iisued for the arrest of the
sheriff and his assistants. He also reported
the matter to the attorney-general- , who re-

plied that justice demanded that the sheriff
and his assistants should be punished. They
were arrested and brought before a United
Slates commissioner. Then William M.
Lowe, contestant in the Eight congressional
district against Wheeler, volunteered to de-
fend the arrested men, and used his influence
with Marshal Sloss so successfully, as is al-
leged, that the cases were dismissed. Imme-
diately afterward Sloss appointed as deputy
marshal one of the sheriffs pone, a Democrat,
upon the solicitation and recommendation of
Lowe." In explanation of other charges the
complainant mikes the following statement:
' A snort time before the removal of Colonel
Baker from the otiice of United States mar-
shal for northern Alabama, Mr. Lowe said
to the complainant that the President would
appoint to that office the ' man whom be
(Liowe) might recommend, and added that if
the complainant would furnish evidence for
the removal of Baker, he would give the po-
sition of deputy tohis nephew and would pay
his expenses to Washington, he would, in re-

turn, Becure the removal of Baker and the
appointment of the complainant in his place.
The complainant says that, io response to this
proposition, he gave Lowe $150, furnished the
evidence, and received a promise that he
should have the otfice. Lowe came to Wash-
ington, and then drew upon the complainant
for $350 more. Afterward one Jeremiah
Murphy told the complainant that he had
also paid Lowe $100, and had been promised
the office of marshal. Still another man told
the complainant that he had paid money to
Lowe, and that Lowe had promised that he
should be made a deputy marshal. Sloes
finally got the position. The complainant
also says that when C. C. Lancaster, special
agent. of the department of justice, arrived
in the district for the purpose of making an
investigation, Sloss and Lowe endeavored to
account for certain irregularities by throwing
Ihe blame upon the complainant. When
Sloss asked the complainant for his resigna-
tion, the complainant for the charges
against him, which were not given. His
commission was then revoked, in August last,
but before that time, he says, when he could
not get his pay from Sloss, he thought that
he would resign, and Sloss begged him not to
do so, on the ground that his resignation
would precipitate an investigation. The
complainant also says that on one occasion
Sloss told him that he would discharge him
if he did not transfer his political support
from the straight Republican candidate for
probate judge to the Independent candidate.

FALLING RAPIDLY

AH Along- - the Line, Though the Lower
Coast is Still Suffering Severely

Jfot a Drj

Spot of Land in Morgan City The Levee
Board Still Io Session at

(ireenTille.

Special to the Appeal.
G REEHTIX.LE, Mias., April 4. The Levee

Board resumed its session this morning,
President Stokes in the chair. After routine
business, a letter from W. A. Percy, one of
the commissioners appointed by Governor
Lowry to visit Washington on behalf of the
Levee Boards of Mississippi, to Colonel Yer-ge- r,

attorney for the Second District Board,
was read with good effect. The letter sub-
stantially advises tha board to go to work as
though nothing had been brought before
Congress relative to levees, and leave all to
the River Commission, as recommended by
Senators Garland and Jonas. The board is
likely to take the suggestion. The board has
2 J0.000 applications for work in hand, and
is authorized to raise 50,000 more. There
were other proceedings relative to outstand-
ing claims.

The river is falling rapidly; two and a
half inches in the last twenty-fou- r hours.
The track on the Greenville, Columbus and
Burmingham road is badly wrecked from
here to Stoneville. From Stoneville through
the Sunflower district the track is all gone
The engineers report some telegraph poles
showing up, indicating full twenty feet of
water. Mr. Moore, a member of the Levee
Board of Sharkey count, is the only mem-
ber absent.

No ice here; ten cents a pound offered to-

day without takers. The Greenville chemi-

cal works will give a supplr next week. The
thermometer stood at 7S at 4 o'clock this

River Falling Kapldly at Alexandria.
New Orleans, April 4. The water from

Arizona crevasse is overflowing the bottom
lands to within five miles of Baton Rouge,
partly submerging a number of sugar plan-
tations. A dispatch from Alexandria says
the river there has fallen six feet and is now
inside its banks aud everybody at work
plowing. No government rations arejwanted
above Norman's Landing. The Louisiana
Relief Commissioners have been supplied by
the United States with 1,016,000 rations.

It is stated there is not a dry spot of land
in Morgan City except the railroad track,
which is raised. Most of the residences have
water in them. The greater part of Iber-
ville parish is covered with water, and the
propecU are that not more than half of the
expected 25,000 hogsheads ot Migar will be
made. 1 he btory crevasse is JW net wide
and eight to ten feet deep. Story will save
half his cane.

