Nashville, April 25. Senate. The com

mittfe to whom waa referred the matter of
Senator W. K. Barrett's seat, reported
through its chairman, Mr. Alexander, that
the committee had been furnished by Gov-

ernor Hawkins with all the correspondence
between himself and Mr. Barrett with refer-
ence to his resignation, which was submit-
ted as part of the report. The correspondence
snowed lhat on the 21st day of March, 1S82,
the governor received a communication from
W. K. Barrett, tendering his unconditional
resignation as a member of the Senate of
Tennessee, giving as his reason failing
health. The governor knowing that Senator
Barrett was under charges of corruption aud
conduct unbecoming a senator, replied that
he regretted the circumstances which led to
the senator's resignation and hoped he
would withdraw it. Subsequently Mr. Bar-

rett telegraphed Governor Hawkins from
Jackson, that if his resignation had not been
accepted, he would withdraw it and named a
day on which he would be in Nashville.
The governor replied by telegraph that the
resignation had not been accepted. Subse-
quently Mr. Barrett wrote to Oovernor
Hawkins to the effect lhat he was ill aud
would be in Nashville as soon as he recov-
ered his health, which he did, arriving here
several days after the meeting of the Legis-
lature, from which time he has daily occu-
pied his seat and participated in the proceed-
ings of tint body. After a careful review of
the facts the majority of the committee
agreed to recommend the adoption of the
reso.'u ion declaring the seat of Senator
Barrett vacant. The report of the commit-
tee was received.

Mr. Wauaon and Mr. Duggan submitted
a minority report recommending the rejec-
tion of the resolution, aud ottered the follow-
ing:

R wired. That W. R. Barrett has never
ceased to be a member of the Ssnate, and is
now a member thereof.

I'pon reaching the amendment striking
out the fourteenth section, which prohibits
any iState or nittd Stales court from ad-

mitting the Chinese to citizenship. Senator
Farley insisted that the section should be re-

tained. He said that Ibe committee had as-

sumed lhat it was not necessary, hut he knew
ibst notwithstanding, the prohibition statute
on the Hibjtct the courts had naturalized
Chinamen. He wanted now a specific enact-
ment on the point. The amendment of the
committee to slrike out was rejectod and the
section retaintil yeas, 2b; nays, ia2.

The commiltee amendment striking out
the fifteenth section, which defines the words
"Chinese laborers," wherever used in the act,
lo mean both skilled and unskilled laborers
and t iiinese employed in mining, wascarried

yeas, 89 nays, 28. The vote was a parly
one, except that Miller ICal.l, Jones f Nev.,
and Cameron Wis., voted wilh the Demo
crats.

Frum farmers coming into
market it is learned that the spring crops
now in the lield will be entirely ruintd.

that the buildings were saved. The fires have
environed much valuable property iu the
northwestern section of the Slate, and Ibe
citizens have organized bucket brigades and
are working assiduously to beat back the
dames. Iu the Warreu county petroleuiu-producin- g

districts much destruction has
already occurred, aud it requires much vigi-
lance ou the part of the producers to prevent
the entire demolition of the important and
costly works, dumps, engtnehouses, office
buildings and oil tanks being turrounded by
the fierce flames. The woods on the hills are
a perfect sheet of flames, and tbe oil men
are preparing to place pumps iii the Alle-
gheny river for the purp.se of throwing
water through hose upon the advancing
columns of fire, dihould there be no drench
ing rains within ihe next two or three days
the destruction of property will be enor-
mous.
