The
trouble about the thing was that the wrong
house was pulled down, and secondly, that
as there was considerable wind it might have
oeen nnpruaeni to nave mo nre where there
are so manv business houses.

BACK TAXES.

Judge Efelkkeii Don .Vol Prepare a HI I

In Wealhrrfurd's luteresl.

Yesterday tbe cross-view- s of Judge Heis
kell as published in the Appeal aroused
considerable comment in the citv. An Ap
peal reporter learned that Judge Heiskel
wai entirely oppose ! to Mr. Weatherford
the matter of back-ta- x collections, and lha
the bill prepared by the judge was fought by
jlr. eaihertord, who is now in JNashville
Judge Heiskel! and a committee of th
council held a private meeting at President
Haddens office day before yesterday and
united in sending a telegram to Governor
Hawkins asking him to include the consid
eration of the back-ta- x matter in his call for
the extra session of the Legislature. Yester
day afternoon an AprtAi. reporter met
Judge Heiskell, who, upon solicitation, made
the following statement to him:

"The mistake of many in(r-gar- d to the
present tax laws, is that they suppose them
to be sufficient, if efficiently administered.
Practically, tbe law as administered results
thus: A piece of property is sold for taxes,
and there being no purchaser at the tax sale
tbe htate buvs it in. ihe nexl year 1: is re
assessed, although bought in bv the State
Ihe previous year, and the State buys it in
again, and so on from year to year. And so
the property is sold 'annually to the State
and no tax is paid. Again, if anvbody noi
desires to buy anv delinquent propertv, h
cannot biv it for less than all of the taxes
due on it. And as there is a large amount

f property in Memphis, which owes more
taxes than it is worth, it is at once seen that
no one will purchase, so that the recalcitrant
taxpayer enjoys his rents Irom year to year
and others pay his proportion of
the public burdens, or they go
unpaid. The act defeated before tbe
Legislature would have remedied both of
these wrongs by selling the property to
the highest bidder, giving the purchaser
good title, and putting the property in the
hands of taxpaying citizens.

This was the object of the bill, and it w
because it was thought that the back-ta- x

collector was not selling the delinquent prop
erty fast enough that the bill was proposed;
and so far from the bill being proposed in
his interest, the Appeal is informed that
he was very much opposed to it.
