ATHINSON ON MISSIASIPPFI RIVER
IMPFROVENMEATS,

Mr. Edward Atkinson, whose koowledge
of the needs of the Southern country is un-
surpassed, snd whote practical recommenda-
tions for its wellsre have so frequently com-
manded attention, has, in the columns of the
New York Herald, called attention to the
aubject of the leves and otber improvements
of the Mississippi river, and his remarks and
siggestions capnol fail o have a goed in-
fluence upon intelligent minds at the North,
He explaina how Lhe resources of the rich
valley of the Misissippi were crippled by
the war, and the consequent disorganization
of its labor system. These obstructions to
effort, added 1o rates of inlerest of from
eightesn to thirty per cenl, made it fmpossi-
ble for a people who had to obtain advances
before they could plant their erops to re-
store and keep up the levee system. They
were unable even to sustain the Iaborers,
many of whom were in consequence
of that inability, not from political
influences, compelled 1o reck homes
elsewhere, nn exodos that excited much dis-
cumion. A fxir beginning, notwithstanding,
was made toward recovery, but the disas-
trous floods of the presenl spring have
brought a check it will tuke years to over-
come, But little attention ghows that the con-
trol of the Mississippi river is beyond the
pewer of the States, The general government
alone is compelent o underiake it The
river mwust be (realed ae& a pnil; its control
cannol be compnassed under a divided wsys-
temy ¢f administration, por are the Hiates
interested competent to combine to accom-
plish the necesnary operations, The Misais-
sippi River Commission is composed of men
among the most able aod qualified for their
duties of aoy io the country, and their ver-
dict in the case should be accepted an con-
clusive, It would be presumption in roy
single man, however skilliul, to coulest the
judgraent of such a board. Tt is wow pro-
posed thatl Congress shall make a beginning
o the great work, Mr. Atkioson has been at
much pains to oblaio information respecting
the elements of the problem o be solved, and
the following isasummary of the impressions
he has oblained respeciing this work of
onational importance: Below New Orleans
the river has pushed far inlo the gull two
pearly parallel moles of earth, between
which it winds its way. From New Orleans
to Cairo similar moles generaily exiwt; be-
yond them lie swamps on either side, the
dry sirips constitute the bottom lands where
sugar, colion and corn are grown. As ia the
ense below New Orleans to the gulf, the land
ia highest near the river's brink.

Travelers on the Rhine, and on most of the
rivers in Europe carrying alluvinl, see in-
slances where similar expedients bave been
adopted.

The effect of leyees
and revelments is to coofine the waters
within their average channel; this conline-
mient increases the local hight of the suriace,
that hight increases the rapidity of the stream
and conserquently the friction upon the hed,
which is thus wastied awny and the channel
deepened accordingly. The despened chan-
nel nllows space for the walers to run off]
with redoced liability to overflow in pro-
portion as the channel becomes deeper, =o
that unusual rises of the river, froma many
tribularies pouring out their glreams st the
same lime, are prevented by levees of mod-
erate hight from causing disastrous over-
flowe, The theory of outlets is hardly worth
consideration. Had the river a cast-iron
changnel 8 resort (o side openings might be
necesansry, but as it is of a yielding substance
npothing could well be more unscientific than
a resort to such a method. In conclusion,
Mr. Atkinson sayz of the proposal 1o put the
levees in order: “It is a war claim which im-
plies no private grin and no compensation
excepl for one ol the cases of destruction in-
cident to war, which may well be repaired
by the people of the whole conntry.”

ELECTRICITY, SPRINGN AND STEAN.
1f we could bottle up eleciricity and let it
out [or use as we required, it would he a
great advantsge. For instance, when =
sewing woman was disabled [rom working
her machine in conseqquence of rheumatism
in her ankle, the purchase of a gallon-bot-
tle of electricity to run the machios while
she fingered the material to be sewed would
be =& great convenience. We have not st-
tained o that point yet, but we have goi far
enowgh to be able to run a street-car by
electricity stored up in Faure accumniators,
which is & step toward the botlling process.
It may be that bicyclisia will soon have
eleciric power to run their wheels, leaving
nothing for them to do but gnide the vehicle,
enjoy the landecape, or medilate on the
infinite, or on Oscar the Wilde's asthetic
etherealizations. Plowing by aid of electric
power ia also promised. Fleciricily is
not to have the whole field to itsell,
however. Philadelphia has & company Lhas
is going o run cars without aid from horse,
steam or electricity; they will go by spring
power. Six powerful and foely-iempered
steel springs, each 300 feet long, six inches
wide, nnd a quarler of an inch thick, form
the molive power, Fach rpring s woumnd
up by a slationary engine at the end of the
road, until the diameter of the coiled spring
is forty inches. When attached to a car and
#el to work Lhe spring will gradually unwind
until the] diameter extends itsell to seven
and a half feet. While thus unwinding
they will run, as has been shown by aclual
trial, a street car [all of people five miles on
any track in Philadelphia, The driver has
the power under complete control by means
of breaks. He can run sny numiber of
aprings at a Llime, or stop nny number of
them al will, or stop them aliogether. lg
this way he can adapt - the power
ased lo the amount of his load, lo up or
down grades, and 5o on, and at such a speed
as desired, but not more
miles an hour is permitled.
sleam locomotive, however, has by wpo
menns given up to electrioity, The Boston
Advertizer inlorms us that the Bell Telephone
Company, desiriog to lay their wires under-
ground between Attlebaro und West Mans-
field, had & beam lushed to a car, » plow wan
sttached to the beam with a man si the
handles. The engine was starled, and in a
very short time a trench one foot deep was
opened between the railroad tracks. The
wires, perfectly insulated, were laid in this,
and the desired communication estnblished.
By these things we see that facilities for la-
bor, tor trafiic, for travel and for telegraphic
aud teleplonic communication are increas-
ing. In one direction, however, all efforis al
present [ail—we caunot direct the course of
balloons through the air, and the birds have
all the space between the tops ol the church-
steeples and the blue sky to themselves. It
is u great deprivation to be excluded frem
that part of creation where there is moel
room and & plenuful supply of fresh air,
with unlimited sunshine on mountiog above
“the black border of the envious elouds.”

When the levees
were built it was cheapest to raise them where
the banks were highest and the land they oc-
cupied sould be best spared. The wear of
the current, and waves caused by steamboats,
undermined the levees and were the chiei
causes of their destruction. Had the early
levecs been faced with revetmenis at the
banks there would now be & river navigable
at low water, not suhject to rises sbove the
reach of ordinary dikex. In the river bends
depths and shosla alternate, aud where the
width between the banks i great, bars are
formed, and the channel shifts, s permsnent
channel in such shoaly places can be sectired
only by reducing the extra width. How best
and cheapest to accomplish this is what tbe
River Commision has besn aiming at in its
surveys. Their plan is to redoce wide spaces
of river surface by supplying the place of
the former fallem trees and under-
growth with masses of brush weven
inlo matresses. These are piled up low at
firsl, then as they become filled with Lhe
sediment of the river that is entangled
among them, they ure made higher and
slopes are formed behind them vpon which
willows grow, whose roots matted in the soll
aid to resist erasion.

Holders of raw
sugar are very firm and exacting in their
demands; refiners are doiog well, and prices
