inelnding the commissioner of internal rev.
enue, by which it is claiwed that 50,000,000
ia to be atolen from the tressury, The means
through which this is o be sccomplished is
the bill introduced by Mr, Duonell for the
exlension of the bonded period for spirits in
u dintillery warchouse, and the special act of
bi lding is described aw follows:; Half of the
gooda are 1o be sold in bond to outside small
buyera al a profit, sufficient 1o cover the enst
of the whole lot, aud then by premeditaled
default in renewal of the bonds the tax
becomen due, sud the government, by foreed
mnles o©of the spirits, altempts to re-
cover the sum, when theee gly indi-
viduoula slip wround and bid o the
whisky for next to nothing and leave the
gowernment out in the cold, so far an it
taxes are concerned, and then they can reap
their harvest by haviog protection equal to
the amount of tlie tux sgaipst other manu-
facturein. The astute nuthor of thisd article
has overlocked one muaterial provision of
faw, Heotion 84934 of the Hevired Sntuten
provides that all epirits sold nuder distraint
(for taxen) shall be wold -'ui-j-‘-tl fo the tax,
apd that the purchaser chall immedintely
before he takes possession of said spirita pay
the lax thereon. The arguipent was based
upon {alse premises, and s had led the
author into an sabsardity. The Triends of
the bill elaim that il it was the intention of
any whisky ring to mike mouey they would
kill the bill, allow the bonded period to ex-
pire on the lst of May, and so force the
whisky on the market, then buy it up at a
song, pay the tax, and thua bu]({ all the fine
whiskies at 8 price less than the highwine
producers could make them,

Startling Figures from NSaval REureans,

Sowme information in response to Mr, Hew-
it"s renolution of inguiry L:M Ieen received
Irom the navy department by the House of
Heprescutatives, The chiefs of the buresus
of tquipment and of engineering have made
reporta concerning the nmpount of wopey ex-
pended in their divisions npon the vessels of
the navy, and these peporis contain some in-
teresting mstier.
