RIVER AND HARBOR BILL.
COMPLETED AND TO BE REPORTED TUESDAY

SEVERAL NEW FEATURES.
Washington. May 6. The river ami

harbor bill haa been completed and will be
reported Tuesday. The gross amount appro-
priated exceeds that of last year by $1,000,-00- 0.

This bill embodies several new fea-
tures, one of the most important being in
regard to the Mississippi and Missouri
rivers. Heretofore the appri priationa have
been allotted to the various harbors or rap-
ids on Ihese rivers, for ex penditure incerlaiu
sums at given points. This time all this
work is left to the direction of the com-
mission. The money is appropriated in
gros for the various section of the rivers.
It rests with the commission to divide it
aa seem best to them among tbe several
work oo Ihe stream. It will thus be seen,
when Ihe bill ia published, lhat not a cent
is mentioned for Bock Island, or St. An-
thony, or New Orleans, but it all goes to the
river at large, and these interests will
have to deal with the commission if
they demand that certain sums be
pent in their vicinity. The bill

SECOND DISPATCH.

Dublin, May 6. Lord Frederick Caven-
dish, the new secretary for Ireland, and Earl
Spencer had remained at Dublin Castle, en-

gaged in transaction of official business,
until 6 o'clock this evening, when each drove
to his respective residence. After dinner
Lord Frederick and Mr. Thomas Henry

under secretary, went for a walk in
Pbrenix Park. They were shot close to the

lodge. No arrests have
been made.

THIt.D DISPATCH.

London, May 6. A later telegram from
Dublin ' says: It now appears that Lord
Frederick Cavendish and
Burke were stabbed, and not Bbot. Tbey
were both strolling in the park, about half a
mile from tbe city gate and a qusrter of a
mile from the 's lodge, when a
car drove up containing four men, two of
whom jumped down from the car and at-

tacked Lord Frederick Cavendish and Mr.
Burke, stabbing them several times in the
throat and breast. The victims struggled hard
for life, and in the atruggle became separated,
their bodies being feund some ten
paces apart. The tragedy about
7:10 o'clock p.m., and in broad daylight. The
bodies were first discovered by two young
gentlemen, who were riding bicycles through

park, and who immediately gave the
alarm to the police. Surgeons soon reached
the spot, but the police were already convey-
ing Burke's body away to the town, where an
examination showed that life was extinct.
The upper part of the body was perforated
in a shocking manner, and presented a
ghastly sight. Proceeding further, the medi-
cal men reached the body of Lord Fred-
erick Cavendish, which waa being conveyed
away from the park on a stretcher. The
body of tbe chief secretary displayed some
dreadful wouuds, in addition to which his
left arm was also broken and torn, as if he
had put it up to protect his breast. Lord
Frederick Cavendish was quite dead. The
bodies were taken to the Stevens Hospital,
where they will remain until an inquest is
held. The locality of the outrage ia
marked with blood. Tbe spot where the
body of Lord Frederick Cavenduh was
found was absolutely deluged, while Burke's
body lay in a pool of blood. It is said that
after the act the murderers immedi-
ately drove off". There seems to be no
clue to the assassins at present, but
the police are taking most extra-
ordinary measures to discover
perpetrators. A large quantify of notes and
gold coin, besides their gold watches, were
found in the pockets of the victims, which
ahowed that the object of the crime was not
robbery. Great excitement prevails through-

The
effect which this act will have, and, perhaps,
was meant to have, on the policy of con-
ciliation will be incalculably harmfifl; nor
should we be surprised if itenlailed the down-
fall of the Gladstone ministry in the very
hour when it merited the highest esteem
and confidence. It is probable that the
crime was the work of the miscresnts
who saw In the Gladstone conciliatory policy
the ruin of their clandestine schemes, and
who determined to paralyze it at the cost of
a country Ihe scoundrels pretend to eerve,
and by the butchery of men who came on
the blessed errand of deliverance and pacifi-
cation. Never in tbe whole course of their
history have the prospects of the Irish
people been brighter than they looked
only twenty-fou- r hours ago. That these
prospects are very deeply overcast by
the detestable crimes committed yester-
day cannot ba for a moment doubtful
to those conversant with tbe difficulties
which already beset the path of Gladstone.
The calamitous consequences of the tragedy
we canuot as yet begin to measure. But
when we think of the huge power for evil
which circumstances have given the authors
of this bloody deed it seems to us that some-
thing like a curse has overshadowed Ireland."

