Mr. J; B. Hnbbell, of Ann Arbor, Mich., is

Society of
the Bed Cross. ' The adhesion of the United
States to tbe convention of Geneva, to which
there are now above thirty signatories,
marks an epoch in the history of peace.
A common cods among nations, if there
could . be a common tribunal to
arbitrate, would abolish war. That
thirty-tw- o nations have signed ten
articles, even though the Held of their use is
limited, is auspicious of increased harmony
in future. The mitigation of the evils insep-
arable from war. the suppression of needless
severities, snd the amelioration of soldiers
wounded on fields of battle, appealing to a
common sympathetic nature, oner a common

round of union, a beginning of concord,f'he organization of the lied Cross is
simple. An international committee at
Geneva, whose president is Mr. G. Moy-nie- r,

acts as the intermediate agent between
national committees. The American Associ-
ation ot the Bed Cross has its office at Wash-
ington, and the president is Hiss Clara Ear-to- n,

who was nominated by President Gar-
field' This Central National Association
has power to organize State and Territorial
associations auxiliary to itself. The first
local society in the United States was the
Danville Society of the Bed Cross, at Dan-vill- a,

Livingston county, N. Y. Each local
society can make its own constitution, what
ever it likes, besring in mind its great mis-
sion, which is well stated in the con-
stitution of No. 1 at Danville, "to
cultivate a broad spirit of philan-
thropy; to obtain, translate and circulate
the literature of the Bed Cross of foreign
societies;" "to accumulate funds and mate-
rial; to provide nurses and assistance, if
need be, and hold these for nse or service ia
war, and also in case of other calamities, as
famine, pest'lence, or fire, so great as to be
considered national; such accumulations and
service to be rendered only upon call of the
National Association of the Bed Cross, at
Washington, D. C , through the State Asso-
ciation of New York." The Picayune a short
time ago referred to the fact that the Society
of the Bed Cross in the United States had
determined to exert its influence in allay-
ing the suffering cause 1 by the inunda-
tion of the Mississippi valley. Such a great
calamity ia truly national, because its conse-
quences are not limited to its location. Mr.
Habball is here to investigate for hiiaseJf
where the fond raised are moet needed, and
will also endeavor to establish branches in
this Slate. It will be some time before the
water will entirely subside, and longer yet
before the sufferings will cease and the nor-

mal order of rt be wholly rein-
stated. The government aid is exhausted,
and private help mast be depended on.
Without : system . and organization, pri-
vate charity cannot reach far or be wisely
controlled. Under the auspices of the Bed
Cross every dollar devoted to tbe purpose
will be put where it will perform real service.
We hope tbat our people will not be content
to permit other States to monopolize either
the glory of the present crnsade or the insti-
tution itself. A State association for Louisi-
ana should be urranized, and local societies,
without delay. Thus we can not only help
in onr own need now, but be ready to help
in any case of need hereafter."
