virtu He exhibited ever had His compas-
sionate pity. The woman whose tears fell
npon His feet, the thief that mourned his
wrong-doin- received from Him words of
cuiupamon ana iorgiveness. Uoly one
phase of human guilt wrung from Him de-
nunciation, and on those guilty of that it
came sharp and decisive: "Serpents 1 fren
eration of vipers! bow can ye escape the con-
demnation of bell?" And whom did He thus
denounce with tbe hsrsheet words recorded
as coming from His lips? Men who made
religion a sham, made its aacred principles a
cover for their evil deeds; brought discredit
npon what is essentially pure and holy by
their gloxing and cunning, makiDg the holiest
precepts into Implements of guile, shaped to
administer to their own selfishness. Strong
as is the denunciation it does not extin
guiih sham religion. A glaring instance
of the survival of the unfiitest for
any good end is just now prominent in Cin
cinnati. The saloon people there have been
violating all decency with respect to the
Sunday observance. While the narrow, harsh
Sunday of the puritan is detestable, a Sun?
day devoted to drink and sensualism, dis-

regarding the feelings and mocking the ob-

servation of citizens of purer and more sober
habits is intolerable outrage on the quiet
and order that should characterize the day
the mass of the people dedicate to devotion.
That decent regard for that day is abandoned
is proved by the police reports, for the list of
"Sunday drunks and disorders" is always
larger than for the other days of the week.
In the city there is one paper that has taken
an especially high tone with the transgres
sors, blaming, rebuking and denouncing
without stint. This paper was supposed to
have a special right to do this, for it is the
only paper in the city not published on a
Sunday. It is the organ, to a great

at tK pious portion of the
community, and having no Sunday issue,
it has of course a strong claim to the
support of those who favor perverting the
Sunday fnta an unreasonable Sabbath. A
strife has been raging in Cincinnati for some
time between the saloon and beerhouse peo-

ple, and the contenders for, at least, a decent
Sunday, and this journal, which abstained
from publishing on Sundays, naturally dis-
tinguished itself by a sharp and persevering
contention for "Sabbath observance." And
yet this paper, this contender for righteous-
ness, is a sham distinguished and prominent.
It pnblinhea no paper on a Sunday, but it
has one every Monday morning, and that
paper is got up on the Sunday. While other
editors can go to church on Sundays, those
of this supporter of what it calls "the sacred
Sabbath da;" must be writing at the desk,
looking over exchange papers, and searching
police stations and the retreats where moat
mischief is to be found, for local news, and
the printers must, from early evening, be
hard at work at the case, and the engineer
must get up his steam, and the preesman
have his preea ready, Other daily journals

1 the same time are closed, no tires are
lighted, no lamps are casting their glare into
the streets. What ia likely to be the influ-
ence of this rebuker of Sabbath-breaker- s and
sinners as an improver of Cincinnati's Sun-
day mprals? Can all the efforts of saloons
and beerhouses do the
the damage this one sham reprover and er

is doing? So it is that goodness suf-

fers in the house of its friends. One would
expect that the decent portion of the com-

munity while contending against other forms
of Sunday desecration, as they call it, will
not forget to put down this. Its standing or
falling, as a future supporter of Sabbath ob-

servance, will be a sort of thermometer that
will show exactly how far Cincinnati piety
is contaminated by shams, and how far it is
dignified and purified by the manifestation
of that sort of pure religions principle that
opposes defending a religious observance as
a profitable business pursuit.

ma which no genius, no statesman, has yet
been able to olve. Perhaps one reason of
the failure has arisen from inattention to the
fact that the real enigma lies not in Ireland
considered in itself. The true problem is the
connection between Ireland and England,
the mutual action and reaction of the two
countries. The conduct of England toward
Ireland is as much a factor in the question
as is the conduct of Ireland under English
rule. Ireland became subject to England by
conquest, as India did. India is governed
exclusively by England. Her people possess
nothing of English political liberty; they
have no representation ; they are a conquered
people ruled by the conqueror. The Irish
had nothing of the East Indian's apathy,
they had profound love of country and a
strong sense of individual rights. England.
therefore, found it impossible to support
to its full extent toward Ireland the
part of conqueror commanding a con
quered people, who must obey. Force
could deprive the people of the exercise of
personal right", of the soil, of their lives,
but no fore? that human power ceuld bring
against Inland could crufh out its spirit of
independence. There stands a rock whose
firmness neither the vigor of English will,
nor the perseverance of English obstinacy,
has ever been able to move. Under these
circumstances England resorted to that
weakest refuge of the baffled stateemi
compromise. Ireland was granted munici-
pal institutions, legislative representation.
and religious freedom. These were generally
doled out as concessions, not to a sense of
right and justice, but to demands accom
panied by violence or danger of violence.
Concessions so wrung from grudging hands
do not win gratitude, and they repel affec
tion. These "tubs thrown to the whale" still
leave England ruling Ireland as a conquer
ing owner not as Ireland wishes but as En
gland wills. In the words of the New
York Herald: "Law is framed to suit En
glish views, not Irish needs." Here lies the
key of the present situation. The geographi
cal position of Ireland makes it impossible for
England to sever all connection with her.
Ireland aa an independent country might
make alliances with other European coun
tries, wnicn in time oi war would give
England's enemies ports for their
shipping and garrisons for their troops
at England's very door. The Irishman
may gnash his teeth that inch a
plea for the nnion of the two countries
should exist, but he cannot deny that were
Ireland in England's place, he wonlj find it
necessary to do as England does, in so far as
insisting upon the continu acce of the union
of the two countries. The question remains

