Every family, and gspecially the boardiog-
hotses and holel propristars, are complain-
ing at the high prices of beef. The in-
creased price of prinling paper does uot in-
crease the price of subscription, and the
price of board eannot be raised to corsespond
with the sdvance of provisions. This is s
great hurdship on hotels =nd boarding-
bouses, and they will have to increase their
rates or incur great lose. All are severely
feeling the increased price of Beef, and the
question naturally arises, what is the cause
of this sudden rise and how long will it ]last?
No doubt the exportation of esttle han had
much to do wiih the increased prios, but it
ismot the muin canse. The past séason of
(oods, 1he [nilure of the corn crop, and the
advantsges taken of these things by specu-
lators are the main causes which have oper-
ated to bring abont this change. Moareover,
the cattle bave been muds poor by the
drouth, and stock-raisers prefer 10
hold over their beeves instead
selling them for the market value paid for
skin and bomes. It is probable that the
present price of beel will be maintsived for
some time. There seems lo be much commo-
tion a g the speculst They are buy-
ing up all the poor cattle in every part of
the country. In almost every county in
Ark the specul ares purchasing all
the cattle they find for sale. They propose
to herd them in the Arkapsas prairies until
they gain sufficient strength to travel, and
then Lo drive them by slow degreen to Texas,
where they will rapidly fatten in the fall
and be shipped to market.

State are driven into the Norihwest, where
they are fed through one winter and sent to
market in the spriog. The drouth last suwm=
mer destroyed the corn crop in these cattle-
feeding States, and the empty corn-bins tell
the story of the scarcity of cattle. We can-
not hope for relief until nearly the middle
of July, when the grass-fed cattle begin to
come in. Itshould mot be understood that
there is & scarcity of cattle in this country,
s that is by no means so, Thereisasupply
that will last us for many years, but the
{armers csooot aferd to sell their cattle In
their present underfed condition. The retail
butelyer has to stand the brunt of this great
advance, The drover and 'the wholesale
butcher advances hia price and gets it, but
the poor retail bulcher, who denls directly
with the consumer, cannot advance his price
#o as to make hin trade profitable. He
feels compelled to hold on to his
customers, wailing for the summer (o
reimburse him. From information which we
have gathered, we can say with almost cer-
tsinty thai thiere is not a retail butcher in
our city who has made s dollar on good beef
sioce the great advance. The butchers are
with the people in the desire for » return o
lower prices, and when your butcher asks a
large price and his beef is mot up to his

usual standard, remember it is not his fanlt,
and that he is a greater suiferer than your-

It s in s country
of chalk, asis manifest to the eyein the
curvid and grounded cutlines of the hills,
buat unlike mowt chalk distrigts is in many
parts well wooded; and this not merely with
casual patches of copse or rings of Ere, bat
also with many trees of moble growth, Fine
beeches, rather backward at this bigh level,
and only just beginning lo put forth their
long brown pointed bods, find here
abouts many a hollow and crevice
of marley  clay, whence their claw-
like roots draw abundant bpourishment.
The f{amous beeches of Koockbolt in-
deed stand but » short distanee to the sonth,
upon the hill-top, backed by the picturesque
timber trees of Esrl Stanhope's
Chevening. The other way, across the nar-
row valley, are the shady slopes of Holwood,
s0 clossly nssociated with the names of Chat-
ham, Pirt and Wilberfores. By far the
plessantest route to Downe is over Keston
common, around the moss-grown oak fence
oi Holwood, or by the ladder style on the
summit of Keston hill, scross the park to
the corresponding style opposite to the lane
that jeads, as a finger-post indicates, direct
to the visitor's destination. Rising hence by
2 sleep winding Lollow way, cut deep into
the chalk reck, the stranger finds himsell at
length in the midst of rich and almost level
pastures. Across these, ns the lune winds
ahout, the rude-puinted spire of Downe
church, coated with slates, is seen from time
to time rising among the horee chestnuts jand
the red-tiled roofs of the few shops and
dwellings of an English village. Some large
walnut trees, though now almost bare, cast

upon the rondway from mnear the entraoce
to the village up to"the low fence of the
church, which is in the sogle of the cros
way in the center of the place. Strange
faces nre not often to be seem in this part
Iu the winter time, when the snow lies
heavily in the deep hollow lanes, it is o un-
commeon thing for Downe to be practically
limited to its own resources, nnd slmost en-
tirely cut off for dsys, snd even for weeks,
from communication with the outer world.
That the village suffers in some degres from
that common misfortune of the chalk downs,
n scarcity of waler, is te be inferred from the
circummstance that the village pomp, which
bears the inscription, “Erccted by public
subscription {or the use of the poor of this
parish, 1845 is now locked to prevent ex-
travagant consumption. A nouce, dated
last year, is, however, affixed to it, whereby,
after a warfiing that it is “onder the entire
direction of the church warden and over-
eeers,” application for a sﬂply of water “to
any parishioner” is directed to be made “10
Mr. Jobn Palmer, who has charge of the
pump.” Perhaps a more striking illustra-
tion of the isolation of Downe could
not be given than the fact that, al-
thongh Mr. Darwin here breathed his last
at 4 o'clock in the afternoon of Wednes-
day, the news which has since been
received with profound sorrow in every part
of the civilized world was not koown in
London until noon of the following day.
In this secloded and beautiful distriet, at
some 200 or 300 yards only on the further
side of the village, the illustriovs author of
