THE REV, BAM PARK,

The Colored Preacher, to be Restored to
His Place in the Memphin Pres-
bytery.

Special to the Appeal.)

ATLASTA, GA, May 26.—The case of the
Rev. Samuel Park, on appeal from the Mem-
phis Preshytery, was decided in his favor to-
day, the vote being two to one. The ques-
tion st issus was as follows: The Southern
Presbyterian Church, from the time when it
became a separale organization, has (aken a
deep interest in the welfare of the colored
people. Taught by experience, they have at
different times wmodified their methods of
procedure. The constitution of the chuorch
requires a high degree of education in her
ministry, including Latin,Greek and Hebrew,
except in exwraordinary cases. Out
of desire o help the colored people, the
presbytery of Memphis ordained the Rev,
Samuel ark, an upeducaled but excellent
colored man, a former slave, to preach to the
people of his race. The pre.nb_rte:y claims
that under authority of the assembly
they could orduau him to presch to
the colored p Elu without giving him a
right to vole m the white presbytery, which
had ordained him. He was treated as
a presbyter for seven years, when in a ques-
tion of greay importance the issue was made
a: to Mr. Park’s right to vote. The modera-
tor decided that he had that right, and the

reshytery, by & majority vote, overruled the

decision of the moderator, The minority of
the presbylery complained to the synod ol
Memphis, which reversed the decision of the
presbytery, The presbytery then complained
to the General Ascembly against the decision
of the synod. This brought up the conatity-
tional queation, can the Presbyterian Church
ordain a minister without giving him the
right to vote in presbytery? It is a consti-
tutional question, and this was » test case,
the decision of which determines the future
course of the church in respect to this mat-
ter. The Rev. Mr, Rose, pastor of Second
choreh, Memphis, represented the presbytery,
and the Rev. Dr. Craig, of Holly Springs,
Mlu., was appoinoted Lo defendlthe synod.
he case was tried br the Maemblv sitting
aa a gensral court, and the vote is regardﬁl
a4 8 very decided expression of the court.

HON. JESSE F. BROWN

Recelives a Nilver Medal and Diploma
for the Finest Cotton Exhibited at
the Paris Exposition.

Mr, Bronson Baylise ioformed the Arprar
yesterday that he carried over to Paris, in
1878, half a dozen samples of colton of the
Magnolia species, and placed them before the
Committee on Producis of the World's Fair,
held in thatcity. The sumples were all from
the fields of Mr. Jesse F. Browno, a former
member of our State Legislature, whose farm

is in the suborbs of Memphis. Mr. Bay-
liss eays that he expected no award
of medals por diplomas, buot wanted

to altract the atlention of the commiltes to
the character of cotton produced in our State,
Mr. Ashbell Smith, chairman of that com-
mittee, after examining the samples, assured
him that he thonght he ecould do more than
that, and succeeded lo the extent that Mr,
Jrown, a few days ago, received the medal,
accompanied by diploma, for the best exhibit
of samples of colton. Mr. Bayliss states that
the medal and diploma were first awarded to
him as the exhibitor, but he csused the madal
to be chaoged to Mr. Browa, the prodacer,
who was justly entitled to it.
