| THE FIFTY-CENT ACT |

and Void as It is, and that It is
Calculated ts Produce

Confusion and Embarrassment and Lead
1o Litigation that Wonld Izcrease
the Barden of Taxes,

Our commissioner was on his roonds again
yesterday in search of the sentiment of the
maswes on the lmue of the day—the ndop-
tion of the fifty-cent bill by the Taxing-
Distriet Council—with the following n'rtlll.'

Judge . T. Ellett
was visited in his office, and his opinion
askad upon the following questions:

First, —The Taxing-District government
was formed to avoid, not evade, the debi;
don’t you think we had better g0 0B 50, and
leave the debt settlement to the thiriy-three-
and-a-third commissioners sppointed for that
purpese?

Second.—Don’t you think we ought to com-
plete our sanitary work and pave the sireets
before anything else? ;

Third —Do you think Memphis ia in 1 con-
dition to assume the payment of $150,000 or
#180,000 annoally, in addition to what she is
paying, and pave her sireets and complete
the peeded sanitary work?

To which the judge replied:

“Without undertaking to give a catsgori-
cal answer to your questions, which assume &
greater degree of familiarity” with the af-
inire of the Taxing-District than 1 poe.
I have no hesitation to s=y that 1
to snv aciic the [-"«Iun-l..:;
the Dristric joking 1o the scoeplance or rat-
ification of the late act on the subject of the
settiement of the city debt. la the first place,
the act contains a distinct rrwgmuuu of the
Taxing-District as ‘the successor’ of the ex-
tinct municipality of the city of Memphis.
This recoguition goes beyond the decision of
the Supreme Court, which holds the District
to ba the auccessor of the city to a certain
extent, and for certain purposes only. This
nct declares the District to be the successor
of the city geoerally, and without restriction
or qualification. Il the District should ac-
cept und ratify the act, and any considerable
number of thie creditors shonld then refuse
to fund their debt, it might probubly turs out
that the courts would hold that the Djs-
irict as the successar of the cily possesses
all the powera of taxation formerly enjoyed
by the city—and iz subject to the same lia-
bility to writs of mandamus tocompel the
levy of taxes to pay the debt without any
abatement. It is not uoreasonable to suppose
that this process will be resorted to and the
question fully tested, before nny copsiderable
amonot of debt wiil be fuaded, il the act
should be adopted.

“But jurther, I am inclined to think thot the
el 8 null and void ax it sonds, and thet its
acesplance would only produce confusion and
embarragnnent. The lust section provides that
the act shall not take effect until ten days affer
aceeplance and ratification. This refers the ques-
tion whether the act shall ever fale ¢ffeet as a law
to the decision of the Taxing-Diatrici. Thia
seems fo me (o be a delegation of legidative power,
and therefore whol'y nugalory, T am strongly
persuaded that this sort of lepislation cannot be
upheld, and that no valicity can be impuried lo
the act by the acceptance of o by owr local legia-
fative body, The attempi i nm}'y the acl will
surely be maet by this question, and [itigation will
be the immediafs resu 1,

Whatever sottlement is
msde—] mean on whatever compromise the
bondholders agree—it must be done by a
commission like the cne authorized by the
Legislature to settle at thirty-three-snd-a-
third per cent., or let the present commission
gsitle at the smount sgreed uvpon at that
time. But we cannot think of settling now,
because it would entail upon us a burden we
all ought to know we are in no condition to
smum=, I am in thorough accord with the
APPEAL on the subject—all you have said—
except your innocent exaggeralions in your
low rate of property assessments for taxa-
tion. You place it at twenty-five per cent.

Bat that has no material influence
one way or the other as to the vital question
at imsoe. I have great hopes for the future
prosperity of Memphis. The world, 1 do
not believe, can show a parsllel of demoral-
ization that existed here in 1879, and look-
ing at our condition now, and the prospects
ahead, I do not beliove the world can sbow
a pnra!iel of recuperative powers exhibited
by oor r-eoplc as individuals or ms a com-
munity.”
