mho Orders All

Persons Confined There by Order of tbe
Criminal Court Remanded Back

to the Coanty Jail,

In the Criminal Court yesterday, in the
Walton haktax torpus case. Judge Horrigan
rendered the following decision, which vir
tually does away with the President Island
workhouse:

Criminal Court of Shelby county State of Ten

nessee, a oi, uentiey alum vs. w . t. iirum--

mond. Uvbms corpus proceedings.
In this cause it appears from the return of

me respondent that the relator at the time
ot granting the writ in this case waa confined
on the pruon-tar- by the respondent, as
claimed by him, by virtue of aleasemade by
the County Court of Shelby county, leasing
to him all the misdemeanor convicts in said
county adjudged to serve a term in the work
house. 1 be relator was, in due form oi law,
tried and convicted and sentenced for a mis-
demeanor to the workhouse for a certain pe
riod ot time, which has not yet expired
Under said lease tbe iaiier, after conviction
of the relator, delivered him to the custody
of the respondent. The relator at the time
objected to being placed in the custody of the
respondent.

It appears that the said County Court
leased the convict labor to parties under
whom the respondent claims the right to the
labor of the aaid convict. It farther appears
that the County Court never has declared the
aaid prison-far- to be the workhouse of this
county. The real question for adjudication
is: ian a misdemeanor convict be compelled
to work outride ol the workhouse, auu lor
peiron who has hired his labor from tbe
county f

It is the opinion ot the Uourt that tbe
County Court has no authority to lease the
labor of tbe relator without his consent.
The act of the Legislature of 1 875, providing
lor workhouses, fazed as a condition to leas
ing the convict labor to ba worked outside of
tbe workhouse, that tbe consent of the super
ntendent and the convict must be obtained.

It follows that the respondent has no right
to the custody of tbe relator, and tberelore
be will be delivered to the sheriff of this
county, to be by him conlsoed in the jail of
said county until the expiration of said sen-
tence. Adjudged against the selator. It
appears from tbe facts disclosed in this pro
ceeding that there are a number of persons
who have been tried in this court, now ille-
gally restrained of their liberty; it is there
fore ordered: That the clerk issue a writ of
habeas corpus Sot all persons detained on said
prison-far- where tbe parties were tried and
convicted in this court.

Should Be Extended to All tbe Wards
Alike Partial Leatslatloai is

I'neoasilloilsaal.

The new form of government for the citi
zens of Memphis is acknowledged to be the
best the world bss ever known. So it is in
tbe main, hut, like all other forms, is liable
to errors of judgment in legislating for the
most good to the 'greatest number. This is
plain, as it applies to the Taxing-Distri-

legislators, in tbe ordinance recently enacted
coucermng roving cattle, hogs, goals, etc.
The law is good enough as far as it goes,
and no doubt will accomplish much good in
protection to shade trees, flower and vegeta-
ble gardens, etc., within tbe limits ot the
eight wards of the old city, to which ita
penalties are cod hue tl. Lut Ibe question
arises, it it be a good thing in those eight
wards, why would it not be equally as good
in the two new wards the Ninth and Tenth?
Have the citizens of the latter wards no
claims upon the Council for protection
against the devastation of their prem
ises by roving cattle; Perhaps the members
of the Council will argue that it would
be a hardship upon the poor class of the
Ninth and Tenth. With due deference to
their opinions, we must differ with them to
the extent that this law will be equally as
much if not more a hardship upon tbe poor
of tbe eight wards greater in number and
with far less conveniences for taking care of
their animals than those living in the more
sparsely settled districts embraced in the
Ninth and Tenth wards. We know of no
other excuse they could offer, unless it be
manifest in tbe apparent disposition to let
the Ninth and Tenth wards take care of
hemselvs in protecting their shade-tree- s.

nower-piat- gardens, etc., as they have had
to do in their street improvement! and sani
tary regulations. In the latter, we have it
from reliable authority thtt these wards
were never contemplated in the estimates for
the sewer service. But to return to the cow
ordinance we would gladly publish any
rational reason why the Ninth and Tenth
wards were excluded from the benefits of
the cow ordinance, or, if it be a good
thing in one ward why it is not
in another. Uur opinion is there
should be a quietus put upon the roaming
cow, hog and goat, nnd that citizens of the
city proper and the suburbs should be en-

couraged to plant shade trees, cultivate
flowers, and be protected in their economic
efforts of raising vegetables; and the greatest
encouragement that could be extended to
them would be the suppression of these
voracious brutes. As the law stands now the
Ninth and Tenth wards are the pastures for
the animals of all the other wards. L:t the
benefits of the cow ordinance extend to all
the wards, or do away with it altogether.

