Gentlemen of the Convention For

this mark of your confidence in calling me to
preside temporarily over your deliberations,
I am profoundly grateful, and I ask at your
hands that you have indulgence for any ot my
shortcomioga in the discharge of the duties
imposed upon me.

That we have had troubles in the Democratic
party we all know, and there is no use to
deny Ihem, but I am glad when I look over
this assemblage to know, from miDgling free-
ly among the delegates for the last two days,
that although two years ago we
were denominated from one end
of the State to the other as
btate-Credi- t Democrats, Low-ta- x Democrats,
Wright Democrats or Wilson Democrats,
yet I still believe as I have said before, that
from mingling among the delegates of this
convention, or a great number of them for
tbe last two days, that the time has about
come when handle ought to be dropped
from the name of Democrats, and that we
ought to stand before the people of Tennessee
pure and as honest working Democrats. I do
not propose to discuss, gentleman,
at any length any question
may probably come before you;
because in the firet place, I have
had no opportuni y to investigate them as I
would wish discussion, and, in the
s con I place, I do not know whether or not
it would be proper for me to do so, occupy-
ing tbe position of temporary chairman.
But there are a few thoughts which I wish to
call your attention to. I wish it to be im-
pressed upon the minds and hearts every
Democrst in this vast assembly that you are
here as representatives ef Democratic prin-
ciplesprinciples which are as old aa the
government itseii, oy which we are con-
trolled; principles which have been banded
down by your grandsirea and sires. We have
bad but one question upon which division in
our party has occurred in (Tennessee, which
is purely a local dtbt question, and this
ought not be permitted to defeat the harmo-
nious council of the Democratic party. Ap-
plause. I believe it to be our duty to yield
to one another and to hold higher and above
the State debt question the perpetuation of
our party and let the State debt question be-

come a secondary matter. He said in refer-
ence to sixty-aiid-si- x that he did not desire to
hurt anybody's feelings, nor to say that
those who favored it are not as
good Democrats as himself, but he

A LARGE NUMBER OP BILLS INTRODUCED IN

BOTH HOUSES.

Washington, June 20. Uowte.The
House by a vote 154 lo 30 passed the Sen-
ate bill authorizing secretary of the
treasury to examine and report to Congress
the amount all claims of the States of
Texas, Colorado, Oregon, Nebraska, Cali-
fornia, Kansas and Nevada and Territo-
ries Washington and Idaho on account of
money expended aod indebtedness incurred
in repelling invasion and suppressing Iodi u
hostilities.

A joint resolution authorizing secre-
tary cf war to erect at Washington's, head-
quarters, Newburgh, N. Y., a memorial col-
umn, and to aid in defraying the expenses
of a centennial celebration to be held in
city in 1883, was passed.

Mr. Young introduced a bill amending the
law relating to internal revenue; referred.
It provides that after the 1st of October,
1882, there shall be levied aod collected on
distilled spirits a tax fifty cents on each
proof gallon, or wine gallon when below
proof. That after 31at of July, 1882,
there shall be paid on all beer, lager beer,
ale, porter and similar fermented liquors, a
tax of eighty cents every barrel contain--

ing not more than thirty-on- e gallons, and
that the commissioner of internal revenue
shall hereafter allow a deduction oi seven
and a half per cent, on all stamps sold to
brewers and need by them in their business.

A number of bills were introduced acd
placed on the calendar.

Mr. Vpdegraff Ia.. chairman of the
Committee on Law, repcteing the elec-
tion of President and re-
ported a bill "To fix a day for the meetine
oi the . lectors lor .President and Vice- -
President; to provide for and regulate the
counting of votes, and decide the questions
arising thereon, as a subsilute lor tbe benate
bill on the same subject.

