lesterday morniog in the courss of a con
versation. President Hadden. of the Taxing--
District, told Dr. Fayette Dnnlap, the repre
sentative in this city ot the National Hoard
of Health, that Mr. Mil burn, president of
the trertnan National tsaok, was m
ceipt of a letter from New Orleans stating
that there were some cases of yellow-fev- er

in that city. Mr. Hadden said that Mr. Mil-bu- rn

believed fhis statement to be correct, as
he had great coufi fence in tbe writer. Dr.
Dunlap asked President Hadden for tbe
name of the writer of the letter, as it was a
part of his duty to trace all such statements
or any rumor to its source, in
order that the public might be
aoDrised and that thai National Roard
of Health might have warning; and that he
nimaell, on being able to verily such rumor
or statement, might at once enlorce a rigid
quarantine against New Orleans for the pro
tection 01 tne people 01 mempnis, ana migm
warn the authorities of Vicksburg and other
points below, that tbey migbt do likewise.
President Hadden either could not or would
not give the name of the writer. So Dr.
Dunlap at once called upon Mr. Milburn,
wbo admitted having received such a letter
from New Orleans, and that be bad the
utmost confidence in the writer, but he also
refused to give the name. Dr. D :nlap had
no recourse left but communicate with Dr.
Cbaille, the representative of the National
isoard of Health at ew Urleaos. to whom
he telegraphed that Mr. Milburn, president
ot tbe Uerman JNatiooal ol this city, was in
receipt of a "letter from what he considered a
responsible party, staling positively that yello-

w-fever is in New Orleans. The receiver of
tbe letter declines to give the name of Ihe
informant. The rumor comes from a river
man." This telegram, received by Dr.
Cnaille in the forenoon, was answered about
8 o'clock last night as follows: "Several ru
mors, but not one case has yet been found.
or would have notified yon." Between the
time of receiving the dispatch of Dr.
Dunlap and sending the above an
swer, Dr. Cbaille and his assistants- -
acting independently of tbe State Board of
Health, made a close investigation, the result
of which is a flat contradiction of Mr. Mil- -

burn's correspondent. This is the second
statement of this sort this summer which
has been proven to be unfounded, and the
Appeal is determined not to allow any state-
ment or asdei lion in relation to the yeliow-fev- er

to go unchallenged, no matter
ho it emanates from. Dr. Cbaille

says that there is not one case of yellow-fev- er

io New Orleans. Now, if Mr.
correspondent is as reliable as be be

lieves, let him give tbe nams ot the persons
sick of yellow-feve- r io New Orleans and their
residence, or else acknowledge that he is mis-
taken. Tbe welfare of too many communi-
ties is at stake in this matter to allow it to
pass unnoticed.
