KENTUCKY CROPS.

Tha Largest T leloj of Wheat ever KsiOther Crops. -

Louibvillx. Jane 22. The State Bureau
of Agriculture, in its rsport just issued, says
of tbe wheat crop that 11,000,000 bushels ia
the largest estimated crop Kentucky has
ever raised, with certainly not less than ten
per cent, in acreage ot wheat than any pre-
vious year, and tbe assurance of an extra
yield in every section cf the State. It cannot
be tar wrong to place the present crop at
12,500,000 to 13,000,000 bushels; it may
reach beyond this, fio damage is reported
to the oat crop from the worm. The acreage
is larger than last year, and the crop unusu
ally Dne. I be corn crop is larger than
usual and tbe stand better than lor years.
Notwithstanding the scarcity ot corn and
provender for the work stock, the crop is re-

ported as generally in good condition. No
reasonable guess can be made as to the corn
crop; it depends on a contingency, and that
lies hidden in the womb of the future. The
acreage is ten to fifteen per cent, more than
last year. The season has been adapted to
the growth ot hemp ana 11 will be ot tbe
usual weight, and if it lints well will pro
duce a large average yieid to the acre.
Tobacx has displaced it to some
extent, asd the acreage it therefore a consid
erable per cent, short of that of last year.
1 he loaacco crop is much larger tban ever
before planted. Ibe season lor setting could
not "have been more favorable, plants bave
been abundant, and almost all the ground in-

tended for tobacco is already set. With
favoring seasons tha crop will be unusually
large. Tbe principal irereaae in this crop ia
tne wnue ouriey variety, mere is every
indication of a large crop of potatoes. Ex
cessive wet weather has produced symptoms
of ret in some instances, not to an alarmicg
extent, however. Potatoes are being much
more extensively raised aa a market crop,
particularly along tne railroads leading into
the cities. There is no more profitable crop
when a market is in convenient reach. The
general disappearance of the Colorado beetle
ibis year is observed, f hey bave been to a
large extent drowned out by tbe large rain
fall last winter. The clever fields were last
year so killed out by the drouth that, taking
the meadows ia their condition and the
clever-field- n in theirs, the showing for a hay
crop is a slim one indeed.

250,000 Raised to Carry
Ohio and Indiana,

For Which Stanley Matthews was Ap
pointed to the Supreme Conrt to

Declare Tharmaa's Bill Un-

constitutional.

Chicaoo, June 2i The following letter.
compromising the late President Garfield as
having sold himself to Morton, Bliss A Co.
and to Jay Gould, through Whitelaw Reid
of tbe New York Tribune, appeared in the
JVetn this morning:

Tha Lai tar.
To (he Editor of the Morning News:

Ia a recent issue of the Chicago Etenina
journal 1 iouna a paragraph calling upon
Mr. Conkling to give the country the true
reasons tor his resignation. As I am con
versant with all the facts, perbaps I can
gratify Governor Shuman's curiosity. I was
present at tbe Lbicago Convention in 15S0.
ana took an active part. 1 did not vote for
General Grant's nomination, and subsequently
at the election sua not vote lor Ueneral
Garfield, ao I trust what I shall ssy will
not to be regarded as a Stalwart assault upon
the memory of the late president. Some of
the hitherto unpublished facts of history are
these: In the early fall of 1880 the country
was startled by tbe announcement that the
fusion ticket had been elected in Maine.
Almost universal demoralization took hold
upon the Republican party. A stampede
was threatened, odds upon Hancock's elec-
tion were oflered and grew larger day by day.
Ueneral Uarneld, naturally, sought some
means ior

checking the panic.
All eyes turned toward Ohio and Indiana.

and every one agreed that the loss of these
8tates in the October election meant the cer
tain defeat of the party in November. As
they had every reason to expect, tbe National
Republican Uommiltee found that the disas
ter to Maine played havoc with their finances.
Ine capitalists and great moneyed corpo
rations 01 toe country nave but one plank
in their political platform, via: a resolution
to always support tbe winning side. When
the fortunes of the Democracy began to rise
and the Republicans to fall, contributions
to Governor Jewell's committee grew
scarce, and serious inconvenience Ior
the lack ol funds was threatened,
It was General Garfield who hit upon the
plan tbat saved tbe party. Alter making a
contract with Levi P. Morton to give him a
cabinet office or a foreign mission if the
house ol Morton, Bliss & Co. would start the
subscription with something handsome, he
called on v nitetaw xteed and arranged
scheme for securing help from Jsv Gould
and hia tellow magnates ol Wall street. Upon
the statute books was a law passed by tbe
r orty-sixl- ixingress in 1SS, At was popu
Isrly called tbe lburman bill, and it pro
vided for the establishment of a sinking fund
by tbe facibe railway, for the purpose of
extinguishing their indebtedness to the gov
ernment, ibis act was

contested by the corporations,
and the decision of the Supreme Court waa
regarded by them with great concern. For
tunately for General Garfield's plan, he, as a
member of tbe lower house, had opposed the
bill, had attacked its constitutionality, and
had stepped into a corridor while the vote
