JURY ABUSEN.

Persons of a reforming turn of mind not
unfrequently call atiention to the defects of
the jury eystem, and sometimes propose to
sboliah it altogether. Before such o mems-
ure is adopted toward & system our ancestors
hawve, tor centuries back, regarded so lavor-
ably, it wonld be well to be certiin whether
faults attributed to the jury sysiem may not
often, or indeed generally, be the results of
abuses connpected with our way of carrying
oul the system. The New York Tvibune of
Monday has ao article showiog that most
serions abuses do exial. The article shows
that the city directory and the jury roll of
tha previcns year are the sources used io
makinz up for the courts liats of persons lia-
blc to perform jury duty, The persons are
summoned to appear and show cause, if any,
why ther shoald not be pat opon the
jory list. Those who bhave claims to ex-
emption are laken off the lists, This does
not prevent them, however, from be-
ing summoned ot another term, The
fee for serving a jury subpana is thirty-hve
cenis, As others bave to b2 summoned in
lieu of those who are ineligible or privi-
leged, the more that are excased from the
lisis the more have lo be summoned, and the
more thirty-five-cent fees are earned. The
list is finally submitted to the judge, who ss
s matter of form approves it, but he knows
nothing whatever about it; that knowledge
lies with' deputies and assistaots, who have
their ways of making their knowledge pav.
Lista are pext made oot from this muin list
aud sent 1o the county clerk (o be put in the
wheel and drawn, Those who mnke oui
these liste, to a certain exient, select the men
out of whom shall be selected the juries of
any particuisr term. The coumy clerk
really knows nothing of whnt pames go on
these lists, but his deputly and the depuiy’a
pasistanis do, The judge who approved the
main lis! ia present at the drawing of the
panels, but he koows nothing of the setual
proceedings going on; he trusis to sheriffs,
county clerks and the rest. His super-
vision is & mere legal formality. Corrupt
deputisa or clerks can draw the names they
wish in & given case, where it is made worth
their while, For instapce, a package oi
names can be made up of land-owners, or
railroad dendhbeads, or clerks, or contractors,
or men whose surronodings, interests and
occupations would insure a given way of re-
garding the question at issue in particular
triale. This psckage has a slight elastic
band round it, and the names are drawn
from that packsge as the wheel is turnei,
one by one. Those who are sopposed to
superintend the process are chalting or other
ways engaged while this operstion is qaietly
aod skilifally peiformed.
