MISJMSailPPI RIVER WATER !'-TW- S.

If it were not that they have -- aused bo
much mischievous delay, there would be
a continual fund of amusement te those
who are familiar with the causes governing
the various phenomena exhibited by tbe
Mississippi river in the blundering vag aries
and mistaken notions of writers who, igno-

rant of the peculiarities of that river, under-
take to prescribe what should be done to re-

move the difficulties and improve the ad-

vantages it offers. During the late tre-

mendous floods some of these doctors-at-- a

distance prescribed the digging of reservoirs
somewhere about Cairo, into which the su-

perfluous waters should be run, fctpt There 6y
gates and let out again in low water to sustain
navigation in tbe autumn months. A Mis-

sissippi water-docto- r of this kind published
last week in the Washington fiey'itter various
ideas of a similarly amusing description.
He starts by explaining that if the Missis-

sippi had had the good sense to run to New
York or Boston instead of New Orleans, '"the
Great Eastern, at this hour, would cast
anchor at St. Louis." He has something
to say, also, about the utility to the Eastern
metropolis of a great De Lesseps ship chan-

nel like that between tbe Ked Sea and the
Mediterranean, "and no trifling jetties hard T

giving little ships of 2500 tons burden access

to the river." He evidently is unaware that
the general depth of the Suez canal, twenty-ni- x

feet, is less than that at the Mississippi
jetties. Owing to having jetties instead of
having fifty miles of ship channel below
New Orleans the "wheat, corn, cotton, to-

bacco, sugar, and rice growing redundautlv
in this richest valley in the world, are not
worth the toil production costs." The intel-

ligence displayed in this brilliant sentence
of the value of the products of the Missis-

sippi river valley, shows how splendidly
qualified tbe Washington water-doct- is to
prescribe remedies for Mississippi river diff-

iculties. Tbe mistake about the jetties; re-

cording to this wise water-docto- r, has made
living so high that 30,000 workmen have
struck for bread, "and," he adds, "therefore
it happens that the balance of trade wilh
foreign countries is against the United
Stales." This writer is evidently as well

acquainted with his subject as the writer
who, two or three years ago, published an

account in some of the magazines of the

wonderful canals the remains of which have

existed from Atzec times until now, and

wbo, also in giving engraved repre-

sentation ol oVjecta found in Ameri-

can mounds, actually included a cross-legge- d

figure of tbe East Indian viBhnu

"In fact," proceeds this Washington author-

ity, "every conceivable national evil springs

from the failure of the government to dea)
wisely wi'h the alluvial valley of the Mis
sissippi. 1 hat settles Arthur, and is good
proof that he will not be the next president.
The reason why ihe mistake was made of
having jetties instead of a "ch ip channel,1
is that the railways had tiiein chosen to
to prevent an open river from diverting iralii
and travel to the .South.

But this
doctor in hydraulics has more and greater
than all this. He "would have practically
two Mississippi rivers, parallel with one an
olher, both emptying into the Gulf of Mex
ico. More than this: lie would have the
2000 convicts in each Southern penitentiary,
now competing with honest labor, digging
a canal to connect the Tennessee wilh the
Alabama, that the Tennessee may debouch
into Mobile bay." This would drain lands
that would grow cotton bales by millions
Some people regard rivers as advantageous,
but the Mississippi- - valley people Bhould
pack them off in other directions, divert tbe
Tennessee into the Coosa, the Alabama, and
into Mobile bay, and send tb Ked river,

and juissouu iuunuu. far away
Then "yellow death and desolation in the
valley of tbe Mississippi will be no more."
Il will be seen that this Washington water-doct-

is thorough in his treatment, although
he is entirely ignorant of the iaiiifcoHU.-tiitioo- .

It any assurance were required of
the wisdom and good sense of the plans of
the Mississippi Kiver Commission, it would
be found in comparing them with the plans
proposed by the quack water-doctor- s whose
outlets, and sea channels, and double

and diverted confluents, and Mo-

bile bay debouchments demonstrate the mag-
nificence of their ignorance of the subject
they attempt to discuss.

Diminishing receipts show that a very
lare portion of the last crop has reached
the market, and the consequence has been
an advance of price on the grounds alone cf
the market situation of the staple. To this
the state of things in Egypt is adding an
olher important elenieut. Up to this time
this season the 3hipm:nts of Egyptian cotton
have been unusually large. The Alexandria
shipments from January 1st to July 1st
amounted to 422,171 bales, against 379,132
the year before; of late the weekly shipments
at tbe same port have been about 3500 bales;
these shipments have. ceased since June 15th
altogether. More important, however, than
this is the possible interruption of direct sea
communications with India. The eolton
thence lof Kilrope "passes through the Sutz
canal.

