"After daybreak this morning a number
of persons were seen on the edge of the water
of the harbor. G I asses showed them to be
Europeans. Boats were at once lowered,
and crewa armed io the teeth started for the
shore. "fcef found about 100 Europeans,
many cf tbem wounded, who had gathered
in tbe Aeglo-Eyypti- Bank, and had resiitted
desptratety. They had maintained themselves
there throaghout the night. Toward day-
light their aisailams drew off, and the psrty
made their way to the shore. Tbey reported
that Arabi Pasha, before be left with his
troops, had the prisons opened, and (bat the
convicts, joined by the lower classes acd
some ktdouica, proceeded to sack the city
snd kill every christian they could find
and set the European quarter on fire.
From the part tbey were defending tbe Eu-
ropeans eould hear shrieks and cries, and
reports of pistols and guns. Scores of fugi-
tives wertibot down or beaten to death in
their sight. The European quarter is all in
flames and the great square is a mw of
smoking ruins. All the. public buildings
are destroyed, and nothing European seetna
to have escaped the rage of tbe fanatic.

General Stone, an American, formerly a
great friend of Arabi Pasha, escaped with
the khedive but left his family at Cairo.
A gunner on ooard the Alexandria performed
a gallant deed. A lighted shell fell upon
the main deck, when the gunner picked it
up and immersed the burning fuse in a bucket
of water. This is described aa a wonderful
piece of devotion, more gallant than any-
thing of the sort ever before chron-
icled.

SE VESSELS THAT PARTICIPATED IN THE

BOMBARDMENT.

The squadron in tbe Mediterranean, the
most powerful as well as the most numerous
of any fleets abroad, comprises six ironclads,
namely, the Alexandra, flying the flag of
the al cemmandine in rhief on
the station, an armored vessel of 9492 tons
displacement, armed with two 2ton and ten
Is-to- guns, wi'b her bull protected by armor
13 inches thick at the most vital parts of
the vessel, and carryiog a crew of 671 offi-

cers and men; the Inflexible, of 11,500 tons
displacement, with four 80-to- guns, armor
24 inches thick and a crew of 349 officers
and' men; the Temeraire, of 8412 tons
displacement, with four 25 ton and four
is-to- n gunc, armor 12 inches thick, and

crew of 534 officers and men: the
Superb, of 8994 tons displacement, armed
with twelve 18-to- and four 64-to- n euns.
armored with 134 inch iron plates, and car
rying 620 officers and men; the Monarch, of
8322 tons, with 8J inch armor, four 25-to-

two 12-to- n and one 64-to- n guns, and a crew
of 515 officers and men, and the Invincible,
of 6034 tons displacement, armed with ten
12 ton guns, protected by 9 inches of armor,
and carryiog a crew ot 4du othcers and men.
With the exception of the Iris, a fast steel
dispatch vessel, of 3735 tons; the Heels, a
torpedo depot ship of 6400 tons, with a crew
of 223 officers and men, and the Hibernia,
receiving snip permanently siationea at
Malta, with a crew of lzl othcers and men,
the other vessels on the Mediterranean sta-
tion are all gunboats, small paddle-whe- el

steamer, etc., with crews of from fifty to 100
men each ; the aggregate of the crews of all
the chips on tne station, mcludiaz the iron
clads being 4367 of sll ranks.

THE EGYPTIAN ARMY
NOW COMPOSED OF BUT 13,000 MENCAN BE

BAISED TO li.0,000 FIGHTING MEN.

Tae Egyptian army, as at present organ
ized, connists of nine regiments of infantry.
two regiments ol artillery, three regiments of
coastguard, three regiments of cavalry and
four regiments of gendarmerie. Every Egyp- -
Usn between the ages ot nineteen and lorty,
and regardless of religion or race, is liable to
military service. The term of service in the
act ive army is three years for the infantry
and four years for tbe cavalry and artillery.
After leaving tbe active army the soldiers
retire to their villages, and for a period of
six years are inscribed in the first reserve;
alter tbe expiration ol tbe six years tbey are
inecrib d in the second reserve, which can
only be called out in cane of invasion. This
organization was introduced in 1872,tso that
tbe troops ot the second reserve are last be
ginning to be inscribed.

THE INFANTBY SEGMENTS
are composed of three battalions of eieht
companies each. In times of peace only two
and sometimes lourot these eight companies
are present with the colors. Tbe cavalry
regiment have six squadrons each. The
artillery regiments are composed of six bat
teries of lour guna each in time of peace and
eight gnns in time of war. Two of the six
batteries are mounted and four are foot bat-
teries. The infantry are armed with Rem
ington rillwd, of which there are about 150,-00- 0

in Egypt. Tbe cavalry are armed with
sabers, revolvers and Bemington carbines
The artillery are supplied with rifled breech-loadin- g

Krupp guns, of which there are
about 100 in the magazines. The garrison
and seacoast artillery are provided with
heavy Krupp and with Wabrendroff guns
of eight-inc- h and ten-inc- h caliber.

render Egypt practically independent of a
foreign supply of ammunition. The quar-
termaster's department and tbe commissariat
are in a sad Btate of chaos, and are tbe weak
points in the organization. A firman of the
sultan limits the number of troops to 18,000.

Thedifficulty which
tbe jurists and diplomatists are now called
upon to face ia this: If tbe khedive is
sovereign in his own right subject only to
tbe rendering of feudal dues to his chief,
what right has the suttan to step in and in
sisc upon the receiving again
the bated giaour. And, indeed, tbe in
disposition of the sultan to interfere is not
difficult to understand, if we look at tl.
matter from his point of view. His authority
over tne country, such as it is, is reccirniz
by all the powers. Even Arabi Bey admi's
the sultan's rights while declining to trust
bimsell in Constantinople. And the sultan
may naturally be expected to regard the out
break in Egypt from a Moslem point of
view. He evidently thinks the present
state ot affairs is entirely due to
English and French interference, and
that the movement is a legitimate and
national attemnt to throw oft" the foreigner.
The Porte may also have other views. Should
Arabi ultimately dethrone the khedive the
present status quo, so tar aa tbe reigning fam
lly is concerned, wouldcease. All the rights
ot the khedive would go with it. Any bar
gains msde either with xuehemet All or
Ismail would by such an event be annulled.
The sultan rould then enter into new nego
tiations with a new reigninsr power and ob
tain an increased tribute. If, on the other
hand, Arabi should be suppressed either by
England or other powers, the authority of
tne sultan will be acknowledged by them
without his risking tbe opportunity of a new
deal. On these grounds the hesitation of the
sultsn to intervene becomes not only reason
able, but the best policy for its own interests,
and on such only can he be expected to act,

THE BRITISH PARLIAMENT.
ADMIRAL 8EYMOCB S I NSTBCCTIOKS TROOPS

TO BE BENT TO EGYPT, IF REQUIRED.
London, July 13. In the House of Com

mons, Campbell rjarremor, haancial frcre-
tary in the war office, read the instructions
to Admiral Seymour, as follows: "That as
the fire of the forts had ceased he should not
dismantle them or disable the guns; that he
should open friendly communication with
the khedive, and in the absence of native
authorities from Alexandria should land sea
men or marines for police purposes: and
thst he should inform foreign commanders
of these measures. The admiral was in
structed to invite the khedive to assert his
authority in restoring order. Tbe landin
of a British force was for police purposes,
and was to be in concert with the khedive or
any native authority in Alexandria, and
any of the European men-of-w- were to be
invited to

Protests were made from tbe Conservative
benches against the feebleness of these in
structions.
