In sorghum there is some increase
in area in the South, and a small decrease
north of Ohio, with a small advance west of
Missouri. The condition is somewhat below
the average generally, except in the South-
ern States. Apples aod peaches will be
fairly sbundant, The Delaware und Mary-
land crop of peaches muy exceed
4,000,000 baskets, A medium erop will be
gathered in the Michigan, Illinois and Mis-
sonri peach regions. The condition of the
fruit is better west of the Missimippi than in
the Ohio valley. As usual, there in & great
local variation in coudition. In relation to
Europesn crop reports, report saya the ex-
portation of more than a third of the wheat
c.raﬂ of the United States, of a fourth of tha
