The product of tbe
American silk manufactures of tbe year, np
to JuneoOih, was nearly $35,000,000, which
is three times its amount ten years afo,
Within tbe decade the number of factories
engsged in silk manufacture has increased

If silkworms are raised and native
American silk made a staple production, it
will be owing to their perseverance in be

THE NICARAGUA CANAL.
TEXT Or THE SUBSTITUTE PROPOSED FOR THE

B08ECRANS BILL.

Washington. Julv 21. The House Com.
mittee on Foreign Affairs directed Repre-
sentative Kssaon to report to the House,
with tsvorsble recommendation, tne suosti-tut- e

agreed upon by the committee for Rep-
resentative itosecrans's bill to incorporate
the Maritime Canal Company of Nicaragua.
In addition to the names heretofore pub
lished, those of James McNnllam, Alexander
Mitchell and Kaihan (ion hare been in
eluded in the list of incorporators. The bill
agreed upon provides tbat tbe capital stock
of the proposed company shall consist of not
less than 500,000 nor more man 1,000,.
000 shares of $100, which shall,
in all respects. be deemed personal
property. Section 6 of tbe bili provides
tbat tbe canal shall not be less than
twenty-eigh- t feet in depth, shall not be less
than loO feel in widib on the water's surtace,
and shall have locks not less than 600 feet in
length, and the United States will and hereby
do guarantee said company that for a period
of twenty from and after the comple-
tion of the canal and tbe commencement of
tbe passaze of vessels through it from ocean
lo ocean tbe net receipts irom its iramc eacn
year shall not be less in amount tban
tbree per cent, upon tbe total cost of said
cinal, but in no event to exceed $75,000,000;
provided that in determining what the re
ceipts of said company have been for any
one of the said twenty years not more
tban 11,000,000 shall be deducted lrom iu
gross receipts tram all sources to delray
u expenditures tor tbe management

superintendence and maintenance of thi
operation and service of said canal; and
provided further, that no indebtedness and
interest upon any indebtedness of the com- -

panr snail be paid out ot any oi its canal
receipts until three per centum net upon the
total cost ot the canal as aloresaia shall
have been earned, and the United States are
thereby released from all responsibility to
make good the debcit therein as in tbis sec
tion provided. J he bill empowers the
President of tbe United Ststes to appoint,
witb the consent of the Senate, one member
of the board of directors, lo bold office
ibree years, with the same powers,
privileges and emoluments as Ihe
other directors, who shall examine
and make oath to all reports and statements
made by the board of directors; the United
States is to exercise such control over tbe
canal aa is now or may at any time be pre-
scribed by Nicaragua, and is to enjoy its free
use lor tbe transportation ol troops, muni
tions of war aod mails, and otherwise in
accordance wilh the stipulations existinsr or
future treaties; and should the United Slates
see fit. for national reasons, to occupv the
canal, temporarily or otherwise, the right to
do so, subject to any sovereign rights ot tbe
government of Nicaragua and consistent
with treaty obligation, is reserved and secured
to the government of the United States
upon tbe payment to the stockholders
of the canal at the rate of five percent, annu
ally upon toe capital invesiea, togemer witn
the necessary expenses for the maintenance
of tbe work during the lime of such occu
pancy and management. Any refusal on
tbe part of the company or its directors to
comply with the provisions of the bill is
made Ibe ground for the forfeiture of all
corporate powers aod rights derived under
the bill.

In submitting the bill to the House, Mr.
K anion presented a report which was also
adopted by the committee. Tbe report Bays
the proposed route will not only cheapen tbe
transportation of agricultural producta which
cannot now be transported, but will be a rival
line of transit for travel and traffic, and have
the effect to reduce largely existing charges
for general transportation. Full right to
alter and amend the act i reserved to Con-

gress. If the United States government will
not themselves provide for tbe work of con-
structing the canal, it will be claimed they
cannot with justice to themselves ba an
obstacle to those ready to execute it.
Our domestic condition is now favorable
to Americzfl enterprise. Io this direction
tbe public interest is especially awakened to
its inportance. Money is abundant and
seeking investments at a low rate of interest.
Labor can be obtained at reasonable cost,
and improved machinery greatly diminishes
necessary expenditure. Private capital is
ready for work as it b as never been before.
Tbe benefits of tbe srork to the United States,
both near and remote, have never been so
patent as they are now. Your committee
hope tbat these considerations will induce!
Congress to gire its prompt aod favorable
attention to the report of the committee.

