The courts have already decided
aguinst these discriminatiovs. The country
i [amiliaz with the rulivg of Judge Baxtler
of the Bixih judicial circoit of the Uuiled
States, in reiation to alleged freight diserimi-
nations in the shipment of conl over ove of
the Penosylvaoin company’s lines from
Salineville, Ohio, to Cleveland.

‘ Wasmisatos, July £7.—In the Criminal
Court this morpiog, Mr. Merrick stated that
before Lthe beginning of the regular proceed-
ings he felt bound to call the attention of the
court (o certaim circomstinces which placed
the government under & great disadvantage
in the presentation of their evidence. ée
wished lo wove for a rule upon A. C, Baell,
editor of the Capital, 10 show cause why he
should not be puaished for contempt of
court. o an article published in that paper
of July 234, he had charged Walsh with
perjary and falsebood, and hud used other
abosive snd libelous language. He also de-
sired a rule upon Buell, Helw, Ringwalt
and E. W. Brady, represeniatives and trus-
tees of the Oritic, snd wpon O, K. Harris,
one ol the editors of that paper, for similar
abuse of Walsh, snd of Ex-Autorney-Gen-
eral MacVeagh and Ex-Postmaster-General
Jnmes, Ju these urticles, the first part pub-
lished on one day and the second on ancther,
these gentlemen had been abused in the same
uncouth, vituperative lapguage. They were
#till witnesses under the process of the court,
and bad not been discharged. Merrick then
read some of the head limes of the Critie
articlen, such as “MacVeagh Gets Muoddled ”
“Lying Tom James on the Siand,"” snd =0 on.,
These three lemen stem te have become
objects of the most vituperstive ssssults
while uoder the charge of the Court und
while giviog tggimony. Thess articles were
intended to iotimidate and frighten other
wilnesses from giviog testimony, and place
the government at a great disadvantsge in
obtsining witnesses, for the resson that sen-
sitive geantlemen felt great diffidence and
unwilliogoess e appear and become the ob-
ject of such sbuse.

THE WAGNEE THEATER.

The Wagner Thester stands on a elight
eminence, about a mile from the center of the
town, Nothing could be more simple or un-
pretestions than the exterior, which is of red
brick and pale brown sandstope, with the
woodwork of ibe irame showing, The build-
ing is for use, not for ornament, sad while
it is perfectly quiet and harmonious, and ut-
terly unobjectignable, thers is nothing about
il impressive except ils grest sizs. Even
this loses winch of its effect, for the theater
stands quite alone, out in the country, sod
thers are po other buildings near by with
which to compare it. The ioterior is as un-
pretentious as the cutside. Large colomns
run aloog the sides, and # the back are the
boxes. Over the boxes is a parrow gallery,
but there sre mo projecting galleries 2s in
ordinary theaters, and no prosceniom boxes,
The coloring is the quietest of grays, The
first thing thut strikes one about the andito-
ry is the :ltulg pitch of the floor, which is
sleeper even than that of the old Bowery
Theater, mow the Thalia, in New York.
This enablea the epectator to see over the
hends of the people in front of him, so that
there ia rexliy not one bad sest i the house
of the whole 1800, 1350 of which are on the
foor.

THE MYSTIC ABYSS,

The most striking of Wagner's peculiar
inventions, if one msy call them so, is the
sinken orchestra.

tone,
