THE FACTS OF THE CASE.
Nashville American. 17th.

We have learned from Mr. Colyar, who has
returned Irom JNew lork, the following facts,
in substance, in reference to bis trip. They
are of such geeeral io'erest, not only to tbe
stockholders of tbe Alabama and Tenn ssee
Coal sud Lon Company, of which he is
president, and in whose interest tbe trip was
made, but also to the public generally, that
we have obtained his ' consent to their
publication: Tbe object of tbe com-
pany is to reach its immense coal
field in Alabama, known as the
Black Warrior coal held, and then, if pos-
sible, connect by a coal and iron railroad
this coal with tbe ore beds in Tennessee ly-

ing in Hickman, Lawrence, Wayne and
other couotits. Mr. Colyar fonnd the main
difficulty in tbe way to be the threatened lit-

igation between tbe East Tennessee, Vir-
ginia and Georgia Railroad Company (or
Seney syndicate), which has a lease t f the
Memphis and Charleston road, and the sicck-faolde- ra

in the latter. Upon looking into the
question presented, of connecting by
branches from the main line, both the coal
and the iron, and the magnitude it, as a
part ef the system, all partiea in interest
agreed it mu-- t be done, and that it was tbe
interest of a l parties to compromise the liti-
gation. This will probably be done in a few
days at the stockholders' meeting at Hunts-vili- e.
