THE LEVEES.

Meeting or the Kiver CommUaioa
Memphis August 28th Important

Questions to Come Before It.

An Extract From tbe Proceedings of
the Meeting of the Commission

Held at Kew Tork.

The following is an extract from the pro
ceedings 01 tne Mississippi xti ver lommis
sion at its sessions held on tbe 17th and 18th
oi August, 1S82, at be York:

Eeiolved, Tbst the commission considers i
expedient that tbe work of closinz existin
gaps in levees should commence at the lower
end of the Tensas and Yazoo basins, leaving
a sufficient opening for the natural drainage,
and also for accidental overflow in Ihe upper
paroi 01 toe reBpecuve ironts.

While it is considered that in general
levee system snouia oe ouiii irom below tin
ward, yet, in view of the greater obstructions
to navigation, and the probable deterioration
produced by

THE LATE FLOOD

along tbe fronts of the Tensas and Yazoo
bottoms, it is, under these circumstances.
considered advisable to com oience levee work
as above stated. The relief afforded bv such
decision will place it in tbe power of tbe
dale engineer departments 10 make increased
provision for other parts of the levees, and it
is therefore recommended that tbe Louisiana
levee fund , be expended below Ked river,
ana mat 01 Mississippi at tbe UDoer
ena 01 tne excona Mississippi levee dmrict

Eeiolved, That we recommend to the sec
retarv of war that authority be granted to
the district officers in charge of the works
of construction on ths lower river to accept
surveys made by State engineers for
levees, and bids made in compliance
with (he specifications and advertisements
by the State authorities whenever, in the
judgment ot said, omcers, it is advisable and
advantageous to the United rotates so to do.

THE OBJECT

of this recommendation beinz to emend the
money allotted by tbe commission for levee
repairs, if practicable, before the occurrence
ot anotber nood.

In case the course above referred to is not
practicable nnder tbe law with repect to
bids, it is recommended that the district
officers be authorized to invite bida bv cir
cular letters addressed to prominent levee
contractors. Also that, in case tbe S'ate
surveys for levee location are not acceptable
to the district officers, we recommend that
then instructions be given to the district
officers to make other surveys and locations
at once.
