An enterprising
individual named B. D. Fiy, stationed at
Boody, III., has been sending out circulars lo
Western farmer offering for sale a new vari-
ety of wheat so superior in quality that he is
willing to trust the farmer until they have
sown and gathered the grain, and then if it
doe not yield a third more than other kinds
of wheat he ask no pay. In carrying out
this benevolent scheme he find it necessary
to call upon the beneficiaries to send by mail
tl to prepay the express charges on the large
bags of seed wheat. The dollar has, in many
cases, been sent, but no wheat came, and the
victim hay complained to the postoffice de-

partment, which can do nothing but direct
the return lo the senders of all money orders
and registered letters, having no power to in-

terfere with his ordinary sealed letters. After
the transaction of a brisk business at Boody,
Ply, finding it was getting too hot there, mi-
grated to Ramsay, I1L, where the same or-
der to postmasters have been sent.

CASH COMING IN. ' .
TKEA8URT KICEIPTS LARGER THAN EVER

BETORE XXOWH.

WABHrjtoTOic, August 23. The receipts at
the treasury are daily more than ever known
before within the memory of officials of the
deDartment. The amount average $1,500,- -

000 every day, and were it 'not that the
special appropriation made by Congress for
private claims, deficiencies, etc are pouring
in, the debt reduction for the month would
be the largest in tbe history of the last
twenty years. Tbe receipts this month will
amount to nearly $50,000,000. From this
there is to be taken a one item $9,500,000
for pension alone, besides current expenses
and the apecial warrant abov mentioned.
Ever since Congress adjourned, on the 8th of
the month, there have been from 240- - to 300
of those claims nnder deficiency bills and
private claims put through each day, and
from thia senrce it is estimated that the dis-

bursement will not fall much short of
$1,000,000 a day. This class of draft on
the treasury will soon fall off, however, for
usually during the month after Congress ad-

journs every claim provided for in tbe ap-
propriation bills is presented. While the
debt reduction may not be so great this
month, it is not unlikely that next month's
surplus will require another call for three-and-a-h-

per cents to dispose of it.

Tbe constant and confining
labor expended in the completion of his wsrk
on sociology had undermined Mr. Spencer's
health, and it was thought tbe sea voyage
might benefit him. He was, however
ill during nearly all of the voyage, and suf-
fered greatly from sleeplessness, finding it
almost impossible to obtain any rest. As a
result he is now very much enfeebled. He
passed the greater part of on bis
couch, and retired soon after dinner in order
to obtain much-neede- d rest and sleep. Mr.
Mr. Spencer is sixty years of age. He will
leave the city for
a few days of absolute rest and quiet in the
country. Hi future movements will be
governed by the length of time re-
quired to regain his strength. His plans,
a far aa they are perfected, are to

Phoebe Cousins, of St. Louis, and Major B.
Willard, of Chicago, were elected secretaries.

Mr. Young, of Iowa, representing one of
the three Iowa delegations, asked if dele-
gates not committed to a third party move-
ment, though in full sympathy with prohi-
bition, were to be excluded. His delegation
wanted to know before submitting creden-
tials; if barred out, ibey would to go work
on their earnest lines.

"The cnalr said llioferwoTJttf tie barred out
who hadn't abandoned affiliation with the
Democratic, Republican, Greenback or any
other party that had declared in favor of
