One day
two haogers-on al the hotel were overheard
io a whispered conversation, which revealed
2 Jnlln to captore the Eritish mini:ter and
kidoap him—holdiog him as a hostage. This
conversation was heard by s member,of the
real Irish national organfzation, who re-
ported the m;lur o n;z proper officera of
the sociely, whereupon Rossa was stopped
from handilng the fasds. '

ROSSA HANDS OVER THE CASH,

“Hossn was invited lo attend a meeling of
the Irish natiopal organization aod was re.
