Xo Verdict Tet Eeturned in tbe Star
Route 1 Ha! The Jury Unable

to Aree as to

Tbe Guilt or Innocence of all the Defend
'nU A rartial Verdict Among

the Probabilities.

case came into court, and reported
that they had been unable to agree upon a
Verdict, and asked further instrociions.

Ton believe tbat these defendants, or any
of them, are guilty of this conspiracy, that is
one step settled; when you reach that con-
clusion, sink a post there. That qaesiion
being settled, the aext one is as to tbe overt
acts. There are forty or fifty pages'of this
indictment employed in pelting (jut distinct
overt acls. If any one of those overt acts is
correctly set out, sndsuch an act corresponds
with the indicjment, it is enough, though all
the otheri may be incorrectly set out.

iDgersoll I would like tbe Court further
to instruct the Jury that it is impossible to
make any one defendant responsible for the
act of any olher, unless the fact of con-
spiracy has been established beyond reason-
able dsubt, and further

"I am not going," exclaimed his honor, de-
cidedly, "id ha this question1 argued any
more. This is a talk between tbe jury and
myself.. The time for argument haa passed,
In regard to overt acts on the Vermillion
and Sioux Falls route, if there be a paper in
the case requiring interpretation (hat inter-
pretation belohgs td the Court, and there is
no Question between the Court and jury on
such a proposition as that, and it is abso-
lutely the business of the Court to interpret
tht written instruments. I read in tbe in-
dictment the description of tbe overt aot in
regard to a certain route.

Williams, in obedience to an order from tbe
Court, retired to the Jury-roo- for the pur-
pose of ascertaining whether or not they had
agreed cpoh a Verdict. He Was informed
that the jury would be ready in a lew
minutes lo report to the Court- - At 6:10
o'clock the jury came into the room, and, in
answer to the query of the clerk, "Gentle-
men of the jury, have yon agreed upon a
verdict 7" Foreman Dickson replied: "We de-
sire to report to the Court that tbe jury have
come to an agreement as to some of tbe de-
fendants named iS the indictment, but not as
to heqlhers; .

The Court. The Court is not now, at any
rate, willing to accept a verdict of tbat kind.
There have been instances in wbicb, what I
may call imperfect, verdicts have been
rendered, a verdict as to some of the defend-
ants and no verdict as to others. I am not
willing to accept such a verdict as that, at any
rate, at this stage. The verdict of tbe jury
in my judgment ought to be complete. Vou
have a number of defendants here. Those
who are guilty, if there are any, will have
to submit, of course, to a Verdict. Those
wbo are innocent, if there are any, are en-
titled lo a verdict of the jury. I do not
mean to say that if, after a fair test, the
jury should come into court and say they
are able to agree on a verdict as to some,
but that they are really unable. to agree aa
to others, the Cotrrt might not accept sOch a '

variliot, hut, it aiawla .nply- - ba after a loagsr
trial on the part of the jury.

Foreman Dickson The jury have not yet
desired me to make such a report. We have
simply come down in obedience to your
summons.

Iogersoll I do not know, of course, what
tbe jury have done, but if a defendant, or
any number of defendants, have been found
not guilty, I can, myself, see jo reason why
they should not be discharged.' I do not see
what right tbe Court has to hold a person
alter the jury have declared him not guilty. It
seems to me if they have found one or more
oi these defendants not guilty, that it is the
right of the defendant to know and have that
verdict. If they fail to agree as to others,
that is another matter.

The Court When it comes to the time
when the Court is prepared to discharge the
jury, and the jury should say, "We find cer-
tain of the defendants not guilty and are
unable to agree as to the others," that would
be time for the Court'to determine that ques-
tion. But that lime has not come. 1 tuink
no instince could be in which a court of

; Merrick There can be but one verdict in
any case. It cannot be divided.

The Court then stated to the jury that
the government would be obliged to'
entertain them another night.

OPINION OF JUDGE HAMMOND.

