"1'0 show wyou how
solid we are, we paid one bepefit this morn-
ing. A fallow came srgond this mornin,
kicking nbout hi= policy, and I put my hav
in my pockel snd paid him his money my-
self.”

This was generons in Mr. Gregory, and the
reporter told him as much, but the incident
did not increase the reporter’s faith in the
solvency of the Stelia Parva, which certainly
cannol be in = very flourishing condition
when ils officers have lo pay Lhe benefl s out
of their personal meana, Mr. Gregory did
not state whether the “kicker” was a big
man, or what presesure wna brought to bear
on bim, but he put op the money—abont
£15—urd thus the company was tided over
the Bnancial crisisn which threslened ruin
snd destroction. Mr. Gregory further stated
that he was cut sbont $40 in all on the “Lit-
tle SBtar.” :
