The Microphone aund FVire-Damp.

A new application of the microphooe fo
the determinat.on of the position of vodes
and ventral segments in colamuns of vibeal-
ing air bas besn communica‘ed to the Acad-
emy of Sciences by M. Lerra-Carpi. The
wicroghone is mounted on an elastic mem-
brane stretebed over = little drnm snd then
lowered into the soundiog pipe. When the
spparatos came o a ncde, the telephone in
eirenit with the micropbone gave out a rome-
bling sound, simiise to that caunsed by an
iodoged current.  Oun the other hand, when
the microphone passed a belly the sounds
became very irint and rare, while at inter-
mediate points they increased or diminshed,
sccording sa the microphone sounder was
brought nearer to a oode or belly, It is be-
lieved that the microphone may thos be
wmade wefnl a8 & detector of Iu'bdlmp in
mines. According 1o some obeervers such
explosives are always preceded by undula-
tions too feeble to be detected by the ear, but
they would be revealed by s srstem of mi-
crophopes placed alinlervals through the
mines.— J'mu‘nll Fost.

Honsckeeping Nchools.

There are two interesting “housekeeping
schools™ in the kingdom of Wurlemburg,
which have something of the charzcler of a
secondary schonl or u:llrue, no girl being
sdwmilled 1o them till she has passed throngh
the ordinary schools, The general aim of
the course of Ieclures and of the practical
work at these inatitutions is the cultivation
of “cleanliness, order, punctuality nud effi-
ciency in honse work and farm work,” All
the work of the house is doue by the pupils
during the day hoore. The evening is de-
voted to léctures on varions lulq cls, singing
and drawing. In both institutions the pro-
gramme is “divided into three branches of
‘iustrue:ion—hovsekeeping, woman’s work,
and continuation of ihe teaching nrqmred
in the primary school. The first oi these
branches includes cooking, bread-making,
washing, ironing, clothes-making, garden-
ing, the management of all articles of
ordinary _food; mich an milk, [ruit, meat,
nder the' second branch sre found the
mml -'ldtm enibroidery, and

nstroction in the many-
{setare snd dunmrr of the various stuffe
and materinls, such ax waol, # 1k, cotton snd
lace. The third division rmur'lL‘l'a weninl
arithmetic (“head reckoning,” asa the Gar-
mans call it), dictation, book-keepine, sing-
ing and lessona on health, There are two
terma in each year, occupying between five
and six monthe, during which the complete
course of instruction is carried lhmugh rom
bezinning 1o end, The expeone s very
ah;h!. From eighty plennige o opne mark
(eighteen to iwenty-five cents) is charged for
duily board and lodging, and the [ee for the
karous, or entire plan of insiruciion, is only
twenly-six marks a term. The success has
bien so marked that a multiplication of sim-~
ilar inatitutions are certain.

Isnd. They weut first to New Or-
lesngs, where 1they remained s  short
time, and then toos passage op a4 sleam-

wliip bound for Havana, The second day
after they were upon Lhe ooean he says they
were one aod all beavily bound with chains
aond informed that they were 1o be made
slaver.
