will receive a check, if not an absolute de
feat. With the example of France before it
the ultimate triumph of liberal principles in
Germany is certain.

THE TELKGKaPJi.poaJE JH7IANtfc.
If there is one thing the residents of Amer-

ican cities are sick and tired of, it is the
sight of the abominable telegraph poles in
the streets. They are a nuisance fo the eye,

a danger to vehicles, an obstruction to street
travelers, and a constant hindrance to opera
tions in case of fire. We can get rid of the
hideous poles only by placing the wires
underground, and to do that the telegraph
ists declare is impeded by practical tcien
tine dimculuea arisins from the almost im
possibility of preserving insulation. - But
there are cities in Europe that do not allow
the erection of telegraphic poles in the
streets, and New York has prohibited the
further erection of poles within its corporate
limits, and requires the removal by a given
dale of those now erected; and what can be
accomplished in one city can certainly be

done in another. Chicago is telegraph
poled beyond further bearing, and the nui-

sance is to be put an end to. It is said that
a peculiarity in the feet of the Chicago
ladies renders the removal absolutely mc
eisary, and Indeed it u unpleasant to a lady
to have eleven or twelve inches of her foot
brought into endless collision with the lelt- -

. graph poles every time she goes out. On
Saturday last in Chicago a scientific test was
made of Mr. Kellogg' recently invented un
derground cable, in which the wires aie
insulated by being wrapped in cotton and
jute, surrounded by parafine charged with
carbonic acid gas. lhe result was extremely
favorable, and Prof. Barrett and several
adepts in electrics expressed their belief in
its power to accomplish the ends aimed at,

By the end of the present week the cable will
be in practical working, and the world will
soon know whether the much-wishe- d for
universal telegraph pole destroyer has come
or not. Everybody will hope it has. Chicago
owes "all creation" some compensation fur
its "corners" and other horrors, but if it will
rid our cities of the telegraph pole abomina-

tion, it will have earned a large amount of

forgiveness.

THE LAW AND THE aaOataaOHM.

It is a matter of great interest to every
friend of morality to know bow far the Mor
mon commissioners will succeed in neutral
izing the vicious influence of the

polygamistsof Utah. Gov. Ramsey con
tinues to prove himself a steady, temperate
and just administrator of the laws of the
country, and one so conciliatory in manner
and action as to molify the personal feel-

ings of men even when he is putting down
their illegal acts, and to compel their respect.
The committee, as we learn from the fcslt

Lake Tribune, are strictly and industriously
introducing those checks to the evils of
polygamy provided in the recent law of Con-

gress. As is their duty, they have taken
every precaution to shut out polygamists
from the enjoyment of privileges of which
they are deprived by law, on the ground cf
standing before the community as viola'ois
of morality and of law. In spite of the care
of the commissioners, Mormon guile and the
taking of false oaths have enabled some of

the culprits to obtain the insertion
of their names upon the registers
as voters. The readiness with which the
Mormons perjure themselves is only another
proof how readily persons who are habitu-

ally living in defiance of one moral obliga-

tion will disregard and violate another.
The number of these frauds appears to be

regarded aa insufficient, however, to vitiate
the general accuracy of the electoral regis-

ters; the American sentiment, where it exists
in Utah, will have therefore opportunity to
assert itself. The result of the proceedings
under the Edmunds law, so far, is that while
in districts where the population is wholly
or principally Mormon they will elect candi-

dates of their own stamp and so secure the
appointing of a Mormon delegate to Con-

gress. In seme of the counties citizens of

American sentiment will be in permanent

control, and the men they elect will be a

check upon the future attempts of the Mor-

mons to reteat the Bhameful deeds that di- -

grace their past legislative and executive
history. The difficulty with which a grand
jury could be made up for the September
term of the Third District Court of
Salt Lake City is a sample of the
tough work it has been necessary to
perform. Three venires were drawn before
grand jury could be formed ; forty-eig- men
were had up to get a jury of fifteen, such aa

would enforce the sections of

the Edmunds bill. The result is a jury of

thirteen Americans and two Mormons not

enough of the latter to prevent indictments,

but plenty to inform their associates outside

of what takes place in the jury-roo- The
provision of the Edmunds bill are sufficient
simply to obstruct Mormon practices, not to

subdue them; it principal value will be to

point out the direction future legislation

must take.

their sons, and ambitious young men gener-

ally, will avoid too much marrying when the

penalty is a closing-oa- t of all political aspi-

rations. . Disfranchisement and ineligibility

to hold public ofice, added to the stigma

public opinio and the law has placed upoa

the filthy institution itself, will deter such
from the crime of their fathers. When this
latter clans abstain polygamy will "lose
caste," and be more and more avoided. Then
Christian sentiment may reassume its sway
and law receive the support of public opin-
ion in Utah. That tnrn once reached, the
inherent viciousness of polygamy will surely
work out its destruction.

FOUND MURDERED.

Horrible Death or A. V. Ross, Treas-

urer of the Cincinnati Coal

Exchange.

Conspiracy Discovered to Meal Bonds

and Plates from the Bureau of
EBgrariug and Printing.

