ELECTRICITY. OAS AKD ELECTRIC
DAKUEIS.

Much interest is felt as to the question
whither the electrical light taking expense,
practical utility, convenience and other con-

siderations into account will, within a mod-

erate space of lime, prove better than a light
from coal The matter is still in doubt,
but the beginning made in New York by the
uho of Edison's electric lights will, no

doubt, afford the data required to ascertain
the prospective availability of ga and
tricity for ordinary uae. The gas companies
are making strenuous efforts to "hold their
own" as against electricity, but little things
occur now and then thai show in how serious
a light they view the forward strides their
rival is making. Au expression of their
fears,the more noticeable as it is indirect.waa
given the other day when the American Gux

Light Journal, the very able organ of the gas
companies of the country, admitted into its
columns statements as to the failure of Edi-

son's dynamo to supply the necessary e'ec-tricit- y

for lighting the 2500 houses in New
York where his incandescent apparatus has
been put up. The statement was false, and

it has given the Edison compauy opportunity

to make statement! al a very encouraging
nature as to the success of incandescent light

ice. The failure charged against the Edit on
light in the columns of the gas company's
organ was attributed by the writer to fi

cient insuIatioD, owing to the wires being
placed underground instead of on poles,

The, Ediaoa company say that in no part of

their management have they been more sue
cessful than m their underground wires,

The insulation not only sustains their, ex- -

iiectatioDs. but goes beyond them. Tbia is a
Xratifving statement outside of its cooucctioa
with electric lighting, as it shows that electric
wires can be placed underground without in
jurious loss of electric power, and such
proof from tuch a source may be considered
an pronouncing the doom of the dete.'laUe
street telegraph poles. We observe that Mrs

Edison has expressed himself on theaubj ctof
carrying electric wires upon poles in
a way that shosa not only that the wires
can be put under ground, but that safety will
require that tbey tnttii be put there aud not
upon poles. A few days ago a workman was
killed in New-Yor- k by coming in contact
with one of the wires of the iTrush system
of electrio lighting, and when Mr. Edison in
was aeked for facts as to danger from euea
ltc'.rio wiros he stated that if, during a tire

a stream of water from a fire engine should
cceie in contact with a broken arc-lig-

wire the rem an who held the nozxle would
be killed, as the streamof water would prove
a perfect conductor of electricity, as much

than this should aso as a copper wire. More
falling walls knock down a pole laden wjtU

wires it would be impoesiDie (o nisunguisu
the harmless wires from those Hut were
charged to a deadly decree with electricity,
and to handle such would be death. To
cut such a wire with an ax should the
handle of the implement be wet, as it almost I

THE KaeXIftH LABOR CONGRESS.
The New York World of Thursdy last

had an article, fiom its correspondent at
Manchester, Eogland, giving an interesting
account of the proceedings of the fourteenth
annual meeting of the representatives of the
English trades union?, an article which is of
interest ia these times of strikes and labor
disnntes among eurselves. From 1S59 to
1870 the working people ef Eogland made a
determined stand against the hardships and
oppression they were compelled to submit
to. Their organization were made the sub
ject of intense vituperation and bitter ridi
cule on the part of those who considered it to
be to their interest to keep the work ingnien
in a condition approaching to that of serfs
and vasaali. Experience has proved that
the efforts of the downirodden have resulted

good and brought about reforms and
chau"es which those who were at first op
posed now generally acknowledge to be for
he L'ood. mutually, of erolover and em
doyed. The union, however, were com

pel led to recognize, in the court e of their
hlruglee, that the employers had a case as
welt ss themselves. and that no
Hetilement pould be well made un
less the interest yf the employer was

consulted as well as their own. This difcov- -

rv brought reflection and t, and
action was taken only on found grounds ard
when there was a fair prospect of success.
In 1868 tbe ckief-iustic- e of goglaod rie-

M'ich
excitement followed, and steps were taken to
hold a congress of labor, a congress that now

The unfavorable legal
led to the appointment of a govern-

ment commUsion to inquire into the com-

plaints cf the working-peopl- e, which, in the
end, resulted in beneficial changes of law.
At these congresses the subjectsVf the lim-

itation of the number of apprentices, th
Lours of labor, protection of life io labor in-

volving risk, national education,
and arbitration ivre discufsed, also the

desirability of having refneeeptatives in
parliament, which resulted in the cltc-jo-

of two members. In subsequent legis-

lation on labor subjects the congress
and its legislative member were able
successfully to oppose some arbitrary bills
offered in Parliament, and to secure the pas-

sage of some excellent legal provisions. The
abominable system of paying in goods in
stead of money, for instance, was abolished;
the system pf treating the person employed

domestic or farm service as a criminal in
oise be broke bis contract, while a similar
ast on the part of the employer subjected
h'm to civil damage only, was done away,
bih caws being made civil. The annual
congresses generally tbaie their discussions
upon tbe proceedings of Paitiauje.il respect-
ing questions pertaining to labor. In J.S75

