The number who survive youthful
life by reaching tbe sge of twenly-fiv- e years
bad been increased 19 610 percent, during
the last forty years, while the number of
those who pass from twenty to thirty-fiv- e at
years, baa been increased 12 2-- per cent, in to
the same period. Two hundred years ago
in Eoglsnd, smallpox, when it became
prevalent killed ninety-si- x out of every
1000, and aixty-ei- x and one-ha-lf in Ger
many. JNow, tbe mortality irom this cause
is less than one in 1000. Sanitary science
hss thus saved ninety-fiv- e deaths in every
1000 in England, and sixty-si- x and one-hs- lf

iu Germany, and such visitation as the black
death in Europe would, never be knewn
again until sanitary science became a thing
unknown. The number of deaths from ty-

phus has been reduced in Eogland more than
half, and the aame is true of any other
disease. Indeed it had, he sail, come lo be
the belief o( scientific and thoughtful men
that preventable sickness unprevented is a
crime against society, and that preventable
death uopreveatcd, is a crime against Gad.
