Y., states that the

comet grazed the sun so closely as to canse

Whether the great
comet will continue to produce a brood of

smaller comets remains to be seen. Il
is now ruthing away from us at
a speed 2000 tiints greater than the
swiftest express train, and is the tenth
comet of which history has any record,
that has been seen by day. The others, ae
cording to Camilla Flamaion, the French
aatrononiijt, were "the comet of the year 43
B. C, which the Romans imagined to be the
ghost of C4ar, who had been assassinated-- a

short time previously by Brutus and Csesiua;
the two comets of the year 1402, the count
of 1532. the comet of 1577, the comet of
1618, the jcomet of 1744, and the comet of
183, which pasaed so close to the sun that
it traversed the solar flames with the unim-

aginable speed of 550,000 meters per sec

Generally there has been a

batter proportion of corn raised than usual,

The effects of the drouth of the previous

lesson brcght many farmers to a rational
course, one we hope they will not be induced

t depart from in the future. Let them
grow corn, cut hay and fatten pigs and they

can stand where many wilt tail. It waa ex
peeled by most people that, on account cf

the incresssd acreage of cereals, there would
be a decrease of cotton, bnt such doea not
appear to be the case, and if a
varied cultivation increases on the farms the
opposite will be the case.. Whan corn and

other necessaries are grown, hogs raised, and
so on, the farmer, having hia money to pay
out from his cotton proceeds, ia able to in-

close and cultivate more land, or to provide
himself with improved implements or ma-

chinery, to get good mulea and to employ
sufficient labor to put in his cotton and other
crops in the best possible style. In short, t he
cultivation of necessaries for the farm and

its occupants in no degree lessens the cotton
nroduction: more labor ia employed, that is
all ; so that the production of cotton ia nbfT

decreased, while the profit on the crop is
' 'materially increased.

IHI WOBLD'd COTTOJI MAHUFAO... lllKCft.
The Washington State Department haa

published in a volume of 400 pages, reports
of American consuls in every part of Europe
reelecting' tbe cotton and woolen mills there.
Tbe department forwarded a set of qnestions
to each consul, the book contains the replies
and is one of great interest, and ia view of

the advances the South is making toward
manufacturing the material it grows, it ia to
ns of decided importance. The information
asked for by our consuls was in many

refused, Germany' and Spain especi-
ally were adverse to making statements, and
even in England and France direct refusals
to communicate the facts asked for were not
nnfrequlntrBbsInea men will understand
tbe reluctance various manufacturers ex-

pressed,., but beside their frequently
llare4 desire "to keep their business

to themselves," there was often s special
reason growing oat cf the advance of cotton
Manufacturing iK'ihe Cnitod States.. One
German cotton manufacturer said: "America

iiss tbe staple, and as soon as the manufac-
turers 'there adopt European methods,
trade here will be at an' end." Ia Spain,
where, the consul at Malaga states, enormous
profits are made in the cotton manufactory,
among Barcelona manufacturers information
was commonly refused. There was a fear

of competition from" ua, of our building
nills tor ourselves, and to ask for informa-

tion to use it against those who gave it was
thought "impertinent. In this - feeling of
jealousy we see how clearly the boainess peo- -

pie of Europe recogn:z our advantages
iodred, they know them better loan we do
ourcelve. Could we see these advantages
as they do, but little raw cctton would for
the future leave our shores. To the South
all this is extremely encouraging. Europe
recognizes that when the producer of cotton,
instead of making it over to them to manu-

facture, take to manufacturing it where
it grows, a trade that has built up cities and
made thousands millionaires will be retained
ia the hands of the producing country. How
vast the cotton interest is tew of us have
acta ally realized to ourselves. Ia England
alone the amonnt of wages paid ia the cot-

ton industry is $121,602,500 a year, and the
total value of the production last year waa

$474,916,3.68. The amount of capital in-

vested there in the cotton-spinnin- g and weav-

ing industry is 1203,058,000, and this outside
of the hosiery and lace machinery, and the
printing, bleaching and dye works. The
English Lancashire report ia of great value,
and many particulars especially so; for in-

stance, much as we hear of Lancashire
"strikes" we learn here that at Old bam they
have a superior class of work people who

are on the best terms with their employers,
and, we read, "The local cotton trade is en-

tirely free from those petty strikes occurring
at individual . mill', which are the
base of employers at other towns in
England. Shouli any dispute arise prop-

erly accredited individuals at once lake the
matter in hand and settle it, with almest
mathematical precision, by arbitration."
If our associated workmen in Memphis de-

sire to introduce the arbitration system, lei
them correspond with Oldham and learn their
invaluable secret. Tbe English manufactory
ers sre much censored for the manner in
which they "sixe" their goods. We are told
in the report before ns that the practice ia

