THE people of Illinois vote this year on s
constitutional amendment whereby the com=
struction of the Hennepin canal—as impor-
tant to the Siate an the Ecrie canal is to
New York—is to bo turned over to the Fed-
eral government. The Biate of 1llinois be-
gan some years ago ihe construction of the
Illinois and Michigan canal, connecling the
Klinois river gud Lake Michigan, A con-
giderable sum of mouney, about $5,000,000,
was spent on this work sod a canal
coustructed from Chicsgo to the Illinocis
river; but the work was found log gigantic
for the State, the estimate for the lower por-
tion of this work entitled the Hennepin
canal, from Rock Island to the river, being
at least $20,000,000. The last Iliinoia Legis-
lature passed a constitotionsl amendment, to
be submitted to the popular vots in Novem-
ber, whereby the constructed canal is to be
tarned over to the Federal government, pro-
yided the United States shall sccepl the
grant wilthin five years and will agree to
enlarge the canal and muintain it as & na-
tionsl water-way for commercial purposes,
to ba used by all persons under such rules
and regulstiens as Congress may prescribe.

Tz election of Jossph N, Dolph, Repub-
lican, to succeed Gov. Lafayells Grover,
Demoorat, in ihe United Sintes Benale, in a
victory in all probability for the |anti-rail-
road elements of the Oregon Lagisisture.
When John H. Milchell wae in thd Benate—

Msry’s College, Emmittsburg,
Md., who died last Thureday, at the age of
seventy-two, was the first man in this coun-
try to receive the degreeof M.D. It was
bestowed upon him by Georgetown Univer-
sity, and the diploma was presented to him
by President Zachary Taylor.

who, having secured a ‘play,’ become at osce
“The Justly Celebrated Comedian’ and ‘The
Great American Tragedian'"

GHOSTS IN GOTHAM.

¥Mysterionz: Doings in asm Aparimeat
House in New York—Voices from
the Other World.

Policemen Driven to Despair by Unaeen
Enemies—Spooks and Spiri 3
Broad Day.

_ The New York World publishes the follow-
iog remarkable parrative. The occurrences
detailed were witnessed by a number of repu-
table persona in that city, and the sccuracy
of the story can be vouched lor, the editor of
the World baving been put in possession of
the names and sddresses of the principal
parties concerned, The t narrator of
the incidents is a professi geotleman
ﬁ_d]] koown in Harlem, and is a man of the
highest character. The [xmily wexed by
ihe demonstrations live in his immediats vi-
cinity. Thev are of good repute
and are loath to sttribute the phenomens 1o
the infiuence of upseen spirits, The health
of one of the female members of the [amily
has snffered severely in consequence of the
shock to her pervons system. The house,
which is & new brick building, is sitosted in
the northern part of the city. It may be re-
marked that the policemen” who were called
in at the tims b quite d lized
what they saw and heard, and an Eaglis
delective, who was allowed at bhis own re-
quest te wilness the demonstrations, as he
had had much experience in similar cases,
conld form no theory ss to _their canse,
found his most vigilant eflorta 10 explain
them utterly baffled.

A RBemnarkable Narrative.

In response to a prolessional appointment
I,on Thursday,the 1st of June last, st
about 1:30 o'clock p.m., calied at the piace
appeinisd, but centrary to my cullom:dv
experience was not promptly sdmilted.
However, n&on my answering & call from
within of “Who's there?” the door was pres-
ently opeved, when I was quijie surprised to
zee & barricade before me. n ioguiry I
learned that beginning with tﬁ morping of
Wednesday the previous day at sbout €
o'clock, the inmates had been startied n
{urious knocking at their private door, fol-
lowed soon afterward by a violent ringing
of the street bell which hangs in the rear of
their hall, The building forms a large
double-flat with a broad entrance, each flat
having = private hall-way.

When the inmates snswered thess stari-
ling summonses no one was found. Upon
their returning to their rooms again the
Rame lormance was al once re-enacted.
Finally, the maid, taking coursge, went
down close Lo Lhe door, and upon a repeli-
tion of the knocks opened the saddenly,
only to be baffled as before, This somewhat
amaxad ber, but did not deter ber from
watching and promptly chasing up the dem-
onsiratiops. The knock: and ringiogs
were readily distinguishable all over the
premises, and others had been similarly ao-
noyed, especiaily those liviog on the towilst,
but to a less degree. The family, exceptiog
the daughter and maid servant, were absent
irom home and were not expeeted bick until
Thoureday night. From the bath-room =
view of the street entrance is readily ob-
tained, and npon each recurrence of the ter-
rible noise the maid would rush to the bath-
window, but her perseverance and coursge
yielded nothing, s no creature was ever
seen. These two demonstrations were con-
tinned all throngh Wednesday, snd, I waa
wld, s'opping entirely about 6:30 o'clock

p.m.

