way of rapid denudation, and that the time
is cot far distant when lumber will be a

scarce article. Some of lha alarms got up
on this snbj ct have, no doubt, origiuated io
the schemes of dealeis de'iroos'of advancing
prices, but enough is demonstrated by xi-- t

iug facts to show that what was lon; called
our "inexhamlihle forests," are cleared by

the activity of the lumbermen to a degree
that bas greatly increased the price and is
rapidly thinning out the supply. The facts
intimate that a time has arrived when il has
become a ti e thing, aud will ultimately
prove a profitable thills', to plant tree ex-

pressly for use as lumber. The principal
lumber market of the West is Chi- -

csg, and receut ac-ou- s iroiu tuai
quarter c early mauifest wiiat is
coming. That market receivis over
2,000,000,000 feet of while pine lumber a

ytar, principally from the neighborhood of

the lakes. This immense product is derive.!
from timber lands within 400 miles of Chi
cago, one-ha- lf of it within 150 miles, and much
of it within eighty miles. The vast and
almost treeless prairies that have bten set- -

lled up so rapidly, derive their lumber from
the-- e sources, the lakes allowiog ihe product
of the forest tote readily brought within

their reach. . This facility of obtaining
means for patting up farm structures and
fences has facilitated the rapid filling up of

the prairies, that without it could have been

settled but slowly. White pioe is a light
and portable timber, easily woiked wi'liout

requiring any great skill. Towns, villages
and hou-e- s have arisen where but for the
accessibility of this necesnary material,
solitude must have reigned for years to

come. fJotwithetacdiug the frequent pre-

dictions of exhaustion the supply still
holds up, but it is austaiprd by meam
that show clearly the scarcity that is coruio.
Wnen the first accounts of approaching fail-

ure of supply.wr re issued, the eslioiate ws

made on Ihe basis that any tree under four-

teen inches diameter was not efficiently ma-

ture for cutting. To keep up the supply
trees of eight inches diameter Pre bow cut, a

change that thins out tlie yiiid to a degie
formerly uuihouithi of. I; was ihen tlie cus-

tom lo cut oi'y such tiujbcr as wa- - accesible
to streams by which it might be floated off,

or saows were waited for as a weans of sled
ding the lumber lo the place cf embsikaiion.
All this is. changed, and the deepest aud st

receei of the woods are now opened
to the camps of the lumbermen. Tramways
of poles laid end to end are constructed, aud
upon theae, by means of flanged wheels,
lumber is brooght forward at any time with-

out reference to Ihe rising of the creeks or (o

the fall of snow. Tbe broad flanged wheels aire
drawn by horses, mules or oxeo, and keep
up a continuous supply, thus helping to

make the thinning out of the lumber pro- -

cetd more steadily. Notwithstanding ail
these facilities to increase the market sup-

ply, standing timber trees that used to bring
twenty-fiv- e cents for 1000 feet now sell for
$4 50 per 1000 fet, which is two-third- s of

what sawed lumber sold f jr. on the average,
onlv fifteen years go. This increaee of

pries when trees of eight inches diameter are
cut instead cf fourteen inches, aad when the
interior of the forests are peneirated instead
of the spot where creeks or snows favored
removal, show cUariy the greater scarcily
of available standing material. Many
minds are now occupied with the subject
of forestry, and experimental plantings
are going on in many places to
ascertain what growth of timber will
pay best to plant on given land', Low to aid
its growth, when to ihiu it oat, and what
situations from exposure, irregularity of
surface, and so on, sre most favorable to
particular species of trees. By this means
much land that from its mountainous situ
ation or its peculiarity of soil is not profit-

able for agricnltura, will be made to pay
ell as forest lands. Long ago Sir Walter

Scott, in one of his novels, recommended to

atirk a young tree her?, and aaothrr lifre,
for, he said, "the trees will be
while you are sleeping."
