This mode of receiving and handling
freight, besides being easier and simpler than
the present one, is also much less costly and
the wagons aiao are much less expensive
than cars. The entire cost of the road will
bi much lighter than that of the railroads,

ad its maintenance and operating will be
greatly below that of the railroad. The
plateroad is intended solely for the transport
of freight, no provision being made for pas
sengers. This is not a mere paper
scheme; it is (o be put into operation
by associated capitalists ship-owner- s and
merchants of Liverpool. The company
has raised the guarantee fund required in
England, and will apply to Parliament at
its winter session for the necenary privileges
to commence the work. The fortunes of the
plateway will be closely watched by thou-
sands who are suffering from railway oi- -
preaaion, extortion and discrimination. The
comparatively low rates at which freights
can be taken will not only add very materi-
ally to the prosperity of commerce, but it
will prov a competitor to the railway, a
rival that will atop the unwholesome mon-
etary accumulations of arrogant and insolent
monopolists, and secure to the people justice
and fair dealing. The plateroad will be
hailed as a blessin?.

woateh ADVAaciaa.
While the women of Nebraska were yes

terday tempting the voters of that State with
a nice luncheon of sandwiches and hot cof
fee to vote for their enfranchisement, the
women in Scotland were celebrating with
much enthusiasm the first occasion on which
they have exercised the municipal franchise.
The women make up from one-tent- h to one-fif- th

of the municipal electorate in Scotch
cities and towns like Greenock, Paisley, Ab-

erdeen, trlasgow and Edinburgh, and they are
determined not to rest satisfied till they have
obtained the Parliamentary franchise also.
Here is encoBragementfor American women
to persevere nntil they are triumphant in a
cause tnat cannot be opposed for any
good or valid reason. The cause of women
is advancing with rapid strides; and
they are fast taking the places for which they
always bad the requisite ability, but which
have hitherto been denied them through
ignorance. At the opening on the 2d of last
month of the London School of Medicine for
Women, Dr. Dupre delivering the introduc-
tory address, said that the objections to the
medical education of women turned mainly
on two questions, the first being as to the rea-
sonableness of the demand for medical
women, the second regarding the intellectual
ability of women to become well educated
and competent medical practitioners. The
advantage of a system which will enable
women and young girls to constIt with med-
ical advisers of their own sex seem to an
swer the first question; and, provided female
practitioners would aim at advising the cases
affecting women and children only, a great
part of the opposition against the movement
would disappear. As to the highest intel
lectual ability, Dr. Dupre maintained that
women were nneqnal to the other sex, bnt
that they possessed as great an amount of
average intellectual power, which was the
requisite in ordinary practices, and that the
necessary coolness and firmness required io
medicine would be acquired by familiarity
with the ordinary routine. Dr. Dupre main-

tained that inferiority in the highest intel
lectual qualifications had do bearing what
ever on medical practice, which was depend'
ent on ordinary ability, and that women,
being even quicker in perception than men,
and being more conscientious in their work,
would make in some respects superior prac
tilioners, especially aa the female branch of
the medical profession would be recruited
from those women who manifest a distinct
calling for the work, and are willing to pass
through the painful and weary training
necessary to enter the profession. Dr. Dupre
advised the new students to overcome the
disadvantages which the female students
labor under by increased diligence in study,
both theoretical and practical, and to gain
their knowledge in a thorough manner,
avoiding all idea of cramming for examina
tion or for temporary effect. The London
school has been eminently successful, and is
one of the great agencies for the advancement
of women.

TKADK AID risVANCK.
The New York Public reports the exchanges

for the last week io October, though show
ing improvement, to be less satisfactory than
was expected. As compared with the same
week the previous year, Chicago shows an
increase and Boston a decrease. Cincinnati
and Baltimore also show losses, while St.
Louis and New Orleans show gains, the lat
ter attributed as "due in some measure to
the increase in movement of products by the
Mississippi river." Indications are that i
smaller proportion of the exchanges is ow

ittz to speculations in products and stocks
this year than last a gratifying change.
The volume of business has slightly declined
as compared with a year ago, bat the general
outlook now is more healthy than it was
then. The money market has been harden
ing, a consequence of the steady accumula-
tion of money in the treasury. Unlets the
treasury policy be changed a need of money
in trade must be felt. Less than half the
amount of bonds called for by the treasury
has been redeemed after a full month. The
surplus revenue is $15,000,000 a month, and
the only way the treasury has found to get
it into circulation is to call bonds at the
rale of more than $30,000,000 a month,
though only half that amonnt can be paid.
Sooner or later this operation must stop,
and be succeeded by a remarkable accuma
lation in the; treasury and contraction in tho
market. In fact, the secretary has already
called bonds to require all the surplus reve-

