The aupervising inapector of asteamboals
hes submitied his aunual report 1o the Becre-
tary of the Treasury. The report showsa
wonderful improvement and = faliing off in
the list of casunliies from secidenta Lo steam
boilers wnd halls. Daring the last year but
205 lives were lost, which was lixi_r-lhme
lesn than for the previons (welve montha.
The receipts were $23,000 lesa than for tbe
previoue year, owing 1o the law abolishing
officers’ [ees, which cut off this revenne for
the lasl qu-ner of the year. Biill there was
a surplus of receiplsa over expenditures of
$52,000, making the gross surplus on havd
over $700,000, which, in the opinion of the
supervisinvg ins, tor— seneral, will provide
for anticipated nture deﬁcienuiﬂ {or »even-
teen yeara. By thallime it is believed the
service will sgaio have become seli-support-
ing, as the receipts from the growth of com-
merce alone increass about $6000 & year.
The growth ol the asrvice ju shown by a com-
parison of the casuaitles in 1851, when the
seyvice was organized, For that year there
were 33,000,000 passengers and 700 livea lost.
Laat year there were 354,000 Lo passengera
and but 2056 [atalities, The report embodice
no new recommendations, but eimply calls
attention to those of last year,

In reference to the shooting reported to
have cccurred on the Natchez Saturday at
Carrollion, Capt. 1.

stage. At this moment the mate fired, but
without effect. The two that gained the
shore commenced a {usiiade ol brickbatr,
and I thooght it necessary to interfere for
hia proleciion. 1 drew my revolver with
the iotention of killing the one who was
throwing bricks the fxates!, but he divined
my iotention and ran, and I then merely
fired to the right of him toquicken his pace.
Thare waz po cause for this outbreak, for
the prica demanded by the men had been

in an established fact, however, that one or
more of the United Sistes commissioners
have bad runvers on the leves to drum op
buriness for them, and (hie, together with
tbe further fact that the enconrsgement
ziven this class of men by Judge Biliings,
Commismioner Lane and otuers, (0 make ex-
asperating and (rivolons charges sgainst us,
enlis{y me that these three men that wtarted
this mutiny were inspired by authorities so
todo, If these men sent obt o ‘raise the
wind’ were only uniformed or desiznated in
some way, we wonld know with whom lo
deal, but == it ia we are at the meroy of any
onery cass, instigaied to give us trouble, by
one even more onery than bimsell,”