The 't special says: "Water
is running across the town of Paltersonville
at least one foot deep, and across Knights
Island at least feet deep. The
wefct side of Atchafalya, from Foos and Bar-net- 's

plantation to Morgan City, ia an
sheet of water. On Clarke & Steele's

place it is from two to four feet deep. The
first cane out of water from Morgan City Dp
is at Williams & Leyburn's, Idlewild place.
Skiffs pass freely through the town of Pal-
tersonville. Planters take their loss very
philosophically, and are determined to go to
work ax soon as the water recedes.

"G.O. Zenn.who probably lost $200,000 by
the overflow, says his Riverside and Point
Pleasant places are from one to eight feet
under water. The east side of the Teche is in
the same condition to Centerville. Above
this pornt little land could be seen yesterday,
but is all probably now under water. Water
is pouring over the west side of the Teche
from Morgan City to Fairfax plantation; also
over Greenwood plantation. Laborers were
throwing up a levee on the Fairfsx place,
nine miles above Pattersonville. They com-
menced leveeing at Garden City Mr.
Zenn thinks it doubtful if any seed can be
saved below Fairfax plantation.

"New Iberia can stand six feet more rise
before the town is endangered. Every sugar
plantation of importance below that place, as
well an those in this vicinity, with the excep-
tion of Dr. Alfred Dupiei's, in Force Point,
are covered with water.

"Reports from the line of the Vicksburg,
Shreveport and Pacific railway state that the
water is falling rapidly, and it is thought
that trains will be running to Tallaluh by
the 15th."

ARCHBISHOP PCUCELL.

Case or J.. B. Ifaaals, Aftslarnoe, Against
Holders or Church Property.

Cincinnati, April 4. In the Hamilton
county District Court the case of J.
B. Mannix, assignee of Archbishop Purcell,
against holders of church property came
up on his application for an order to
sell the property to pav the dahts of the arch-
bishop. The debts aggregate $4,000,000, and
the property is estimated to be worth

or $3,000,000. Judge Hoadley, for
the assignee, said that the line of argument
would be that Ihe debts were the arch-
bishop's, and that the property held in his
name is legally liable for the debts. The
chief point of controversy would relate to
the nature of the title by which the arch-
bishop held the churches of the diocese. It
would involve the examination of cauon
law to determine the relation of the hie-
rarchy to the property held by church congre-
gations. He claimed that the first duty of
the diocese was to pay Ihe debts of the dio-
cese. T. D. Lincoln, who made a represen-
tative statement for the dozn or more law-

yers representing the defense, said that they
should claim that as to the niOHt of Ibis
property the archbishop bore the mere rela-
tion of trusteeship; that the congregations
paid for their church property, but by the
rules of the church the title was vested in
the archbishop. BesidtB, in many cases,
bonds had been given for money borrowed to
build churches, and these must be met before
any other claim could come in. After brief
statements from other attorneys the couit ad-
journed.

The testimony will be voluminous and will
relate principally to the nature of the title
to about sixty pieces of real estate, sitaated
in twenlv or more counties in Ohio.

MU.MtlPAL ELECTIONS.
Madison, Ikd, April 4. The township

election in this county shows substantial
Republican gains.

Columbia, S. C, April 4. A Democratic
mayor and Board of Aldermen were elected
by 584 majority, out of a total vote of lOtki.

Lawrence, Mass., April 4. The city
election resulted in nearly an even division
of the offices between the citizens' ticket
and the tesiperance people, with the differ-
ence in favor of the former.

AN HOUR WITH ROYALTY.

Kotos rrosa a Conversation with One of
Hew Tarsi's Baslmss Mlnxs,

Vhose Work is orten In the Months or
IMsereet Xorihwesterners,

And Whose Woods ftboa Id Have Atten-
tion rroas All Who Ever Eat.

A St. Paul journalist, who recently spent a

fortnight in New York, one morning threaded
his way down Broadway to old Trinity
church, and thence along the best-kno- and

financial thoroughfare on the
foes of the eanh, to the intersection of Wall
and Front streets, intent upon a friendly call
upon gentleman whose "raising" had been
in the same country neighborhood as his
own, and who now heads an important de-
partment in the greatest producer known in
the world of what the old dames sty le "risin."

In the House of Commons, Explains the
Position of the droverament in

Regard to the

Imprisoned Suspects Foster lad the
Protection Act Sarah Bernhardt

Married at London

London, April 4. Io the House of Com-
mons this afternoon Gladstone stated that
the negotiations with the government of the
United States respecting suspects of Ameri-
can nationalitv continue. To representa-
tions made by Great Britain to the United
States lsst June respecting certain Fenian
literature no answer had been received.
Gladstone also stated that the government
was sensible of the gravity of the condition
of Ireland, but it must select its own time
for proposing any desirable measures. It was
a social and not a political revolution that
was in progress. The Land League started
when the conservatives were in power.
Though agrarian crimes had increased, he
believed the effect of the Land act is extend-
ing. The present condition of Ireland was
unprecedented for fifty years. There is strong
presumption that the influence of the Land
League is behind the awful crimes commit-
ted there. He cited the letter of Healy, call-
ing the government a set of brig mils.