From the New York Times.- - "The assas-
sination of the chief secretary and permanent
under secretary follows hard upon the an-
nouncement of the policy of boldconciliation
by Gladstone's government. It is in every
light a terrible misfortune to the Irish peo-
ple. If Ireland is to be put under military
law it is safe to say that Gladstone would
neither assume or be entrusted with the
task. There is in this horrible event one
suggestion which the Americans cannot
regard - without shame. It is, that
the brutal assassination which dis-
graces Ireland and endangers the best in-
terests of the Irish, is in harmony with the
teaching of certain residents of this country,
who have steadily advocated it in order to
fill their own pockets. For this, the laws of
the United States furnish no preventive and
no penalty, relying, aa do the English laws,
upon the general sense of tbe community to
render such doctrine harmless, and in every
doubtful case of tbe use of free speech giving
the benefit of a doubt to freedom. Our laws
do not reach these offenses against decency and
humanity. But they ought to be reached
by a public sentiment of contempt and ab-
horrence so deep and universal that even
O'Donovan should feel it. It the
men who directly plotted or executed the
murder of Lord Cavendish should suffer the
penalty of their crime, the public of America
wilU ieel that there are these among our-
selves more guilty because less daring, who,
if justice were done, would share their fate."

From the New York Herald: "The murder
could not have happened at a more inaus-
picious moment lor Ireland. She was en-
joying a great victory. She had obtained
aaore at a stroke than she had expected to
obtain ia tbe coarse of years. Her leaders
had been released; Michael Davitt had been
triumphantly escorted to London; two un-
popular aainisters had been withdrawn at
her demand; Mr. Gladstone was. wailing to
grant her almost any reasonable concessions.

It tbe wound, which runs
nearlv from the ear to the chin, had been
only half an inch lower, tbe result would
have been fatal. Ihe negro, as he struck the
blow, sprang through the doorway and
fled. Captain Jones instantly mounted his
horse and followed. Afler an exciting
chase, in which half a dozen shots were fired,
one of which took effect upon the felon's
leg, he was, with tbe aid of some negroes,
finally captured, and conveyed by Captain
Jones to the county 1 tit Mayor Fant has
since bound him over to court in Ihe sum of
$2000, in default of which he occupies a cell
in tbe county jail. Captain Jones s wound,
though painful, is not dangerous, nor has it
kept him one day oft' duty.

The
death of this distinguished divine created a
profound sensation, and his loss is sincerely
mourned by every member of tbe conference.
Extensive preparations have been made for
the funeral, which will take place from Mc- -
Kendree church alternoon and be
attended by the General Conference in a body.

Obllaavry.
The Rev. Dr. Thomas Osmond Summers

wss born near carle castle, uorsetanire,
Englsnd, October 11,1812. He emigrated
to the United States in 18-1- and became a
preacher in the Methodist Episcopal Church
at first in Virginia. In 1840 he went to
Texas aa as one of nine ministers to consti
tute the first conference there. In 1844 he
joined the Alabama conference, and aa secre
tary ot tbe convention at Louisville, Ky.,
assisted in organizing the Methodist Episco
pal Church South. By appointment he as-
sisted in the editing of the Southern Cftrinlian
Advoealt and in compiling a new hymn-boo- k.

In 1850 the General Conference
elected him editor of tbeir book and tracts
and of the Sunday-Scho- Visitor, and, in
1858, also of the (airrly Beriew. In I860
he waa elected editor of the Nashville
Christian Advocate, which position he occu-
pied until 1874, when he was elected pro
fessor of systematic theology in the Vander
bilt L Diversity. Hia writings include tom--
wtenfariea on the Gorpelt and on the Act of ihe
Apotucx; Commentary on the Hitual of the M.
E. Church, South; a Treatise on Baptism; a
1 reatue on Hotmem; Ounday-iicho- leather, or
the Catechetical Office; Talks llrasant and
ProtitalU. The Golden Center. Scriptural Cate
chism (two volumes. Old and Kew Testament),
Refutation of lkomat 2 aine s lheotogvcal
Writings, and the enlargement aod revisions

of Watton't Biblical and Theological Directory.
The deceased also edited numerous volume
for Sunday-schoo- l libraries, and also
400 or 500 volumes of books pub
lisbed at the publishing boose. He
was one of the leading contributors to
Johnsotit Encyclopedia, published in New
York. He was the editor of the Omartcriv
Jtevietc, established in 1879, and published at
the pool ishmg boose, tram its nrst issue
down to his death. It has proven nnder bis
management to be one of the finest literary
productions published in tne Bouta. At tbe