what are to be the terms of that union?
Here lies the point ot all the difficulty that
exists between the two countries, England
cannot forget that she holds dominion as a
conquerer; the Irish people will not agree to
surrender their rights a freemen. In
dealing with this aapect c' I lie question, the
English Tory party have always adhered
strongly to the position of England exercis-
ing the dominion of a conquerer. The Lib-
eral party, in various degrees, have recog-
nized in the abstract, and more or less prac-
tically,

ot
the rights of the Irish people as

members of the human family in common
with themselves, and as natives of tbe
country descendants of its ancient owners.
Mr. Gladstone has signalised himself
by admitting these claims of the
Irish people to an extent no
English statesman ever did before.
Such, however, is the influence of old habit, of
of the love of dominion, of reluctance to ad-

mit ourselves wrong and our adversaries
right, that neither the present Eogliph Lib-
eral party, nor Mr. Gladstone as its most ad.

and to deal with Ireland as an integral pert
of the general nationality, as either would
treat with Middlesex, or Yorkshire, or the
eastern or the western counties, if they had
claims to nrge or objects to accomplish'
The Liberals, therefore, vacciilate thisyea1"
they make concessions, next year they pass
coercion bills, and this keeps tbe hot Hiber
nian blood at the boiling point, while the
cold constituted Eoglish look on with sur-

prise, and wonder why there should be any
excitement. That their own policy, the do
ings of their own queen, lords and commons
can have been the moving cause never occurs
to them. Some natural obtusenees, and an
unquestioning conviction that what England
haa done is right, and that thorn who resist
its arrangements are wrong, blind the Eng-
lish to the real nature of the situation.
We are cow at the point to inquire what is
the position that right principle and correct
policy require as between England and Ire-
land. The answer is: The position that each
one of our States occupies in its relation
with the general government. Ireland
should be free to regulate her own internal
affairs, while subject to the common duties
and allegiance owing by England, Ireland,
Scotland and Walea to the tie of union that
binds them all and holds esch of them re-

sponsible, and forbids any one todirrnpt the
bond whose preservation is necessary for the
welfare and aafety of the whole. Viewed in
this light the land law which Gladstone has
had enacted, and the further proposed meas-
ures complementary te that law, are steps in
the right direction laws made in obedience
to Ireland's needs. But the proposed coercion
bill, how does that stand? It ia another
specimen of the vaccillation that goads Ire-
land to fury. It is another piece of Eng-
land's dictator! alne as in berpartof conquerer;
it is treating Ireland as England treats mu-

tinous Sepoys in Bengal or the Pun jaub. Four
men committed a crime at Dublin, and jury
trials are to be suspended throughout Ire-
land! Tbe mnrders were done, in all prob-
ability, by wretches who saw that Gladstone
and Parnell, and through them England and
TrUni, war. aomitig tu an amicable under
standing, and wished to prevent it, as agita
tion and disorder, not quietude and pros-
perity, are most favorable to the miserable
gains of men who live on the throes of hu
man passion, and thrive amid carnage. The
wish of these men is gratified. The English
minister, even the enlightened Gladstone,
introduces a coercion bill that will
arouse all the strife and vindictivenesa such
creatures could desire. That bill is like
pntting (he District of Columbia under three
years martial law, because President Gar-
field was killed there. Innocent and guilty
alike are to be rubject to all tbe pains, and
penalties, and deprivations, and cruelties of
a harsh Jaw, for those men's crime! We
stand aghast at euch dreadful blundering and
injustice! We mourn that the hand of Glad-

stone should be concerned in a measure so
nnslatesmaolike and to impolitic. If
juries refuse or dare not do their duty, if
criminal secret associations are plotting
against the country's pence and welfare, re
pressive measures are needed, but not as a
retaliation for the crime committed in the
Phoenix Park. We see in the case of the co
ercive bill how true it is that tbe
Irish question is really an Irish-Englis- h

question, and that wise councils, just meas
ures and forbearing patience ia required as
much on one side as the other. The
question cannot and will not be settled by
England alone. Tbe two countries mutt
act mutually, without dictation from either.
Only when representatives of each, actirg as
equals, arrange terms of peace will Ireland
become as quiet and aa properous as are
Scotland and Wales.