SPIRITS OF CORN,

And of Barley, tbe Bug- Juice which
Helps to Jfake Vagabonds of Hard

Working Mechanics,

Breaks Up Homes and Brings Degrada-

tion aid Ilnin Upon Women and
Children, Wants Protection.

Mr. William R. Moore, of Nashville, has
been in the city for some days for the pur-
pose of organizing a society or association
of liquor dealers, wholesale and retail, for
the purpose of against prohi-
bition and any other extreme to which radi-
cal total abstinence people may resort, A
circular issued by George M. Jackson, presi-
dent of the Liquor Dealers and Distillers'
Mutual Protection Association of Tennessee,
issued at Nashville on the 2ih of May last,
explains the object of tbe association to be
purely defensive and protective. They pro-
pose no crusade upon anybody that may
difler with them; are demanding no legis-
lation restrictive of personal freedom, either
of opinion, speech or action. They simply
propose to take all necessary measures lo
meet aod defeat the attempt to destroy one
of the most important manufacturing inter-
ests in the State, and drive a large an-- influ-
ential class cut of a legal business in
the quixotic attempt to make people
sober by law. The objects of the organiza-
tion are to demand for all the enjoyment of
the personal and civil liberty guaranteed by
the constitution of the United States, and of
oar own State; to demand for the manufac-
turer and dealer in beer, wine and alcoholic
liquors the same protection and privilege
which are nccoi .ItJ lu nti,r rtraiwh nf
business; and to organize a Protective Liquor
Dealers' and Distillers' Association in every
county, to resist the enactment of laws un
justly or oppressively restrictive of the
liquor traffic, and for mutual aid and pro
lection.

Tbe Clrealar-arfnms- ali for tbetiqaor Trame.
The agitation for the suppression of traffic

in liquor becomes greater and more aggres
sive every day. Jbe trade has submitted
quietly to injustice and abuse, making little
or no efforts to defend their rights. The ob
ject of this agitation is to outlaw all persona
whose capital is invested in the manufacture
or sale of liquor, by enacting prohibitory
laws in this State restrictive or destructive of
the right of the citizen to engage in those oc-
cupations. The proposed object and reason for
the crusade which is being preached is to
eradicate drunkenness. Tbe history of the
world shows the failnra of laws to attain
this end. For 360 years England and the
United States have tried every means known
to legislative experiment to regulate the
traffic, and remedy the evils of strong drink.
Vet, under the continued hostility of church
and State, the legislatures and courts, press,
pulpit and forum, tbe traffic has steadily in-

creased from century to century, and from
year to year, until in the United States it
has reached an annual average expenditure
of more thru $000,000,000, and the annual
production in Tennessee of 1,321,646 gallons
of spirits. Governmental interference has
failed to retard its growth and de-
velopment, and its failure is conclusive
as to the utter futility of the effort by legisla-
tion to accomplish such reforms, as in their
very nature are only to be wrought ont by
culture and education. As is seen from the
report of the United States commissioner of
internal revenue, for 1881, in all the States
of the Union there are places for selling
liquor, no matter whether the laws are pro-
hibitory or not. It is remarkable that the
numbtr cf saloons, in proportion to the pop-
ulation, is smaller in the South, where there
is no prohibition, than in the North. 'I he
official table in that report shows conclusively
that prohibition does not prevent the sale of
liquor, because there are more places for
selling it in New Hampshire, Maine and
Vermont, in proportion to population, than
in South Carolina, Virginia and Tennessee.
lhe laws are. in fact, a dead letter: lhe evil
of them lieing to encourage deception, false
hood and lraud: to accustom citizens to a
daily violation of law. and to greatly in
crease the temptation lo use liquor immod
erately, bach legislation will destroy a vast
amount of property, or decrease its value, di
minish the revenue ot the "itate.raies a set of id.
formers, create a vast number of lawsuits, and
thereby great vexation and expense. Do
such laws increase morality or sobriety? In
tbe State of Maine (total prohibition) the
percentage ot arrests lor drunkenness was in
18B1. 2b0 in 80.033 ot population, lo the
State of New Jersey (license) the percentage
of arrests for the same cause was for the
same year, 1 20 in 241,715 of population. In
the biate of Maine when prohibition was
adopted in 1851, there were eighty-seve- n

criminals in the btate prison, in 1830 there
were zii ; an increase of over Z0U per cent,,
while the population ot the btate only in
creased twelve per cent. Notwithstanding
these results the experiment is to be made in
Tennessee, to place upon the statute books
laws restricting and prohibiting the manu
facture and sale of liquor. An earnest and
persistent tnort is being made by the organi
zations opposed to the liquor traffic This
effort has the advantage of a thorough or
ganization, and a press devoted to its ends
and interests.