J raised a
question of consideration, but House de
cided ninety-fiv-e to fifty-fo- to proceed
with considerationjof Mr. Updegraff's
bill, and Mr. Vpdegraff aroee to explain
Dried y the provision tbe ot measure, which
he said might properly be called a compro
mise Dill, ibe bill provided that a candidate
declared not elected might proceed against
bis competitor by action in the nature oi a
ouo warranto, but could not proceed against
bim by injunction.

Mr. Jirowne lnd. I oflered and advocated
an amendment, striking from the bill
sections providing for the adjudication of the
presidential title by a judicial tribunal. I he
bill was debated at some lenetb: Messrs.
Hewitt, Hammond, Carlisle and others

Mr. Lpdegratt closed tbe debate in a brief
speech, declaring that ahonld the motion
made by the gentleman Irom Indiana IMr.
Browne! prevail, he wonld vote against the
bill. Mr. Urownes motion was agreed to
without a divieion, and the question recur
red on the adoption ot tbe substitute

Boston, June 20. Between 7000 and
8000 people gave Michael Davitt loud and
prolonged cheering as he appeared ht

on the platform of the Mechanics' Fair
boilding, accompanied by Jobn Boyle
tjlieilly, Mayor frince and other n

citizens. Mayor Prince presided.
As Davitt came forward he was received
with sncu bursts oi cbeers that it was some
time before he was able to proceed. When
the applause bad subsided he read a carefully
prepared address in calm and dispassionate
language, presenting of the wrongs and
grievances of Ireland and tbe remedies
which, in his judgment, should

the counsel for in lha He explained that his address waa intended
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rather for an American than an Irish audi
ence, and it waa to appeal to tbe under-
standing oi the American people tbroueh
their press thst he was speaking to this large
assemblage. The position of the American
people in the contest is purely a judicial
one, and public epinion in thia country will
only consider the facts and statistics as pre--
sented by the Irirh Land League. The speaker
then presented the statistics and argued that
landlordism as it stands y is a wretched,
complete and unmitigated failure, and it has
resulted in the peasantry being compelled to
live in one-roo- m nuts, on interior diet, amid
agrarian crimes, murder and disaffection.
lie then proceeded to show tbat for tbe last
seventy years millions of dollars had been
extracted yearly from the labor and soil of
Ireland oy some 1V,1UU individuals who con-
tributed scarcely anything to the country
themselves. Side by side, with this vast drain
of Irish wealth during tbe past century,
are no less than five famines. Upward of
2,000,000 of our people starved during the
period of these famines, and millions of
doliarsbave been abstracted by a few thou-
sand landlords; and yet Englishmen cannot
understand why we want this state of things
abolished. The speaker showed that but

h of the land of Ireland is under
cultivation, and explained the various plans
suggested for remedying these evils, all of
which he though were too. much in the inter- -

est of landlords themselves. My plan of
settlement is thia: Let the govern-
ment issue bonds, or raise a public
loan of the amonnt of 140,000,000, bearing
three per cent, interest. Let thia sum be a
compensation to the landlords for tbe land
which their ancestors seized from the peo-
ple of Ireland, without any compensation
whatever being granted. Let the land tax
of ten per cent, or about one-hal- f, be paid
to the landlords for rent, to be
paid to state for the loss of liberal
revenues. Let Ireland have tbe right
of and let Ireland be ad-

ministered by an Iriah Parliament. This is
what I advocated in Liverpool, and this is
my explanation of what I mean by giving
land to the people, and thia ia what I say
here A peasant proprietary offers
nothing to the industrial,
masses ot Great Britain and Ireland. Never-
theless, if this solution of the Irish agrarian
war is resolved upon, or undertaken by the
government in preference to my scheme, I
shall neither be insane enough nor
criminally stupid to thwart a settle-
ment of a burning question by any blind idol ry

of my own views. Time has already vindi-
cated my past efforts in the cause of Irish
land reform, and I can well afford to wail
tor the approval which I am confident will
yet be won for my plan of final settlement
from a people whom I am proud to feel do
not mistrust, and in whose behalf it is my
most cherished wish to devote my energies,
sad, if necessary, sacrifice my life.