Country. A body of mounted Arab, could
cut off communications by tilling up por-

tions oi the canal, or in other ways cutting
off communication the Mediterra-
nean and tbe Rid Sea, and so leaving the
immense dttour involved in doubling
the Caiie of Good Hop? as the only
means of reaching India by sea from Europe.

The weekly state
ments of India cotton afloat for
have of late ranged from 300,000 to 400,000
bales a very important portion of the
world's visible stock, especially when it is
remembered that the total stock of cotton in
Europe is below wbat it was a year ago, and
lhat the world's total visible supply is 1,943,- -
984 bales, where it was 2,216,ft5 bales a year
ago. To the cotton interest, therefore, the
daily news from Eypt is of important in-

terest, independent of what usually expe-

rienced in connection with war news gener-

ally. Every telegram will be watched wilh
nlense earnestncsi. The receipt of news that

Arabi's troops had damaged the canal at any
point would at once produce an effect upon
he price of cotton in proportion to the ex

tent of the damage dons. In case Of actual
war occurring, the result may possibly be

the acquisition of Egypt- - by the English,
which would enable them to grow for them
selves an indefinite quantity of excellent
ong cotton staple, which would make Egypt

a formidable rival lo the cotton-field- s of our
own South. The immediate effect of war, as
is shown above, would be to raise tbe price
of every pound of cotlon now unsold in tbe
market.

THE fREICH IX EBll'T.
The great acquiescence with which France

receives the assumption oy the rngusn oi
the part of principal manager of the Egyp
tian- - tronble, Is rorprising many who know
the ambition lhat exists in France to stand
always among the first. Tbe fact is that tbe
French are cautious, because they know that
the sleepless ye of Bismarck is always upon
them. They believe, and not without reason,
that Bismarck desires lo see them humili-

ated and reduced to harmless helplessness;
that he would like to see them involved in a

war so that, whether they are losers or con
querors, they will be for the time exhausted
and indisposed to enterprise. There-

fore Bismarck favors the exercise
of Turkish power in Egypt, in or-

der that its influence may be strengthened
Tunis, and Ibe French position there

made sufficiently difficult to occupy French
attention and absorb French revenue. The
French are therefore on tbeir guard, and will
take an active part in Egypt only in case
events should render action imperative, then
there will be no hesitation. In the mean-

time France awaits the moment of revenge,
and the opportunity to spring upon her late
Rhinish possessions. In this way France
holds Bismarck as tightly as she is held by

him, and some day a fierce struggle must be

the result.

A Sermon Preached at the First Meth-

odist I'hurcu on Sunday Last by the
Pastor, tbe Kev. Mr. Malioo,

la the Course or Which Free Use is Made

of Illustrations from Modern
Life in Memphis.

On Sunday la before as large a congre-
gation as the church would hold, notwith-
standing the weather, the Kev. Mr. Mahon,
pastor, preached a telling sermon on the
"Whole Duty of Man," ol which we give a
synopsis, as follows:

'I lie hirmoa-'il- if Wliole Dnfy ol
Nan.

Eccl. xii:l2 Let us hear the conclusion of the
whole matter. Fear God and teep hi com-
mandments, for tnis is the whole duty oi ir.au.
My text is Ihe deliberate judgment of a

very wise man, made up alter much study
and a very Jong and varied exj.erience of
life. When a matter is proved both by study
and experiment, it is worthy lo bs called a
conclusion. Doubt it if you will, that ia the
dignity that belongs to my text. Let us

iheo, what matter U is lhat this text is
the conclusion of. In chapter! we read thai
Solomon undertook by Wisdom "to search
and to find out concerning all things that are
done under the sun." That is, to inquire into
the purpose ana aim ot all things. Ihe ob
ject of life had his special attention, and he
gave himself to a study of that. Wega4her
from bis writings that he undertook tu solve
the problem of

"HOW TO BK HAPPY."
Here he was in the line ot human beings

all seek the same tbiug. The whole book
of Ecclesiastes seems to be an extensive dis
cussion of this question; and he who would
understand it must read il in this light.
Solomon, like most ot us at brst, wns uiucli
in doubt at times about the real object of
life. In some of his moods be almost con
cluded that "oue thing happened unto the wise
man and unto the fool," and lhat there was
"notbinr better under ihe sun than that
man should eat the fruit of his labor." But,
like every man who looks witbiu, be felt that
he had yearnings and longings that could
not be allayed in any such way; and so he
took to a long course of stndy and experi-
ment lo find out if posdble the best way to
have the largest measure ol happiness; in
olher words, what to do to secure peace and
contentment within. In these twelve chap
ters we have his manner of

LIFE DEPlt-lH- il

and his richest thoughts on the subject. His
argument is worthy lo be a manual on "How
lo be happy."