The minority of the committee Blount,
Belmont and Deuater were granted permis-
sion lo submit their riews to the House
whenever prepared. The members of the
minority, while favoring the Nicaraguan
route, will take the grcund tbat the bill
should not pass until tbe question of foreign
interference shall have been definite. They
also oppose tbat part of the sixth section of
the section 61 Vt'cb proposes to guar-
antee te company a net prout.

A communication was received by tbe
com mittee from sine, req ueat- -
ing permission to submit a auppleueqtary
statement regarding tbe (Jbili-fer- u corre
spondence,in response to assertions embodied
in tne statement recently submitted by Mr.
Randall. Tbe request was, however, denied.
ft is understood tbe report of the majority
respecting tbe Chili-Peruvia- n investigation
is being prepared by Chairman Williinis,
and will be completed by Monday.

ROBESON AGAIN REMINDED OP WHAT HE IS
IN THE SENATE.

WashingtonJuI v 21 House. Mr. Robin
son N. Y.J, rising to a question of privilege
referred to the remark made by Mr. Robes n
about bis KobinsonJ dealness. Jnat re-

mark was uncalled for and nngentlemauly,
Providence had inflicted upon him hardness
of hearing, and he attributed it somewhat to
tbe fact of bis sitting to near the gentleman
Irom .Sew Jersey. He Knew only one gen-
tleman more to be pitied than himself, and
that wss a ceitain gentleman wbo had
fastened on his face the charge of being
liar, thief and perjurer, and who had been
the onlr member who had not beard it.

Mr. Page submitted the conference report
on the river and harbor bill. Ibe report (a
disagreeing one) was adopted, and a new
conference ordered.

Mr.Hiscock X. Y.l submitted tbe confer
ence report et the genersl denciency appro-
priation bill. The report states that all
differences between the two houses hare been
reconciled, except that .relative to the mile
age oi senators lor tne extra session, ine
recommendations of the Committee on Con-
ference were adopted so far as tbe items
which were not disputed were concerned.
The Honse, by a rote of 93 to 60, refused to
recede from jts disagreement to the Senate
amendment relative to )he mileage of sena-
tors.

Alexandria. Julv 21. All the French
ships have left here, and the United States
flag-ski- p hss gone to Brlndni. Tbe markets
and bourse are reopenioz for business.

It will not be surprising if Arsbi Pasha's
measures in regard to tbe water supply of
Alexandria lead to the immediate advance
of British troops. Major General Allison has
telegraphed home for instructlbus.

An Arab spy states tbat tbe darning of the
Msbmoudich canal has flooded the country.
The water in places is knee deep, making the
ground too solt lor the movement of guns.

A native Las iust been shot while attempt
ing to set fire to a house in tbe center of tbe
city. -

Tbe natire report of the bombardment of
Alexandria said that eight ironclads were
suoc, two ourned and lour captured, gad
that the latter would be brought lo Cairo.

A refuge from Cairo reports that numerous
massacres ot Europeans took place Monday
on tbe outskirts ot that city.

Major-Gener- al Allison will leare here to-

morrow with a detachment of troops to blow
up tbe obstruction in the Mahmoudich
canal.

On the eracualion of Alexandria Arab!
Pasha issued Ihe following proclamation:
"Murders at ihe kbedive'a instigation. The
English killed, witb sword and shot, in re
venge, tne Jbgyptians wbo were left to guard
the city; the kbedive remains at night with
his women afloat among the English, and
returns to tbe shore in the daytime lo order
a continuance of the slaughter: therefore. I
issue my order to continue raising solders."
A second proclamation of Arabi Pasha's
says: "Ihe kbedive hss imprisoned bis
ministers in Alexandria, in order that they
may be instruments in English hands. The
telegram dispatched by Ragheb Pasha au- -

iporizmg tne cessation ot military prepara-
tions were forcibly extorted from him, and
are therefore invalid. An irreconcilable
war exists between us snd the English."

A letter from the interior confirms the
reports of massacres st Cairo and Damietta.
At Caliub a family was taken from tbe rail-
way train and put under the wheels. All the
employes of tbe (Cadastral sorvev at Tintab
hare been killed, including two English en
gineers namea urowtaer and Alacalan. A
sheik and a governor tried to save them,
but were unable.