This is an application for a preliminary
injunction to restrain the defendants, who
are officers of the State and
county respectively, from collecting the
privilege It ax imposed by law on the de-
fendant, for doing business as an express
company in the State of Tennessee. The

denied that it was an express com-
pany, claiming that its express freight de-
partment was only a part of its general
freight carrying business, so conducted for
its own and the convenience of the public.
On an agreed statement ot facts tbe State
courts by a final judgment of the Supreme
Court decided that ibe two classes ot business
were distinct and the defendants liable ior
this license or privilege tax. Memphis and
Little Bock Railroad Company t. State of
Tennessee. Jackson, April, 1882. The bill
here claims relief on the "ground that the
defendant is solely engaged in interstate
commerce; tbat the tax hereinafter men-
tioned sought to be imposed upon it by the
State of Tennessee, under the pretense
that orator is an express company, is a
tax opon interstate commerce, and as
such, is forbidden by the constitution of the
United States, and is illegal and void." Tbe
facts alleged are that this railroad company
has its terminus only in this State, crossing
the river here by transfer boat, using the
streets of Memphis by special license, and
that any parcel of freight is carried or
brought between the different States, and
none of its- - business is done solely within
this Slate. Pawing all other qoestions like
that of our own jurisdiction, of "bicb, per-

haps, there.is now no reasonable doubt, and
that of the estopwel claimed by tbe litigation
in Ihe Supreme Court as a mailer ret judicata,
I am of opinion that ihe application must
be denied on the merits. I should feel, on

the cases cited by the learned counsel for
the plaintiffs, great difficulty in determining
this question, for there is much force in tbe
argument that this privilege tax is only an
indirect mode of taxing the commerce itself.

ine aupreme Uourt has repeatedly aid
wnax Mr. justice savs. in Kail road
Company ta. Maryland 21 "Wall, 456 and
472, that "it is often difficult to draw
the line between tbe power of the State and
the prohibition of the constitution." The
distinction made by the Cases seem somewhat
arbitrary, but this is possibly unavoidable,
owing to the nature of the subject. As I
read the cases, tbe principle is that so long
as it is not a direct tax on the property car-
ried in the commerce between the State's, im-
posed either on the goods or indirectly col-
lected from them, and i6 only a .tax oh the
franchises granted ts the carrier in fconslder-atie- n

oi tiie grant, or, what is the same
thing, a tax or tribute demanded for tbe
privilege of doing tbe business, tbe prohibi-
tion of the constitution does not apply. Of
course, in snalogy to oar State adjudica-
tions, if under the disguise of taxing a fran-
chise or privilege, the State should under-
take by excessive taxation to obstruct or
prohibit the business of interstate commerce,
the constitutional provision would protect
against it. There is no claim of that in this
case, and no intention to either obstruct Or
prohibit this defendant from doing this busi-
ness can be inferred from these statutes.
Fortunately for as here the Supreme Court
itself has drawn the line, and the case finds.
a direct precedent in the case of Osborne vs.
Mobile 16 Wail., 479 J, where, on tbe right
of the Scate of Alabama to authorize the ciiy
of Mobile to impose a license, or privilege
tax, on an expreis company engaged in inter
state commerce was sustained. Tbe injunc-
tion is refused. .

There were two points in thdecision which
may be of Interact to ihe lawyers:

Tbe British Attacked ia Force, but
Bepnlse ti.e Esemy with a Very

Mery Loss.

Britixh Casualties Estimated at One Hun-

dred Killed and Woaaded Gen-

eral Volseley's Report.