Washlsgtos, October 9. Wm. F. Salter
and Wilmonis WsrJ, of this city, were ar-

rested at the instance of the Secretary cf the
Treasury, late last night, and committf d to
jail opon the charge of being engaged in a
conspiracy to steal bonds and plates from
the Bureau of Engraving and Printing, and
attempting to bribe employes of that bureau
to assist them thereiD. Tbe facts are as fol-

lows: At lhe time of the shooting of the
late President Garfield, and for some weeks
thereafter, Col. Irish, chief of the Bureau of
Engraving and Priming, wrote lo members
of his family spending tbe summer io Oik-lan-

Md., a series of letters largely devoted
lo the topic which was then uppermost in
all minds, the attempt to assassinate tbe
president. In these letters he expressed
wilb the freedom of domestic correspondence
his views from time to time with regard to
the causes and consequences of that public
calamity. When bis family left Oakland
these letter, together with a large collec-
tion of newspapers containing articles
relating to the assassination, were boxed
up and sent to Washington and placed for
safe keeping at tbe end of Col. Irish's desk
in his private office, where they remained
untouched by him for eight months or more.
Some time last spring Col. Irish discovered
that these letter. had been stolen, and he was
warned by an anonymous correspondent that
they were being or were to be nted, to
the injury of the friendly relations then ex-

isting between himself and President Ar-

thur. While engaged in aa investigation
with a view to ascertaining how and by
whom, the letters were purloined, Col. Irish
came upon clews which led to tbe discovery
of a conspiracy, i;h which the theft of the
letters was connected, to corrupt and bribe
employes of the bureau, and with their aid
to steal therefrom a quantity of bonds and
plates. Col. Irish laid Ibe facts at once be-

fore Secretary Folger, wbo, after a prelimi-
nary examination, became 8 a tit lied that
persistent attempt to get bonds and plates
from the bureau surreptitiously was being
made. He turned over the evidence already
obtained to the secret service division, and
directed the matter to be sifted to the bottom.
Special Detective Drummond, from New
York, was assigned the duly of following
up lhe clews, and be began au investigation
which ended Saturday night, in the arrest of
Salter and Ward. It appears that the ob-

ject of the conspirators in endeavoring to get
the bond j and plates from the bureau was
not a direct pecuniary gain, since they had no
intention of using them in counterfeiting.
Their' aim, rather, as slated by theui-eelvt- s,

was lo bring about tbe removal of the
present chief of the bureau by causing it to
appear that his management was so loose
and inefficient as to make theft of bonds and
plates a comparatively easy matter, and so
careless as to destroy public confidence in
Ibe integrity of government securities.
The then of Col. Irish's letters from
his office is supposed to be a part
of the same plan. S l!er, it is said,
represented to the dissatisfied employes of
the bureau, whom he attempted to bribe,
that be was acting in the interest of Benja
min li. iierry, a prominent politician oi
Pennsylvania; also that Berry was supported
bv Senator Cameron and the Pennsylvania
delegation as a candidate for Col. Irish's po
sition. Bsrrv. it was also claimed, would
certainly get the place if the latter could be
ousted. In that event he (Salter) would be
assistant chief of lue bureau, ana be would
reward with promotion tbe men wbo as
sisted In the removal of Col. Irish. Ward,
who with, several others whose names have
not yet been made public, was associated
with Salter in this attempt to bribe

of tbe bureau, was at one time an
employe himself, and was discharged by Col.
Irish a year ago. Of Salter's antecedents
nothing can be learned, lhe two men will
have a preliminary examination y.

The proof against them is said to be full and
conclusive.

It is a newly organized county, and
is situated in the midst of the finest grilling
district of northwest lexas. Ibe soil is rich
and very productive. If I were to tell you
of &e enormous size to which some articles
of riroduce crow in this county 1 fear you
would doubt my statement, for it would sound
unreasonable to a reasonable person who did
not know it; vet it is the truth and facts
which I know myself. Watermelons grow
to weigh 100 pounds and beets to tbe size of
fifteen pounds each; turnips, potatoes, cab
bage and other garden vegetables grow in
proportion. CottoD, corn and wheat can be
raised in abundance. In a dry season we
are sometimes a littie short of a plentiful
supply of water, bat we have several streams
running througn me county wnicu anoro
an abundance of water to these liv- -

un near them, aad those who do not
live near them nave targe ponas, nere
called tanks, at little or no expense at all,
and can be hauled most anywhere on tbe
prairies. As for timber, we have a scanty sup-
ply for building purposes, but plenty of
wood for fuel, and poles can be had for
fencins purposes. Ia the mountains we have
cedar which, if it had not been for fires
years ago, would have afforded plenty of ce-
llar fencing; however, we get enough to an-

swer as it is. The principal growth of tim
ber is scrubby post oak, mesquite and live
oak, cottonwood; willow, walnut and pecan
line tbe banks ot the principal streams. Any
kind of stock can be and is raised in this
country. Cattle is the staple of the country.
This section ia being filled up by sheep,
which are pouring in by thousands. Rail-
road and school lands are upon the market
and for sale at $2 50 per acre, and twenty
years time to pay for it in. Deaf and dumb
asylum land are lor sale at 91 ou per acre,
and ten years given to make payment. Other
companies have lands, out uiey are not oa
tbe market. Callahan county has 127,000
acres of school land for sale.

The county seat of Callahan ia Belle
Plain. It is situated in the center of the
county, in a beautiful plateau, surrounded
by rich and productive lands. A stream 01
water washes the western boundary. The
town numbers about fifty house, all told, of
which eight are business bouses, one a nolei
and one is the county jail. We have no
courthouse built yet, but have a good, strong
stone jail. I suppose the commissioners

ill take steps toward building a court
house soon. A good school Is in operation,
conducted by able teacher. - -

10 them. A member of the committee said
enough evidence had been produced to send
the trustees to the Stale's prison, and that
threat had bsen made that he and
others would be laid out if they attend-
ed yesterday's meeting. An itemized
account showing the disposition of 130,000,
including the Ford loan of (12,000,
was declared fraudulent. A resolution was
adopted declaring that the Irish World had
done a noble thing in closing its column to
that latest delusion, the Land League.