A Talk, wills Iks Khedive.
Following is the Khedive's talk with

correspondent of the London Timet: 1 do
not for a moment believe either in tbe genu
ineness, extent or patriotism of the
national feeling. The agitation, such as it
is, is the natural result of the weakness of
tne Egyptian government on the one hand,
ana tne success ol tbe lurkish lntneoes on
the o'.ber. Pen-Isla- m is as old as my time
and older, but I would never hear of it.
Different counsels have since prevailed and
we are now lace to lace with tbe conse--
queuces. I always managed by some means
or other to control and direct tbe religious
lervor ot my subjects in Jgypt, but when tbe
control came from Constantinople and not
from Cairo, religious fervor became religious
lanaticism, and tbe existence, influence and
temporary success of an Arabi, became a
possibility. I remember Arabi well. He
became a lieutenant colonel when very
young, and in the second or tkird year of
my act ministration was trud by courl-marli- al

for breach of trust. He should
have been broken, but one of my
generals persuaded me to pardon him, and
I did so. He was then translerred to the
commissariat, and only quite recently re
turned to active service in tbe armv. Arabi
can be painted in a word. He ia what tha
French call a blagvtr. He can talk and do
Dofbioz else. He is tbe tool of Mahmoud
Fehmia and Toulbi, about both of whom I
have nothing good to say. Arabi is, and al-

ways was, an arrant coward. I always said
he would run a war, and he certainly de
camped very quickly at The
uiiij uikic lucu in ui. J 1 j arc AU rruiuf
and Addelala. Ibese are soldiers, but 1
would d'fy Arabi himself to define either
patriotism" or "national feeling. He cer

tainly has neither one nor the other, al-

though 'half Europe seems inclined to re
gard him as the would-b- savior of bis coun
try, ibetrumia tbat tbe Egyptian people
must lean on something and follow some one.

IRELAND.

As a conoession to
tbe feeling of the Catholic clergy through-
out Ireland ail bishops except Archbishop
McCabe extended general permission to the
priest, of ibeir diocese, tot.ke ptrt in the
Mansion nonee evicted tenant, aid move
ment. and in th. new Labor Leasue and ia
tbe new Industrial Union founded by Par
cel!, several minor cuurcn dignitaries con-
sequently become presidents ot branches of
the league, and will in tbat capacity partici
pate in tbe Uuolm conlerence.

MR. DAvrrr'a last speech.
Davitt, in a speech at Wexford, Sunday,

Owine to the alarming increase of pan
perism in the south of Ireland, the Dublin
Uoioo ha. taken the lead in the proposal to
send 1000 able-bodie- d men and women to
Canada at a cost of 7000.

A CaaiMllaai Bishop the Irish!.London. Ont.. October 10. Bishop Walsh,
who has just returned from Ireland, yesterday,
in St. Peter's cathedral, referred to tbe Irish
question. He condemned in scathing terms
agrarian crimes, but quoted statiatics losbow
that there was less crime, in proportion, in
Ireland, than in r.ngland. Scotland, and
Wales. While opposing the disintegration
of the empire, the bishop favored homernle
lor Ireland similar to that enjoyed by Canada.

ENGLAND.
' AN IMPENDIKa COAL STRIKE.

London, October 10. A conference o
coal miners representing nine counties o
Eusland, met at Manchester Friday to de
cide npon tbe time when notices shall be
given of a general stoppage of work, espe
cially in Yorkshire, Derbyshire and linca.
autre.

The Staffordshire coal mine owners have
acceded to the applications of Ihe miners for
an advance ot ten per cent, in wages. 1 wenty
thousand men are affected by tbe decision.

8neelreaerle Fwreeasla.
The Duke of Argvll, writing with regard

to tbe difficulty and uncertainty attending
spectroscopic forecasting of .weather, says:
'M have lately concluded a yachting cruise
of seven week on tbe west coast of scot- -

land. I had with me a pocket spectroscope
of admirable clearness of definition, made by
Mr. Browning, of London, and I observed it
frequently during all varietis of westber.
I never could see that the 'rain band' bad
anv predictive value. It was present fre
quently in weather comparatively settled,
and it was sometimes evanescent or absent
during fine inteivals of weather which was
very wet and very broken. I must add,
however, tbat I found tbe ordiosry
aneroid barometer to be equally useless for
predictive purpose. It was unusually high
lor days together, during which Ihe weather
was very unsettled, with violent rain, and
even some severe gales. It completely failed
to indicate one gale ot exceptional violence
which happened on tbe night of tbe 20th of
August, and generally I may say that
throughout Ibe reason it has risen and fallen
cotemporaneously with tbe changes of
weatber. and not la anticipation ol tbem.
One very remarkable fact, however, I have
observed this season, and have often observed
t before tbat our barometer beie almost

invariably indicates theragingof great gales
over the western and even the southern shores
of Eogland. Mr. Piazza Smyth certainly
made a 'good shot' in his rtcent letter, pre-
dicting some fine, dry weather from a spec- -
tioscope lorecaat. And it may oe tbat tbe
laws rrgulatirg the appearances of tbe 'rain
band' are yet capable of yielding good re
sults to skilled observers. But I suspect the
skill is not very easily attainable with our
present knowledge.