not the cheat it ia supposed to be, and if we

become exporters of manufactured cotton we

shall have to aize also. The principal de-

mand for eiz;d goods is in the East, where
when the natives select these goods they are
fully aware what they are doing such goods
are required in many ways. At large funeral
di'plays a loose robe ia given, as ws
give gloves end crape, for wrapping the
dead, lining coffins and other funeral ob-

servances. There is also a vast nse of
cotton-clot- h in a way that makes a

good-lookin- g article neces-
sary. Tbe lasting quality is of little
importance. For lining for clothing, and for
articles hot washed, the same need exists for
low price and decent appearance, while
the more lasting quality is of minor consid-

eration. Of French manufactures long
statistical tables are given, but the manufac-

turers generally declined to give special in-

formation. In Normandy we learn of the
work people that "a considerable number of
the men and women live together without
the sanction of law, and hardly seem
alive to the immoralilv of such unions. In
consequence there is an illegitimate progeny,
tbe care of rearing which is divided between
the parents and a charitable branch of the
eovernment charged with such duty." The
German manufacturers were particularly
jealous about giriog information, fearing it
would be made to act against their interests,
A particular point in that country ia tbe
low payment for wages compared with the
high charges for food. The report says: "Thus
far the means of subsistence for them are re
stricted to tbe barest necessities of life; much
of the daily diet of the American workman
would be considered luxuries in a German
workiogman's family, and is placed wholly
beyond his reach." This starvation policy
it bad, however, at well as cruel; the under
fed workmen cannot do the amount of labor
ordinary with ns. That low wages, in
sufficient for the support of "manly strength,
should exist in Germany, where a rampant
"protection" system also exists, is demon
strative proof that if protection can make
fjod dear, it fails to keep up wages equiva
lent to food prices. Here lies the secret of
the prevalence of socialism, a product of the
two factors "ill-paid- " and "ill-fed.- " Tbe
I'alian portion of the report states that
American cotton goods are preferred in Italy
to tbe English on account of their superior
strength, snd with attention a good trade
Could be established. - These reports contain
much excellent matter, especially with re
spect to technical education, to which we

ill tnrn on another occasion.

HONORIMtjl A PHILOSOrHKK,
- Henry George is tbe author of a book on
the science of political economy, entitled

Progress snd Poverty." That science is
one that is lees studied than it merits, bnt
it has hitherto been put b.fore us in a man
ner that ia repellant in most minds. In vain
did Harriett Martineau bend her match-
less, skill to sugar-plu- m political econ-

omy, yet with the glamour of the
brilliant fancies in which she envel-
oped its cardinal principles the people
cjuld not be made to take to it. But
an American writer "performed the impossi-'e,- "

as the French say, in his "Progress and
Poverty," and be is th first writer that ever
succeeded in drawing the popular mind .to

interested" in tbe "dismal science."
His facts are such as all know, his inferences
such as all can understand, and the reader
follows his reasonings not only with patience
tut with delight. He shows that, aa thing r
now managed, just in proportion as progress
builds np large fortunes at one end of the
social scale, poverty makes inroads on the
olbtr; as the rich become richer the poor be
come poorer. Mr. George attributes this master
evil of tbe social system to private owner-

ship of land; Shut many who feel the whole
force of his facts differ from hia inference,
si ill they honor him for the eminent ability
and the masterly analysis of his book. Mr.
George recently went to Ireland, when the sort
of people the English employ te spy snd dog
sud provoke Ireland took it into their heads
that he was an agitator and a firebrand, and
searched his baggage and arrested him; con
duct for which the proper official authority
has aiDce apologized. On his return to Nw
York some of his admirers, including Henry
Ward Beecher, testified their appreciation
by honoring him with a special festivity at
Deimonico's on Saturday evening. The
president of the Central Labor Union,
Mr. K. Briasert, said that the
principles of that union were those
laid down in Mr. George's book, which
had grandly laid down the basis of true lib-
erty. In bis reply to this and other ad-

dresses, Mr. George defended the theory of
his system, which seeks to remove all re
strictions upon the production of wealth,
and so te distribute that wealth that what a
nan fairly earns he may receive. Suppose a
man comes here from Europe, and brings
wealth to use in bnilding a structure and es- -
ablishing a business. . instead of meeting

with encouragment he is fined for what he is
going to do on every article that passes the
c onto m house. He see 8 ' t, borhood.