Upon hearing this, as I thooght it = rather
amusing recital, I was al once interested.
Bat I was speedily brought to a realization
of the fuct that something more than ordi-
nary was op, for the knocking commenced
while they were rehearsing their annoyances
and ioforming me that the noises had
sgain commenced that morniog and
ut the same lime sa oun (ibe day
before—Wednesday. Before I came, be-
ginming to grow somewhat slarmed st their
inability to ferret out the matter, twe police-
men had been summoned, who made a thor-
ough search of the premises and of Lhe en-
tire bailling, but to mo purpose, as the
demonstrations continued even while they
were about. Somewhat disturbed and a
little frightened, I suspect, the ‘‘cops” ad-
vised the barricading of the private door,
which had so serprised me upon my sdvent.
Ax I listened to the story, I felt convineed
that some clever rogue was at the bottom of
the mischiel. My personal experience began
with =& startly sample of the knockin:s,
shortly lollowed by = violent ringing of the
sireet bell. I at oonce said that ooly
course wans Lo remove the barricade and test
the matter with the door opened. We
accordingly unbarred the door and
returped 1o the parior, wheié T ssited
myself in [oll view of the open door
snd about ten feet away from if, with
the danghter and the maid standing beside
me, e had pot loog to wait. Toe loud
knocking came as before, but the door did
not move, neither did aoy one pass the door,
The knocks were deliberately given, always
in four strokes, differing from the sound of
kunuckles, aod seemingly given with mome
blont insirument—yet, withal, lond and pen-
etrating. They sounded like blows siruck
with a large billet of wood. Occasionally
the knocks would passto the upper floor,
bul the troubl d ed on the first
floor, Every one in the building was now
on the lookout, in the hope of putting an
end to the perplexing annoyance. Present-
ly, to onr further surprise, s new [eature
waa developed. Closely followiog a violent
tug st the bell a lood, rapid beating on the
door wea noticed, ssif it were being whipped
with a long, fial strip of wood. At this mo-
ment, in the bat-rack, I discovered n light
cane, and, jokiogly plseing it npright in a
wsy of which all were witnesses and could
remember, I returned rather incredulousiy
to my watch. Insiantly on my returning to
the parlor, za belore, came the boisterous
whippiog sound, bot this time the door
was shut to! Astonnded, we rushed to
the hat-rack, where, incredible as it msay
seem, the cane wau discovered, not # ing
an 1 left it, bot lying mcross the slab of the
stand precisely ss one would carelessly toss
it there. No one, I think, was {rightened, but
wa confessed to a good deal of bewilderment.
Finally, as the knocks continued,whether the
door was open eor not, we closed it, and
swaited further developments. Pumzled
peighbora came in snd oot for “iaforma-
tion,” but all were equally mystified. Every
ooe had an opinion 1o offer, but we solution
was [orihcoming, all attempts to fathom it
proving fruitless. About 5 o’clock that day
a more impressive feature made its adven'.
A distinet eall (resemwbliog & woman's voice)
was heard uttering the daughter’s name,
“Mar-ie!” with & strong scceatistion and pro-
longation on the second syllable,

The knocka now eame [rom other sonrces
than the door, sometimes from s closet
within a few feet of me in the bhall, and the
call was again heard, perlec;.llf distinct—so
much s that the denghter and all of us re-
marked upon ite close resemblance to her
mother’s voice,

_ These mysterious demonstralions con-
tinued until the gentlemen of the housebold
reached howe, At first they ridiculed the
whole thing, but in a few moments, upon
hearing the decided knocks, followed by the
call of the name, they were convinced that
something extraordinary was going on, and
the matter was al once given over again (0
the polices The demovstrations aguin
stopped for the day st about 7 o’clock p.m.
At oo time did they occur at night, exeepl-
ing one evening when = few thumps were
given between 7 and 9 o'clock, called
early on Friday moroing to see if anything
new had happened. The misiress of the
housebold had returned home late on the
previous evening and bad heard nothing of
the peculiar goings-on except at secood-hand
until early on Friday morniog, when true to
the record of the previous day operations
commenced again st aboul the same hour,
causing more amusement than dread, how-
ever, 85 it was pow growing to be monclo-
nous,