nue he will have nntil January 1st, and
cannot make another call without threaten-
ing his reserve. "All this extraordinary
blotching of things," aaya the Pnlltc, "has
come from an effort to please certain
bankers and other who have facili-

ties for taking advantage of the calls.
Had the secretary spent his surplus in
purchasing bonds in open market there would
have been no trouble and no advantage for
anybody." The imports were not large, the
exports were beyond those of the same time
last year, which is altogether the beat show-

ing for a long time. Prices of the principal
articles of ordinary consumption are slightly
lower than at this time last year. The silver
coinage still accumulates, and is preparing
mischief for the future. The increase during
the last nine months has averaged $2,500,'

000 monthly, while the coinage from the
mint has averaged only $2,800,000, showing
that the coin comes back from the people,
The temporary convenience afforded by the
silver oanaia tham to take the
place of circulation that stands at the rate
of 100 cents on the dollar, while their bul-

lion value is only eighty-seve- n and a half
cents on the dollar. When the next mer
cantile crisis arrives, and public confidence
is shaken, the currency of full value will
"hold its own," but the silver coin and eertifi
cates will not command the same confidence,
and there will be reluctance to accept them.
A discount npon this part of the circulation
will be the consequence, and the mercantile
crisis will be hightened and public excite
ment increased by that occurrence. Well
would it be for the country if the silver coin
age, now the demand for it is below supply,
were stopped until the demand rose to a
point that showed the public required more
than is coined at present.

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ROASTED TO DEATH

Fifty Helpless Paupers Burned in Their
Beds by the Destruction of the

Halifax Poor asylum.

Farther Particulars of the Horrible
Holocaust Heartrending Scenes

A Sight of Terror.

Halifax, N. 8, November 7. About 12
o'clock last night, while all hand were
aleeping, a fire broke out in the bake-hous- e

ia the basement of the poor asylum build-

ing. Exactly bow it originated is not very
clear, but the smoke of smoldering wood

spread through the building into the dor-

mitories, and caused the almost terror
among the 400 to SCO inmates of
(he institution. There was no immediate
danger, ao the officials of the asylum did not
take step to remove the inmates. Aa alarm
was sounded, and the stroke of the bell bad
scarce commenced when the reels were ran
out of the engine-house-s, as one or two men
happened to be about. A few people who
had not retired, and other who lived ia the
neighborhood, ran to the building. They
found smoke issuing from the windows all
over the building, but no flames were to be
seen. In the west wing old women and chil
dren were seen at the windows

CftTIHO TO BB LET OUT,

and aa they began breaking the glas, it was
feared they would throw themselves to the
ground. A sturdy axman dashed at the
door leading from this wing into the yard,
and with a few vigorous blows of hi ax
knocked it in. The stairways were crowded
and out came a procession of women, nursing
infants, old gray-heade- d grandmas, and
feeble eld men. All were screaming, and
as they reached the fresh air without they
ejaculated their thanks, and then began
calling for this one and that one until all
was a babel of confusion. Then it became
known that those in the npper wards of that
wing were helpless. Some of the firemen
and fire wards and aldermen, a clergyman,
and others, who were among the early ar
rivals, hastened up, and willing hands were

soon getting

down the long winding stair. The work was
necessarily slow, but finally the wing was
emptied. Io the meantime the flames in the
basement, which the superintendent, engineer
and officials were trying to keep 'under,
spread to the' base of the long air-sha- ft or
elevator reaching to the top of the main
building. The draft here swept the flames
upward with terrible force, and in a few sec-

onds the heaviest part of the conflagration
was in the top of the main building. The
Story just under the eaves in this building
was used as a hospital, and in it were about
seventy patients, most of them perfectly
helpless.

right in the hospital, and above it the heat
was so intense that the lead poured down
from the roof in streams of brilliant fire,
and the slates fiew everywhere in deadly
showers, rendering any near approach to the
building almost certain death. Notwith-
standing this, there were hundred standing
outside who would willingly have entered
the building if they could have found their
way through the place. Indeed, several did
go in, but without guidance could do noth-
ing in the immense building, and had to re-

turn Io the yard. An attempt was made to
raise ladders to the windows, but the ladders
were too short, and after the firemen were
knocked down by falling bricks, and it was
seen that the ladders even would be swept
away in a few minutes, the attempt ceased.
The fire burst through the roof, and the

Far above the roar of the flames and
crack of the bursting slates were heard the
cries of Ihe wretched patients in the hos-

pital, who were roasting to death, most of
them, as before stated, so helpless they could
not leave their beds, and perhaps stifled
by the smoke before Ihe cruel flames
reached them, but. others were seen
to dash themselves against the windows
and cling to ssahes till their strength ex
hausted or their hands burned off, and they
fell bask into the seething cauldron of flames.
A woman was seen to drag herself to the
corner window, and forcing her body half
out till she could breathe the cool air, re-

mained in that position
TILL HEB HEAD BURNED OFF.