Xorthcote said Gladstone's speech was dis-
appointing, alarmins and unsatisfactory, be-
cause it shows vaecillation.

The Irish members declared the govern-
ment, by crushing the Land League, encour-
aged the riband societies, and this was the
cause of the outrages complained of. Healy
defended his nse of the word "brigands," in
describing the government.

The under foreign secretary said he would
present Dr. Lamson, excepting Attorney-Gener-

Brewster's opinion iu answer to a
question by Ash ton Cross, who said he asked
the question to afford the government an
opportunity to show that there had been no
attempt on the part of a foreign power to
interfere with the admin .. ;.lion of justice.

The House adjourned for Ihe Easter holi-
days.
THE TIMES ON THE IMPRISONED SlSrECTS.

The Uimtr, in a leading article on America
and the imprisoned suspects maintains the
right of every State to protect itself against
alios, or domestic enemies to society. It re-

fers to Genersl Grant's pretensions which
the general asserted to a deputation which
culled upon him in New York, and says: "It
is obvious that the government, while giving
no sanction, direct or indirect, to the exag-
gerations, irresponsible American politicians
can fairly meet t'je wishes of the govern-
ment of the United States without impair-
ing the securities of the Protection act." It
has no donbt the United States will be in-
formed favorably. Consideration will be
given to the case of any citizen of the United
Slates who will undertake, if released, to
leave the country.

' THE PROTECTION ACT A FAILURE.
The Daly Hex rays it has become plain

that Forster's administration of the Protec-
tion act is not a sufficient safeguard against
crime, arrests seem rather to have 'stimu-
lated it, and that the armed force in Ireland
must, if necessary, be still further increased.
In certain districts there is a force con-
tinually acting against the law by means
which it would be disgraceful in any civilized
country to tolerate. The time has come for
the government to strike, and strike hard,
but it is all the more incumbent oa them to
take careful aim.

SALLY BERNHARDT MARRIED.
Sarah Bernhardt and a Greek gentleman of

position, named Dsmata, were married in
St. Andrews church, Well. Sarah continues
her theatrical career. Damata is a

middle-age- d man, and is said to be
tolerably rich. His wife is worth 1 ,200,000 f.
Bernhardt gave no previous notice ot the
wedding. At eight o clock this morning a
gentleman called at the church and said he
desired to make arrangements for a mar-
riage. The official informed him that a li-

cense was necessary. The gentleman left the
church to procure the license, which he ob-
tained, and returned accompanied by Bern-
hardt, who wore a close-fittin- g sealskin
cloak, trimmed with fur. A French lady
and gentleman and the officials of the church
were the only witnesses.

THE FIRE RECORD.
Disastrous Fire at Ilearae, Texas.

Little Rock, Ase, April 4. A Gazette
El Paso (Tex.) special says:. "A special from
Hearne reports the most disastrous fire for
eight years. Three fine brick blooks, with
contents, destroyed. Loss estimated at
$45,000; half insured. Cause, incendiary."

Destructive Fire at llopklalon, Mass.
Boston, April 4. A fire at Hopkintonr

Mass., this morning, destroyed thirteen
dwellings. The Congregational church, the
town hall, a hotel, and the large boot and
shoe factory of Bridges & Co., owned by
Clatlin, Coburn & Co., burned. This factory
was the mainstay of the town, employing
some 450 hands in the rhop and giving em-
ployment to many outside some COO in all.
From 6000 to 6000 cases of finished goods
wre stored in their store, and the loss of the
firm will be something like $'200,000 on stock
and finished work, while the building and
machinery coat about $G0,000. Ihe insur-
ance is about S15.000: total lots, $360,000,
The fire vas caused by an incendiary, and it
is thought that powder was exploded in the
basement of the building, where the flames
were first discovered.

185,000 Blase at Pills bars;.
Pittsburg, April 4. This morning a fire

broke out in the Standard Oil Refinery Ho.
1, situated on Butler street, Eighteenth ward,
covering an area of four block. The fire
was caused by an explosion ol chrysolite .in
tank No. 12, injwhich there were 530 barrels
of fluid. The corner of the tank was blown
off, and crashing through the roof of the
settling-hous- e mt fire to the oil. The flames
communicated to the warehouse, a three- -
story brick building, MX) leet long and seventy
feet wide, containing 3000 barrels of refined
oil and 19,000 empty barrels, besides over
100,000 pounds of glue. The warehouse,
settling-hous- e, and tanks containingdistillate
were destroyed, involving a loss to the
Standard Oil Company of at least $125,000,
on which there is no insurance. The fire will
burn all night, but is not spreading. The
entire department of the city was called oat,
and the efforts thus far have prevented the
flames spreading to the buildings adjoining.
At 3 o'clock this evening the fire waa under
control.