It is singular to observe how far France ia

distancing the rest of the world in engineer-
ing enterprises. The Americans and the
English were supposed to take the lead in
such efforts, as their skill, inventive power
and boldness in Undertaking well qualify
them to do.

The
French constructed the Sues canal, while tbe

At the Great JUsieal Festival Recently
Held In Sew York The Kenowned

Wagnerian Priestess and
Queen of Song.

A Charming Personnel Hlghtened by the
Barest ttiftg as a ginger and

Actress of Remarkable
Dramatic Power.

Knr York, May 6. Armories, like some

human beings, axe happily versatile and dis-

posed to poetry and peace as well aa war,
where the arms manual may become the art
musical, tbe terrible, death-dealin- g musket
the musician's slender bow, and for tbe
mighty sword's shining steel wave mightier
stall the msgic baton of the enchanter-directo- r.

Any one might have thought this whowss
present at the Seventh regiment armory a
handsome building in Sixty-sevent- h street
last Tuesday night, when the great musical
festival of 1882, under the leadership of Mr.
Theodore Thomas, was most brilliantly in-

augurated.
THE SCENE.

It was a most extraordinary scene, and
both picturesque and imposing.

First, the illimitable immensity of the
place, imbuinz one with a contemptuous
sense of his own littleness, the vast audience,
numbering from 6000 to 7000 persons, though
not altogether in evening toilette, yet pre

That Thomas's orchestra interpreted this
neautuui sympuony oi Mozart's in a moat
admirable, artistic and brilliant manner, is
not necessarj to say. it is a joy forever to
remember.

imagine how she must have captivated
Wagner when he first saw and heard her.
Her fine shoulders and arms cenvev the idea
ot eupero strength, tier lace, ol decidedly
German type, indicates grest tenacity of
purpose and determination. In complexion
sne is a Drunette. and while ber evea are
neither larga nor lustrous, indeed sleeov and
dull, yet are rather capable of tbe greatest
variety of expression, changing from the
tenderest emotion to tbe deepest passion.

Her toilette, faultless in taste and stvle.waa
lemon-coiore- a suit, ornamented wuh a mm- -
iui garland oi Dowers to match, very .trench
in arrangement, and combined with a netti
coat of exquisite lace. She wore flowers also
in ber hair, which is quite black and very
luxuriant.

Rarely haa an artist met with such a flat
tering, hearty welcome as that accorded this
supero singer. Ducn applause was never
heard before, it seemed to me. Handker
chiefs and hats were waved in the wildest
enthusiasm, and the poor lady was kept bow-
ing and smiling for some minutes, first to tbe
audience, then to the orchestra and chorus,

Standing at the head of lyric art aa
tbe greatest dramatic singer of her time, se-
lected by Wagner as the priestess of his
Kiebelvngc Lied, naturally expectation was
rife as to the voice and powers that could
provoke such glorious praise. The furore
that broke out at the conclusion of the
Fidelia aria was sufficient proof that these
expectations were fully realized. The au-
dience fairly rose at her, bravos resound-
ed from every! part of the house, the hand-clappi-

was deafening, and in the midst of
this wild excitement three magnificent bas-
kets of flowers were passed up on thests??.
After being recalled seven times she repeated
tne latter part oi the ftaelio aria. .Every
body was sorry she did not sing eomelhicg
else.

Now. shall I sav it? It is heresy I know.
but I mnt confess to a tinge of disappoint-
ment. Her voice seems to me to possess
every element of perfection and beauty but
the two essentials, sweetness and sympathy.
At times the middle register struck my ear
unmusically, if not harshly. The scale is
seemed uneven- - Her lower notes are not at
all strong or full, and I have heard she fears
the new ro'e Wagner is writing for her on
that account.

Fran Materna is a Styrian bv birth, and
was born in 1347. As a child she was a
prodigy. At twelve years of age her father
died, leaving his family penilese. Shortly
after her mother I quote from a sketch of
her life accompanied her to Vienna, with
the hope of having her voice cultivated by a
celebrated proleesor mere, put wno, perceiv
iug no immediate advantage accruing, re-

fused to teach her. She then returned to
Styria, where she remained the next three
years.