The home of F.J. Heneei,
in Logan township, this county, was swept
away by Saturday's storm, and himself, wife
and child carried thirty rods hence and se-
verely injured.

Hall-slom-a at Areaala, Ia.
Arcadia, Ia., June 20. A severe hail

storm visited this place on Saturday
ing, destroying everything in iu path. The
storm waa a mile wide. The hail was aa
large as hen eggs, and did great damage to
property, fruit and crops. A church was
moved trom its foundation by the wind.

The Track of Ike Tornado.
Cedar Rapids, Ia, June 20. The track

ot the recent tornado in Iowa begins at Jef-
ferson, ninety miles west of Grinnell; goes
eastward a few miles; sooth snd parallel;
keeps that course to Marshall county, where
it turns southeast and goes straight to Grin-
nell; thence to Iron ridge, fourteen miles
southeast of Brooklyn; it then took a south-
erly turn to Henry county, and thence to
Mount Plesant, where it stopped. Tbe dis-
tance from Jefferson to Mount Pleasant ia
about 200 miles, and the velocity of the
storm waa about sixty miles an hour.

An Anneal for tke nsTerers.
DesMoine8, June 20. The following ap-

peal for aid has been furnished tbe Asso-
ciated Press, with the request for its publica-
tion in all the papers in the coantry :
To the Public:

After two days and nigh Is spent in travers-
ing the track of the tornado that swept over
this State with such fesrful havoc last Sat-
urday night, and having reports from scores
of tbe reporters of the Register and the Asso-
ciated Press! sent to all parts of it, I find tbe
condition of the stricken people so piteous
and so needful of distant and generous help
thst I send this appeal to tbe people of tbe
United States in their behalf. The tornado
made the swath of destruction through a
settled portion of Iowa, some 150 miles in
length and averages a half mile in width, ex-
tending from a point south of Ames, in
the center of the State, and swept in the
shape of a crescent to South Eo- -

portion of "the J
We have the names now of sixty-nin- e dead
ana ow wounded: hall of the latter are
grevioualy hurt aud probably a fifth of them
fatally. Over 300 families have had their
homes totally and there are at
least 1500 homeless and in want. The loss
in property will exceed $2,000,000, snd may
reach $3,000,000. In the town of Grinnell
alone over $400,000 in property was de-
stroyed, on none of which was there a cent
of insurance, as in the case of fires. It will
take at least $300,000 to put the people there
beyond need and distress; it will take $100,-00- 0

at once to put the wounded people in a
condition to be cared for; it will take 11.000.- -
000 at the lowest to keep the sufferers from
want and help them to put the humblest of
roots over their heads. Ihe people of

and Iowa City are responding gener-
ously. Tbe citizens of this city have sub-
scribed $8000 this morning, and will
make it $20,000 before night in money,
and are also sending provisions and
clothing besides, but it will take
the help of every humanejeity andj town
in tne west, ana ol every liberal city and
town in the East, to put cemfort and safety
between these stricken people, and further
suffering and fatality. Grinnell is a town
of New England people thrifty, intelli-
gent people, with the lowest rate of
crime and illiteracy in the State and the
highest rate of intelligence and morality.
The rich towns of the East may well help
these sons and daughters of New Eogland in
their distress and in need of the utter
calamity visited upon them by this Moloch
of the sir which haa killed fifty of their
people. It destroyed 160 of its homes,
maimed and mutilated 200 more of its
people, many of whom will soon die, and all
of whom must be cared for for mooths; and
wiped out, totally, nearly $500,000 ia unin-
sured property. Iowa Colleee has had
all of its buildings destroyed, its 400 students
made homeless, and haa suffered a loss of
$75,000 of uninsured property. The condi
tion of other towns aod farming commuoi-tie- a