rtret. Ihe first enort that fie made at
winning contentment was by gaining wisdom
or knowledge. What y more ennobling than
the pursuit of knowledge, and what is better
than to get wisdom? To be eminent in
learning is a great thing. None but the
giffd aud the diligent ever gain that emi-
nence, for there is no royal road to it. So
Solomon gave himself from his youth lo the
pursuit ot knowledge. Jle was skilled in
letters, mathemaiics, composition, history,
navigation, agriculture, horticulture, music.
sculpture, painting, and I don't know what
all. tie had tne vastest library ot the age.
He wrote and set in order a thousand pro-
verbs or wi?e sayings lhat have never been
equaled. His name was an oracle every
where, lie was the wisest man in the world,
and his equal will perhaps never appear.
And yet what of it all? He tells us himself
that wilh bis vast wealtii ot information he
wns a miserable being. In the bitterness of
disappointment he says, "Much study is
wearisome to the flesh, and

I mu-- t not disparage learning. I wirh
everybody had the love of it and the oppor
tunity to get it. Isii t it must never be for-
gotten by all who burn with the thirst for
learning that "as knowledge increases so
does sorrow."

can be found anywhere, here is the place
nd this is the way. And so he took the

the elegant attire, the fulsome flattery of
fops and belles he tried to tbe lull. All the
most refined pieasuies of polite life, as we
as the courser excitements of strong drink
aud sexual love. Nothing was left out of
the programme. After all this busy round
this gay old fool says: "I said of laughter
(i. e , merriment), it is mad; and of mirth
what doeth it." The whole thing seemed
species of madness or insanity, and such
madness, too, as amounted to no good in the
end. It also is vanity. Many a poor girl
that has to toil and slich becomes envious of
the silly creature whose latest silk she fits
and sbirrs. But, ah! if she only could see
the dangsr and the end of ber whom she
envies, she might bs happy in her lot. Th
instances of ruin brought on by high life
and wordliness right here in our own city
are enough to alarm us. A young man died
here not long since who started out well. He
had respectable relatives, a handsome for-
tune, and bid fair to be useful, but he took
to high life. He spent his money for breast
pins, and hnger-ring- s, and walking-canes- ,

and in fast driving, and in going about to
the springs. Away went his uionev, and
then away went bis friends, and before he
had passed into thirty he died in an obscure
boardtng-bous- e and without attendants, feucu
instances are mitneroui. In spite of all the
bard-earne- d experiences, however,

and places of pleasure resort as if they were
the fountains of life. Well go ahead. One
thing happens to us all. We shall see in the
end that "it also is vanity."

Third. His next great experiment was
in wealth. Only one in a dispensation ever
survives to try all these things, but be did.
Too much can hardly be said of his riches.
I believe it is said that be made silver about
as plentiful ia his capital as stones. The
buildings, the splendid expenditure of money
for the sanitary and ornamental improvement
of the city are a marvel unto this day. But
it all failed to satisfy him, and he said, "This
too is vanity." Is wealth, then, nothing, and
are riches to be deplored? By uo meaus.
Wealth is a blessing, if we will only let it be,
but there is danger in riches. It is a danger,
though, lhat every one would like lo tisk, so
foolish are we. As a means of iteming con
tentment wealth is a failure. I do not know
which is tbe more miserable, the rich man
with his money and vexation and alarm of
poverty, or the poor man in his toil. The
former, J reckon. Ihe other day a man
died. He had been diligent and stingy and
made a iorluue. lie said to the dnotnr. who
Stood by, "I have lived ion? and made money
and die rich; but, sir, it 1 could live me
over I would live for someihing else. Iam
not happy and have never been." But why
should a dying man give such counsel. The
doctor didn't believe him, nor will any one
else until it is too late.

Fourth. What then is the object of life,
and how may we poor mortals gain a little
rest? If there is

ANY ROAD TO HAPPINESS,
where is it? Well, in the twelve chapters of
tnis book we have the deliberate opinion
and experience of the wisest man in the
world, and the "conclusion of the whole
matter is. fear God and Aee? Hii ennmand- -
ments, for this ia tlie uhole man." Observe, it
is the whole man, not nis duty alone, irue.
it is the duty to fear God, but religion has
not oniy its duly side, but in this lies tbe
whole man life, duty, happinefS and all.
Every other aim must be subservient to this.
When a man comes to lear toe .being that
made him, and submits to Him in willing
obedience, and makes that his life-ai- he
begins to realize bapptness and col be lore.
There is no other way. Try it from any
standpoint that you please, all will fail but
this. 1 don t care irfto you are, nor what you
are, I defy you to stand up and declare your
self happy without the fear of God. I
allow that thi3 world atlords a little pleas-
ure, but it is a cheap article. In the midsi
of its highest delights there is a gnawing at
tbe heart lor something better and more en.
during. When once ihe "fear of God" enters
the soul, and it sinks into eweet submission
lo Him, it is as if that soul had entered a
new world, and a new sun had ri-e- u upon ir.