It is certainly true that Baltimore and
Philadelphia bare now a larger share in Ibe
grain and provision trsmc than tbey had
fifteen years ago, but it remains to connect
that fact with the existence of differentials.
For a long time New York nearly monopo-
lised that trade, but tbe reasons were obrions
in its better channels of communication with
tbe interior and its greater additions to ac
commodate it. When Baltimore and
Philadelphia had extended their railroad
systems so as to compete for trade.
and bad provided elevators and other con
veniences, tbey immediately look a sbsre
in tbe business, not because of c'ifferentiala.
but because they were then prepared for it;
but no evidences were produced before us
that the Philadelphia and Baltimore busi
ness to which differentials are applicable is
now increasing more rapidly in proportion
than that of New York, or tbat the growth
ot Jew Xork business is to any extent
checked by them. But on the contrary, there
is abundant evidence that Jew York is fully
maintaining its present lead; that
its trade is enjoying a growth
so healtby and vigorous tbat its commercial
classes can well j fiord to regard without enry
or regret the prosperity ot other places, and
may well concede to them without repining
all advantages which hare come to them as
a remedy of competitire efforts. How far
ephermal causes have contributed to this
gain we cannot know, but it is msnifestly
evident thst New York suffers little from
defferentiais, u it does not yet sppear as in
terested in tne subjtct ot denerential rates, and
as its sbsrpest competition in Ireigbts is
encountered, so its commercial classes sre in
a favorable position to judge of the forces
affecting them. It has seemed tons no weak
evidence of the justice and neces
sity oi dinerentiais, mat tbe press
and reading sentiment in ihe interior
was strong and decided tbat dinerentiais
were just. There was, indeed, some dis
sent, but this was the prevailing view.
Differential rates have oome into existence
under the operation of competitive forces.
Ther bear the same relation to relative
distance and relative cost of service.
They recognise, as we think, the relative
advantages ot several seaports, and tbev sre
subordinate to toe great principle which
compels carriers of property competing be-

tween the ssme points and offering certifi
cates to their customers, to make the same
rates. We, therefore, cannot advise their
being disturbed, but we do not assume that
the rates which are just y will be just
ndennitely. tbey bare become established

by tbe force of circumstances, and they
ought to give way if future circumstances
shall be such as to render it right and proper.
They eonstitota a temporary arrangement
only equitable, as we think, for the present,'
but which, may become inequitable before
tbe lapse of any considerable time. When
ever tbey shall be found to operate unfairly
and give forced or unnatural direction to
trade, and whenever it shall appear that
they tend to any one of the
seaports affected by them of tbe proportion
of business that would naturally come to it
under tbe operation, a nominal competitive
want of equity in rates will appear, and it

dation, which was intended in their grant,
ana tbose ends they should nave in view
in determining upon tbe continued ex
istence of differential rates. Their ob
serration of the general course of
traffic from day y, and from month to
montb, ought to" enable them to determine
whether the differential rates sre too large or
two small, wnetuer tbey are influencing trade
unfairly and unnaturally, and whether they
operate as an improper restraint upon com
petitions, ana wnen tne improper enect is
discorered; tbey ought lo correct the wrong
without hesitation. To enable them to do so,
accurate statistics of their business should be
kept by each of them, and submitted to the
others or kept in tha same common office,
and tbose statistics be periodically glren to
the public also, publicity is a great correcter
of imaginary evils, snd msy be an important
preventive of the evils, boih imaginary
and real. We do not ssutc or believe
there exist in railroad official circles anr
legitimate authority to determine the ques-
tion of rates arbitrarily. .Large powers of

hare nndoubledly been left
by law in railroad managers, but all their
authority is qualified by a duty to the pub-
lic, and it cannot be too often nor too point-
edly asserted that the obligation on tbeir
part to serve the public wilh relative fair
ness is ot perpetual lorce. In their future
dealings with tbe important question which
bas been the occssion for our coming together,
tbe great trupe lines snoiTd be particularly
careful to give no occasion for just complaint,
tbat tbev subject sny one ot tbe seaboard
cities to Ibe operation of srbitrarv or unfair
regulations or charges, or that they fsil to
observe towaid any one oi tbem, or toward
tbe people trading or deciding trade with
tbem, tbe mandate of tbe common law to
deal justly and distribute fsirly the benefits
and burdens which are incident to their oc
cupation.