K assassin, September 9 9:20 a.m. After
6 o'clock this morning the Bengal Lancers
and scouts came in with the news that the
enemy were approaching in great force on
the north side of the railway. Our army was
at once put in motion, and by 7 o'clock an
artillery duel began. Arabi's troops, well
armed, are spread over tbe entire ridge, and
a mile and a half np the line. A train
heavily armed Vas appeared, cloee to where
I stand our forty-pound- er and Krupp gone
are placed) sbellin; tbe. enemy's right.
There is also a a few
hundred yards off, playing on the same po-
sition. We have tbe enemy's range exactly.
One of our shells burst right over the ene-
my's ranks. The Egyptian artillery have
got our distance very well, and their shells
are dropping steadily into our camp. We
have horse artillery extending along a line
half a mile m length oh the north side of
the rsilwajr. "tbey are firing rapidly, and at
present tbe Eplians are s'owly retiring.
Up to this moment bo casualties have oc
curred.' rtln iree meaW are jtratwomluic up'
from Mabsamh. A Krupp gun recently
captured frosnArabr- - went shell nearly in
front of his train. Our infantry are slowly
advancing! and the enemy are slowly re-

treating.
Wolseley is now on his way to the front

The troops are marching from Tel 1 Ma-hu- ta

to Kassassin.
Aoon.-'-Tb- e attack of tbe enemy has been

repulsed, but the action i ill continues along
tbe front, which extends a diet .nee of three
miles. All the troops are out from the
British camp. The wounded are now being
brought in, but the tolal casualties are not
yet exactly known. Tbe British loss is
roughly estimated at 100 killed and wounded.
Many shells fell iu the British camp before
tbe enemy Were repulsed.

Twenty of tbe enemy's dead were counted
nesr one spot. Numbers of Egyptians are
lying about fearHlly wounded. Our wounded
includes tea marines, whose wounda are se-

rious. The Thirteenth Bengal Lancers com-

menced the engagement anJkillea tea C, IP8
enemy. They lost one Sikh in their first
charge. The Lancers held their ground gal-
lantly nntil the force arrived. Had the

GENERAL WOLSELEY'g KJEPOBT.

Lonuon, September 9 General Wolseley
telegraphs the war office from a point three,
aod-a-ha- lf miles west of Kassassin Lock the
following report of this morning's opera-
tions :

September 9, Soon The enemy recon-noiter-

our advanced posts with a consider-
able force of all arms at day-brea- k this
morning. General Willis advanced and

them, driving them back with a low.
We have taken a few guns. Our loss is very
trifling. Tbe enemy have retired in their
works, from wbicb they are now firing at
5"00 yards range. 1 shall return to camp at
Kassassin shortly with ail the force. I
have removed my camp there as the railway,
signal, and telegraph are now working fairly.

AT ALEXANDRIA.

Alexandria, September 9. During the
night a small party of Arabs, whose object
was supposed to be incendiarism, attempted
to scale the ramparts between the Kamleh
and Roeetta gales. One of the party was
bayoneted by the eentrr, and Ihe remainder
fled.

Rifle firing at a point a considerable dis-
tance south of Lake Mariout was heard here
this morning. 'Heavy artillery firing was
heard in that direction some days ago. It Is
supposed that Arabi Pasha's troops had
quarreled with the Bedouins and that hostil-
ities ensued.

A large body oi Badouina approached
Meks this morning. The English shelled
I hem, bat a small party sncoaeded in enter
ing Aieks.' They were dislodged at the point
of ibe bayonet...The British shelled the
Bedouins entrenchments south of Meks
during the whole afternoon. The outposts
at Ramleh are being generally strengthened,
owing to the activity of the Bedouins be-

tween Ramleh and Maodara.
AT ESMAILtA.

Ismailia, September' 9. As the water in
the fresh water canal is still falling, the
back gates cannot be opened to allow boats
to enter. Two steam launches have been
dragged bodily from the lake over the sand
hills and placed in the canal by the High-
landers, 200 of whom manned each rope. The
Second division is now in the harbor, await
ing orders to disembark. A Russian general
arrived to-d- in one of the imperial yachts,
to witness the operations.

AT PORT SAID.

Port Said, September 9. An Arab from
Tel El Kiber, who came in reports
tbat Arabi Pasba has diverted the canal at
Ismalia round his entrenchments in accord-
ance wilh the recommendations of European
engineers serving under him.