unwholesome refuse, and he says, ' I'll clear
this filth away and put up a factory on the
ground, and give these poor people work, so
thai they may live in comfort" , Is he re
ceived with joy and encouraged t No"; he
is blackmailed by a heavy nee of purchase
for making good nse of land that had been
of worse than no use at all. He puts up
the. facte rr. and families live in com'
fort in cuoquence that were al
most " poverisbing for want. Is he
regarded as a benefactor? No; the er

taxes a fine upon hint because he
has used his capital so as to create wealth,
to give subsistence to labor snd to benefit his
species, in is way ot punishing tbe bene
factors of the race Mr. George would do
away with. He woo Id not tax him who,
with his capital or his labor, was benefiting
his country ; he would tax the land. Then
nobody wonld hold land nnproductively, as
it would not pay the tax; those would oc
cupy it who would make it productive of
wealth and so could pay the tax on it. In
this way there would be no more

occupancy of land by men who do
nothing, with tbe land themselves, yet pre
vent those occupying it that would make il
a source of wealth and a blessing to the
country. This exposition of Mr. George's
views will give the reader ihe key to the
philosophy of his splendid work Droorai mad
rmcrty, whjch every intelligent person
should read. Mr. Beecher associated the
name of Mr. George with," that of Herbert
Epencer, now present in this country. Both
are striving to make the community ac-

quainted with venerable errors we entertain
to our loss, and those who" thus open the
eyes of the .intellect and war npon error
merit to be honored as Mr. George has been
on his vixit to New York.

Our present system ia one in which Jay
Gould, Mr. Pender and one or two ether
magnates do about as tbey please, with the
telegraph lines. Tneir nse for the transmis-
sion of communications is but k small part
of what they are constructed for. l'hev are
made so as lo"bul i" and "bear" the stock mar-
kets, to effect combinations, monopolies and
the like, all of which have to be paid for by
the people. In England it costs twenty-fiv- e

cents to send a message of twenty words to
any part of tbe kingdom, and six cents ad-
ditional for each five words in excess. For
tbe year 1881-82- , receipts of the management
ot the telegraphs above the expenditures
were over $1,000,000.

A LIVELT canvass is now going on in
Obion county between the Hon. D. D. Bell,
tbe bolters' csndidate for the State Senate,
and the Hon. B. B. Wat kins, the nominee of
the regular Democracy. Mr. Bell was a
member of the last Legislature, and made

The Constantinople correspondent of tbe
New York Sun, writing his paper, says:
Then came the bombardment and the burn-
ing cf Alexandria, followed by ihe landing
of English troops, which allowed of no other
solution of the difficulty than that of the
cannon. The palacs was prepared for it,
and intended lo send a Turkish corps, which
gradually would have passed over to the
Egyptians. This, moreover, was no secret.
Officers and soldiers were perfectly well

with tbe situation, and the most
ignorant Nizam could tell ns more about
Egyptian affairs than any journal was sble
to do. There was no concealment either of
opinions or projects, and any one who knows
tbe Turkish troops around the palace could
not be deceived in this matter. It remained
to reinforce Arabi morally in order to gain
time to bring matters lo a favorable con-

clusion. But bow was tbis to be done? To
send an envoy officially? Impossible. A
secret agent would have produced no effect.

Just at this point Providence appeared
and came to the aid of Abdul Hamid, hold-
ing an American journalist by the hand.
Mr. James Gordon Bennett arrived in the
bar bor of Constantinople in his yacht, Wal-
lace presented him to the Saltan, who invited
him to dine with him. Under his napkin
Bennett lonnd his insignia of the Order of
the Osmali.

At the dessert Abdul Hamid unbosomed
himself. "You can render me a very great
service," said he to Mr. Bennett, who, greatly
surprised, immediately replied: "8peak,
your majesty; I shall be delighted. What
can I do?"

"Go find Arabi and bring him to me.
"Is that all? There ia nothing more

simple. Count npon me. In five days Arabi
and 1 will be here;" and, as be was about to
leave, Abdul Hamid said to him: "One mo
ment; I wish to aid you in this mstter. I
think that a word Irom ms to Arabi will
not be without its influence. Here it is, and
I rely npon your honor to give it into his
own hands."

Mr. Bennett at once departed. He carried
with him Ihe reverse of what he believed
he was taking. What the Saltan wrote was
designed preciaely to confirm Arabi in hia
resistance.

Of the Fonsdiag of FeaBgylvasia Cele
brated at Philadelphia With Im-

posing Ceremonies Pean's
Welcome.

The City Literally Covered With Flag
and Decorations Thousands of

People tke Streets.

Philadelphia, October 24. No more
filling weather could hav been vouchsafed
for the landing day than that which pre-
vailed this morning. At no time during
even the Centennial period was any event
so thoroughly snd heartily celebrated by
the public, which filled the streets, the
river fron', windows and roofs of the houses
fronting or overlooking tbe Delaware, and
all sorts of gaily-decorat- crafts oa tbe
river. Kboitfy after 8 o'clock the tugboats,
steam bargee and other vessels to the num-
ber of about 150 formed in line, in ihe
vicinity of Lagae Island, some five miles
south of the city proper, and followed in tbe
wake of tbe "Welcome," a Danish bark
fitted np to represent the original vessel on
which Penn came over.