Presentiy, however, = new freak occurred;
this was a tapping co the glasm of the win-
dows as if with a lead-pencil used length-
wise, 2= 1 found opon eéxperiment. Intend-
ing only to remain a few moments, I was
about leaving when s scream irom the
who was coming from the kitchen, caused all
of us hastily to rush 1o the hall, where the
maid weas seen trembling and quite lerriﬁnd;
for the first time, and pointing to = heap o
overcoals which had falien Irom the hat-
rack, quite in front of it—npot st the side, as
would seem more natural—and bad been
“iu thaeir [ﬂnlll thres or four feet
spart. e were now standing together,
incloding the maid in the hall at l.hes;l.rlar
enlrance, no u being in the rear of thg
premises. Noticeable mow was the {act that
all the knockings and so on had cessed, and
that the mysterions force had spparenily
I and more

ssttled itsell down to s different

stariling line of work, for even as we stood
contemplating this unaccountable perform-
ance, (he plush cover used for a round table
standiog m the rear of the hall, just where
it bends, and before reaching the curtain
which shuts from view partially the kitchen
entrapes, was seen deliberately to slide off in
a beap on the foor. Exnmination sson re-
vealed the fuct that no draught of wind conld
have sffected it Even a strong dranghi
could by no possibility have caused such a
result, for ita going off was too deliberate.
We again took our stand at the upper end

of the hall as before for a further compariog

which had been hanging in the

hind the door, forty feet or more away, was
borled ovar Lhe top of the iere of which I
have spoken, and

one end of the stick covered with flakes of
lime from striking the ceiling. Qaiekiy fn)-
lowing i', and before we could digest this
rather slarming demonstration, a slight
racket near us altracted our atteation, when,
upon hastily turning abont, the umbrellas
and the cape standing in the hal-rack were
flang up as though shot from s mortar and
were mcaitered over the floor in differemt
directions several

could recover onr semsss this aame table,
which had figured before in regard to this
eoverlel, came tumbling over and wwer
toward us snd stopped when only within tes
feet of us, jost aboat where the oak leal had
janded. These successive crasbes aroused
the occupants of the entire building, who
spxiously came sround us for sn explama-
tion. e cotld only point to the confusion
on the floor and added further fuel to their
amazement by teiling them that the demon-
sirations had takem place before our very
eyes and wilbout the aid of bapds. These
violent scenes now ceased, but the terrible
sirain wes begioning to show itsell upon
pome members of the family. A neighboring
druggist and others, with some peranaaion,