It is known that there were about seventy
patients ia the hospital, and aa far as can be
ascertained only half a dozen were carried
out before the flames cut off all further ap
proach to the place. A medical man who ia
in a position to know estimates the loss of
life at not less than fifty, and these were all
patients in the hospital. The poor old peo-

ple and little children rescued from other
parts of the building were huddled together
in the barn some little distance away, and
were there- packed around with straw and
blankets to keep them comfortable till morn
ing. The building is still burning fiercely,
and there is no doubt it will be totally de
stroyed. It is insured. .

In the city prison the news was heard by the
prisoners and caused the wildest excitement,
as many, especi.iij tuvouug wuiuen priso-
ner, had another who were ending their days
in the poorhouse. They implored the gov
ernor and matron to release tnem long
enoueh to learn the fate of their parents.
The commissioner have gone carefully over
the books and find that thirty-on- e of those
in the hospital perished. The building was
constructed in 1S68. It was owned by the
province and city. It was taken nwession
of and the paupers transferred from the old
poorhouse on the gpriug Garden road lo the
new premises about the 1st of November,
1870. The removal of the old people on
that occasion resulted shortly afterward in
tbe death of many. The building cost
(83,000 and was insured for $50,000. Some
fragments of the charred bodies have been
recovered, bat no extensive search has been
or can with safety be aiade among the ruins
in their present dangerous condition.

Wire Mill Destroyed.
PrrreBoao, November 7. Shortly after 2

o'clock this morning a fire started in the.
center of Oliver's wire mill, on the south
side, and in thirty minutes the entire western
half of the mill, covering half a square, was
inflames. An alarm was quickly sounded,
but the portion of the building on fire could
not be saved, and in s short space of time it
was in rains. The mill was the largest in
the country, and was fitted with the finest
machinery. All kinds of wire were manu-
factured, the annual product being 60,000
tons.

WARDEN CROCKER'S REPORT,
INCXEASE OF CRIME III THE DISTRICT WHAT

HE SAYS OF OOTTEAU.
Washington. November 7. Warden

Crocker, of the United State lail, in his an
nual report for the last fiscal year, say of
Guiteau: "During a large part of the year
there wa incarcerated a prisoner of peculiar
character and remarkable nature. Hi case
waa rendered more difncnlt of management
and treatment by reason of the notoriety be
bad gained by assassinating the president
of the United States. He was given tbe
treatment and protection tbe law is intended
to affsrd to all classes of prisoners, and his
Ordinary norsaat condition vis maiataiued
through all the exciting scenes aud trying
ordeala be was called to pas to the end ot
tbe drama in which he figured eo promiscu
ously. Although tbere has been a percepti
ble increase of crime in this district during
the last decade, statistics show that tbe in
crease in the number of convictions for
crime has been only about one-ha- lf as great
in proportion as tbe actual addition to the
population during tbe same period. There
has been a greater number of the desperate
and hardened class in custody than usual
Tbe inmate, during the entire year, have
been favored to a remarkable dezree with
good health."

THE CRUISE OF THE CORWIN.
REPORT OF LIEUT. IIXALY THE TJN FOR

TUNATE COM MANDEB PUTNAM.

Washington, November 7. The report
of Lieut. Healy, commander of the revenue
steamer Corwin, covering the operation of
the vessel to the 24th ullinrB, has been re-

ceived at the Treasury Department, having
been mailed from Uunalaska. .Lieut. Healy
says'of the natives of Si. Lawrence Bay: "For
the benefit of any wbo may be cast on the
hospitalities and kindly feelings of thenatives