When fifteen or sixteen her family re
moved to Gratz, where her first engagement
was obtained at the theater at 20 per
month. For the following two years tbe
young singer filled almost all the leading
relet in Offenbach's operas. Then succeeded
an engagement at the Carl theater, in i
enna, in the same repertiie. But opero eomitiu
nor opera oovne was aitogeiner saiisiying, ana
the young songstrers dreamed of better
things in her art ambition. It was after
diligently studying more serions rolt that
she so delighted Hot KapelmeiaLer that she
was engaged for the Imperial Operahouse in
Vienna.

Her debut was in L' Africaine, and was at
tended with moat brilliant success. Ever
since then she has remained a steady jxn- -

ttonaire of the tenna Operahouse.
But Materna's greenest laurels were won

in Uayreuth during tbe Warner rest in ISo.
A s "Brunhilde," the statuesrne heroine of the
Mino da !vebelunae, the almost mythological
woman, she is tne only living exponent and
prototype.

However the New York press and private
individuals msy differ as to tbe quality of
this artiste's voice, tbey all agree regarding
ber wonderful dramatic power and abilities.
But she requires to be heard at the Academy
ot Music or totemway Jttall in order to judge
her fairly.

Decatur, At. a.. May 16. A man named

Andrew Allen, residing in Fayette county,
who was separated from his wile for several
months past, visited her at her mother's resi-
dence this morning, and deliberately shot
and killed ber. The brother of the woman
entered the house a few moments later, and
seeing his sister lying deid on the floor, fired
a double-barrel-ed shotgun. Allen fell dead
by the tide of his wife. His slayer surren-
dered to the police.

Rletlaa-- ! Shot br m Professor.
MfNSEAPOLis. May 16. A number of stu

dents of the State University were out on a
spree last night, and being followed by some
ot tbe laculty. who proposed to capture and
discipline them, started to run. One of
the students, named Asa fame, was pursued
by Profs. Moore and Pike, and finding that
he was about to bs caught turned and dis-
played a revolver, whereupon Prof. Pike
drew a pistol and fired, tbe shot taking effect
in Paine's thigh. The wound ia not serious,
but there is a good desl of excitement, as
tbe bad feeling between the faculty and stu-
dents is of long standing, tbe latter having
been very aggressive. No arrests have been
made.

Salelde m Railroad Train.
Cleveland, May 16. As the Galion ac-

commodation train was passing the stock-
yards on the outskirts of the city, this fore-
noon, a passenger entered the smoking-ca- r

closet, cut his throat with a pocket-knif- e and
jumped through the window. He was picked
up, taken to the Union depot and conveyed
to the city hospital. Hia wound is not neces-
sarily fatal, as no large artery was severed ;

but death is likely to ensue from inflamma-
tion of the lungs, produced by breathing
cold air through a great gash in bis wind-
pipe. In his pockets we: e found a limited
ticket to New York, two baggage checks
from Cincinnati to New York and a letter in
German, signed by A. Fischer and addressed
to Herr Scharfenburg. The coroner pro-
nounces the man insane.

Standing by the ranoo.
St. Louis, May 16. The deacons and

prominent members of the Third Baptist
church make a statement regarding tbe re-

ports about the R-.- v. Dr. Lofton, the chief
features of which are that while they neither
admit nor deny the reKrU, they believe it
due to Dr. Lofton, hia family and to tbe
church of which he is pastor to say that his
mental condition for months has been such
that at times he waa wholly irresponsible for
his acts. He has been threatened with par-
alysis of the brain, had several delirious at
tacks, was under treatment at Hot Spring
for eight weeks, that be bad a
three years ago, and haa been repeatedly
urged to rive np his labors until his health
could be thoroughly They
further say that he has been an active and
useful pastor, has led a most exemplary life,
and has constantly overworked himself
against tbe protests ot bis church.

Washington. May 16. Attorney-Gener-

Brewster was in conrt this morning when
the Star-rout- e cases came up. I ae deputy
marshal reported that he had been unable
to arrest Jobn Y. JJorsey, and bad no infor
mation as to his whereabouts. Judge Wylie
suggested that perhaps Mr. Dorsey might be
in court, and directed that hia name be
called. As tbe crier called tbe name Car-
penter rose and, to the surprise of the spec

; tators, said John W. Dorsey was in the court
and had been in the city ten days. He added
that it had been Dorsey' intention from the
first to attend when wanted. Dorsey was
then arra'gned. and pleaded not guilty.