is fully as pitiable and helpless. All
that the people of the State of Iowa
can do will be. done to palliate the
condition and repair in part the losses
of the sufferers, but it will take about

to do i', even in half comlort, and
people in the State who have generously
borne their share and done their part in all
national calamities, fitly ask the people of
other communities to help them in this hour
of great calamity to of tbe worthiest
of its people. And to this end I ask my fel-

lows of the press throughout the United
States to place these facta before their read-
ers, and to give their timely help to its suff-
icient purpose of raising and providing aid at
the earliest moment poeuble. The fury sod
power of this calamity were aa indescribable
in their mightiness of strength as their havoc
and power were cruel and complete. Many
people were bereft of their houses, not a
splinter as large as a finger, not a shred
as large as a akein of silk remaining,
and hundreds have no clothing left except
the night-clothe- s they had on. Cases of ex-
ceptional horror and exceptional pathos to
tbe piteous whole. Little children, with
both parents killed, were left maimed and
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wounded themselves, every condition of woe
existing that most tenderly appeals to the piiy
of the human heart. The wounds inflicted
by tbe drorta that filled the sir-li- ke eh an. bv
the electric ball of fire that seemed to tra-
verse every inch of kpace. and that exploded
with fearfully fatal effect, will, many of
them, defy all skill and nursing. The fury
of the storm, which was clearly of electric
oxygen, and which may, indeed, be described
as having been electricity itself precipitated
in chaos, may be understood from the state-
ment that in various places it took op ia
its greater spirals or funnel houses a thou-
sand, feet high, and took up large flocks of
cattle through the air thousands of feet and
dashed them down dead in heaps. Many
thousands of cattle, horses, bogs and other
animals now lie in the track of the tornado
already rottening, and adding, in this hot
weather, the horrors of putrefaction to the
foul pervading odors that are being thrown
off the millions of tons of decaying mat-
ter left in the wake of the tornado.
The horrors of the storm, the unspeakable
cruelties that it inflicted, the pitiless woe of
its coming in the night when the dead were
not known and the wounded could not be
found, the piteoua state in which it haa left
hundreds of families before prosperous, may
not be described in words, but ooce known to
a eenerous public must command th nwr.
ous sympathies of the liberal and their im
mediate help. Remittances may be made to
the Hon. J. B. Grinnell, Grinnell, or to the
mayor of the town of Grinnell. I write
from the knowledge of two whole daya ami
nights spent in tbe scene of desolation, and
among the dead aad wounded, and I tell the
facta of the multitude of horrors simply as
they are, feeling that they will themselves
best appeal to the country and most effectu
ally aid the sufferers.

WHERE THE TORNADO ORIGINATED.

All seem to indicate that the
tornado originated in Boone county, having
been seen but a little further west of there.
Prof. J. K. Macomber, of the Agricultural
College, put its commencement in tbe south-
east corner of that county. After damaging
the barn of Mr. Lewis it divided, one branch
going north one and a half miles, tearing
Mr. Clark's house to splinters. Half ami's
further the houses of Messrs. Turner and
Roberts were completely wrecked. South of
Amer, eight head of cattle were torn all to
pieces and twisted up in a wire fence;
W'ickham's house, in this vicinity, west, next,
then McFarland'a, and half a mile further
Templeton's. The width of the funnel waa
300 feet, tearing trenches in the ground from
one to three feet deep and fifty feet long. It
is thought these trenches may have been
plowed by the wrecks of houses. The south
branch of the tornado went toward Kelly,
where the damage has already been described,
in these The south branch of
the tornado started at Garden Prairie,
Boone county, at 7:30 o'clock, was south of
Amer at 7:45 o'clock, at Grinnell at 8:45
o'clock, at Mslcome st 9:15 o'clock, and at
Mount Pleasant at 11 o'clock. Many describe
the storm cloud aa like a long cloud swinging
backward and forward and reachizut from
sky to earth.