ailed upon & certain member of the
}mily to retire and scoept the hospitality
of friends io an adjoising apartment antid
these startling scenrs should be ended. No
sooner had willing haods sssinted the faint-
ing lady to cther apartments than a dread-
ful scream resounded throughout the prem-
ises. We thought the sfllicted lady had
been: seized with some spasmodic attack, bat
the persons who b volum ir
valuable aid to remove her relurned,
and others ran up from below to see
il aoy one was injured or whal bad hap-
rooe-d to call forth such n shriek. Then the
act was patent to all of us that this scream
was only snother of the torments of this ia-
explicable scene. It waa & piercing shriek,
quite audible lo every ooe up atairs sad
down, and created 3 profound impression.
The climax was now passed. In the after-
poon the knocking was resumed at less fre-
quent intervals and the call reiursed. A
pew and more harmless festure also made
its appearance—ihui of a soff, insinosting
whistle; short, yet deliberate, with a rising
inflaction. It seemed to come from the mid-
dle of the house, bui patient watching and
listening afforded no clew. Oscasiomally the
knocks and violent cane-rappings would put
in an appearance, but at noticeably rarer
intervals. Dariog these ucilinf episodes
detectives were examining Lhe cellar and all
its approaches, and were suppoeed io be
makiog & thorough msearch, bot without re-
sulise, They were inclined to_ridicale the
whole bosinesa. Operatioos on Fridsy again
ceased for the day before dark, My iniense
curiosity and the fascination of the mystery
again led me to calieariy on Saturdsy mora-
ing. Upon my arrival 1 learned that
nothing up to 9 o'clock had occurred.  About
10 o’clock the familiar four-atroked, impera-
tive koock resounded upon the irem: door
again, BSoon alterw the head oi the
house, who was at home this day, was
sbout to take his departure on s marketiog
tour and had p out of the door. For-
getting something he returned, leaving the
door open, upon which the gong sel up s
lively gait evenas we looked uponit, though
strange to say the handie did not move.
Neither could we imitale the riogiog npon
immediately testing it. This was the only
time at which the private gong was tampered
witk, and it was the only demonstration that
gave coloring to the theory of electricity ad-
vanced by some. Awong Lhe many who
called to gratify their curiosity wae a genile-
man who sppeared to have some practical
idess and was sccordingly admitied. He
claimed to havs beeo an Eoglish detective
at one time. However, be took bold with
will and was impatient for something to turn
up. It wes12 o'clock before his patience was
rewarded, when the old kmockiags again
asseried themselves, He was now all atten-
tion and goiog o solve it at once, Presently
he was {urther regaled with a few “lead-
pencilinge,” a “whistle” or lwo and one per-
emptory “call,” which rather staggered him.
He worked well. Going o Lhe elevator he
ook out the planking, examioed the floors,
joserted his knife sbout the floors and wire
connections, and did every conceivable thing
to find a clew, and yet, whepever his
back was turped or he would rest a moment
to think it out, something would greet
him. Either & “whistle” or the “taps” woonld
returo to mock him. Fioally, he gave it up
as the mest remarkable performance ke had
ever wiinessed and went away, promising,
however, 10 return and yet solve it. All
Baturday afternoon the whistling continued,
apparently now coming up ihe elevator.
We wonld sit near it and open the elevator
door. The whiatling wouﬁ; come forth na
clear a2 a flute. When we stood in the door-
way it woold stop, Bat let us just with-
draw our heada and we would get it agzin,
always seeming within a few feet of us. One
of the party stationed himself in the botiom
of the elevator im the cellar, but with the
ssme resull—we never caught anything.
Qur watchinz was not quick enougb. For
five morial bours thres of us and & police-
man puezled our braipa over it, all to mo
avail, It was so lifelike and natoral that it
ssemed fathomable. Sometimes it sttempled
a few notes in géo, but our imitations
were very feeble and lodicrous. The round
ceased about 5 o'clock but returned about 7
p. m, when, upon the piao’s being used, this
thing, whatever it was, whistled snatches in
perfect time and tune, always tak-
ing as a preference, howaver, the
dominnst harmonies, which o me
seems s remarkable and strange [eature.
Others were called in to hear it and were e
greatly mystified. On Sanday, the last and
only whistling ook place aboat moon. It
resembled now the blast of & fog-horn nnd
was decidedly startling, inrsmuch as it waa
thought the torment had ended for good.
One other whistle was heard like blowing in
the neck of a bottle. With these two start-
ling toots, the visitor departed. I should
have mentioned before that the bell-hanging
waa entirely destroyed and bad 1o be re-
paired before it could be used agazin, All
the demonstralions were confined to the
private hall, and everything of a metallic
aature in the hall contributed its mite of
noise, A bronze door-knob was shaken and
turned several times. The erank of & tube-
whialle was seen 1o move, and added its liny
rattle once or iwice. Taken altogether it
was & memorable experience, more so as all
the demoustrations were enacted before our
eyes, and our uncesning efforta o unravel it
always resuited in failure,

Incredible ns it may seem, the picture is
underdrawn, maoy minor demoostrations
being omitted. The foregoing is pothing but
a plain, truthfal statement of [acla jus! ne
they occurred, which can be substantiated by
two othere, wLo, like myself, were not mem-
bers of the family, bot simply witoesses of
what transpired.

Capt. Beckel Kemp Howell.
“Ex-Confederats” writes to the New Or-
Jeans Picoyune that the death of Capt. Becket
Kemp Howell, of the Iate Confederais ma-
rine corpe, claims from the conntry heserved

BIOGRAPHICATL.