long tbe nortberu shores, A would most
earnestly recommend that some token of ap
preciation be ottered tnem. Abu will insure
an extension of that hospitality and protec-
tion, which to castaways means life itself."
With regard to Master Pu'.nsm, he says:
"We learn from the St. Lawrence Islanders
that sixty days after tbe departure of
the Rodger' crew the body of the unfor-
tunate Master Putnam was found upon the
ice between North and booth Head. From
tbe story they told it appears that a few daya
after Ihe departure an easterly wind sprung
np,wbich, freshening into a gale,caused the ice
to float into the bay and form a pack, filling
its entire extent. Upon tbe ice the natives
hunted seal, and during the excursions re-
peatedly saw the body of Putnam, and by
his aide bis revolvers, sled snd the skeleton
of a dog. Early in August the Corwin en-
tered the Arctic Ocean. After a day's cruise
bere she spoke a number of whaling fleets'
The captain of the bark George and Sussn
reported the loss of the steam whaler North
Star, crashed in the ice July 8th, and tbe
Corwin relieved him of one of her wrecked
seamen, tbe remainder having sailed for San
Francisco by the Thomas Pope. Capt. Healy
says: "1 was particularly sorry tbat during
our trip ao far to the eastward tbe weather
would not allow me to take any astronomical
observations. We ran lines of soundings,
however, during the entire cruise in the
Arctic, and while we found that lo the west-
ward of Point Barrow, along the coast, the
soundings, as marked upon the chart, are
very correct, those to ,Xh eastward are to
some degree incorrect. I recommend
that a line of soundings be made along the
coast from Point Barrow to Mackenzie
river. Capt. Healy visited the habitations
ef the natives of King's Island, in the Arctic
ocean, a curious people, wbo live npon a
precipitous hillside, as no other people live.
He says the house are erected upon pole
and the entrance to each is effected through
a hole in the front wall about fourteen inches
in diameter. Tbe Corwin is now on her re-to-rn

voyage, by way of Sitka, to San Fran
cisco.

ANNUAL BEPOBT OP GEN. SHERMAN KECOM- -

1CENSATI0NS AND SUGGESTIONS.
Washington, November 7. The annual

report of Gen. Sherman was given to the
public It is accompanied by the re
port oi division commanders una ot Uen,
Sherman and of Inspector-Genera- l Locket
The reports show that the general staff con
sists oi bbo omcer and 1216 enlisted men.
The army proper consist of ten regiment of
cavalry, 431 officers and 63S3men; five regi
menu ot artillery. Zbt) officers and men
twenty-fiv- e regiments of infantry, 877 officers
and evvd men; the total, including availa
ble men detailed at variour poets, being 2162
omcer and Zd,UZ4 men. x ay the ex
perience of tbe world shows that but sixty-
six per cent, of an army is available for
active service, and aa zo.OUO are really
needed ior ine standing army, be recom
mends Ibat the limit of the army be increased
to d0,000. Ibe omcera and men in the army
are now, be says, overworked, and must con
tinue eo unless Ihe number is increased. He
reviews Ihe work of the year somewhat in
detail, arriving at the conclusion that there
has been a less number of Indian outbreak
in Ihe year than at any time for twenty
years. Part of this is due to the efficiency of
tbe army, and part to the advancement of
civilisation in the West. The report de
votes considerable space to the growth
ot tne great wesr, and says tbat now,

the transition period is passed,
it is the duty of the government
to select certain strategic points lor perma-
nent army posts, and construct comfortable
buildings on them, so as to not longer com
pel Ine omcera and men to live in boles in
the ground, shanties or green Cottonwood log
bats, as heretofore. There have been 1741
triala by court-marti- during the year. He
recommends a change in tbe system of court- -
martial, saying the present system was est ab--
liibed by custom in the isaziish army bun
dreda of years ago, when the habit was to
dine at 3 o clock and get drunk after dinner,
which habit now was happily done away
witb. - The number of desertions during the
year was d721, and of enlistments and

7341. Commenting on the num-
ber of desertions, he says many are those of
men who enlist in eastern cities, and after
getting free transportation west desert, know-
ing that but little effort lo bring them back
or punish them will be made. The remedy,
he thinks, is in the better treatment of those
who atay, and more severe punishment of
deserter. He recommends an increase of
the pay of the men to $16 per month, instead
of $13, as now, and that the punishment for
desertion be more severe, inflicting capital
punishment in aggravated cases aa is done
by other countries. The general condition
of the army snd the personnel of its men was
improved, aa has the general condition of
tbe people of the country st large. Recent
rifle contest have made great improvement
in ibe marksmanship ol the men, and be
recommends Ihe appropriation for continu-
ing Ihe work. Jle recommends tbe adop-
tion of some plan by which regiment and
officers can be given definite terras in remote
posts, and be then allowed to return to the
comfort of civilized life and their places be
taken by others. He recommends the em-
ployment of teachers for schools at posts,
saying tbe men from the army cannot ba
spared for this purpose, and remarking that
if the officers, in spite of sage advice, will
marry and have families, they ought to be
provided for in the best manner possible.