Capt. Howell wea born st Natehez in 1840.
was the grandson of Gov. Richard Howeil, of Now
Jersey, and son of William Burr Howell, & soldier
of the war of 1512, who was distinguished in the
battle of Lake Erte. At an eariy age Capt. Howell
was appoioted by Presidenit Buchansu ligntenant
ol En‘i’ud States marines, where ho continued to
serve gpntil his pative Stale seceded from the
Unfon: tben, trus to his nllegisnes w Lhe
Siate of his nstivity, be resgned from the
Uniled Siates service and eotered thai of
the Confederncy. In 1561 ba was sppolnted
s lientensst of Confederale maripes, and
ed to duty on board the Sumter,
federate crulser which left our ports,
sad aafaried the flag of the new republic on the
ncean. The eventinl career of thls little merchant
ship converied into s vessel of war s o well
xnown to require notice here Whan st last she
was no looger seaworihy, snd was condemnped and
wold, the commander, Capt. Baplee!

According 1o Inte privale advices from
Ktartoom the Egypliana are preparing for
defense, throwing up iorts, digglog ditches,
ete. The prospects are desperals, the gar-
rison being composed of only 1000 men,

Letters from Khartoum show that Egyp-
tian rule in the southern provinces has re-
ceived a disastrous, il not critical blow.
Incemsant complaints are made sbout the
{reatment of the [amilies of 1he rebel prison-
ers by the Khedive's employes. ~Arabi
Pasha's family shift their residence almost
daily to avoid violence. Arabi has been
agsin insulted by a Circasmisn guard. Two
sotablea accused of aiding Arabi with mooey
are chained together in an anderground don-
geon, fonl beyoud description. Among the
correspondence of Arabi Pashs are impor-
tant letters from sn sidedecamp of lhe
Saltan, snd several letters [rom Ahmed
Eseod, the Sheik Ul Ialam, Arabi’s connsel
states that the letiers will throw light upon
the telegrams fonnd at Tel El Kebir. wil-
ford Blunt, telegraphiog one of Arabi's coun-
sel, relative 1o the discovery of Arabi’s pa-
pere, says that spccess is sssured. Broadley
had another interview with Arabi to-day.
The list of wilnesses to be examined by the
commission st Constantinople is incransing.
It is pesitively siated thst the Egyplian
government has no intention of doing any-
thing 1o prevent the proceedings from follow-
ing their due course, whalever m3y
attempled by the Porte in that direction.

AT LONDON,

Prines Bismarck
expressed hia desire to give moral support
to Eogland and France, but wonld not jwuae
any mandnts on the subject, fearing thereby
to give the question grester portioos than it
bad yet mesumed. Signor Mancini, minister
of foreign affirs for Italy, in his answer (0
the invitation to his government to join in
the protection of the cansl, ssid Itaiy hav-
ing joined in the identical nole, whicl{ Tur-
key had formally accepted, it would be a
contradiction to the palicy already announced
to intervene in any other way ai this june-
ture. In July Arabi Pasha iodirectly
sounded Earl Graoville respecting Lbe lerms
of submission which would be grasted him.
He made a direct offer to disband, 1he lead-
ers of the rebellion and himscli o accept
besnishment, The secrstary of the foreign
department refosed to agree to anythiog save
complele submission.

The New Egyplian Ferve.

The Cairo correspondent of the Loundon
Standard says of the grave question of pre-
paring a force, under British officers, to pre-
serve tbe peace in Egypt: “It is not as vet
known whether the Indian government will
authorize the recruitment of native Muossul-
maps, who would unquestionably form the
best material which eculd be obtainable, but
it is thought that an objection may posaibly
be raised on the score that, niter th=ir lerm
of service, they might return to Iodia inocu-
Iated with the Moalem fanaticism so preva-
lent there. As our Mabommedano troops did
vot, bhowever, suffer from contact with the
fanatical Afghaoe, and have fought ou cur
side against Mrhommedan BStates, it is
hoped that (his objection will not be
considered as walid, especially as an
army composed of men whoee relatives are
in lodia, would be far more amenable to
British officers than aoy others wonld be,
Failing India, I belisve that a suitable re-
cruiting grouod will be foond among the
Arabsof the Persian gulf and Muscat, whenpe
nome of the mpative Siates of lodia have for
centnvies drawn their best lroops. These
would not be altogether alien mercenaries,
as in relizgion and laoguage they are skin
to the fellahesn, but are a {ar nobler and
more warlike race. They have a friendly
{eeling 1o Eagland and Englishoren. Sir
Salar Jung has, st Hyderabad, a disciplined
regiment of Arabe, which is cousidered by
our officers as being the beat regiment in the
sarvios of say Indian dative prinoe.”
