“It is moch more expensive Sounth than
North, and we have larger audiencea North.
uently, we have to cbarge a higher
price of admission in the South. Expenses
are 100 per cent. greater in Lthe Bouth than
above the Ohio river. Cuor priocipal ex-
penses are in advertising aod priotiog. Bo
greal has the necessily for ad\rcruﬂnx ETOWD
that we have three advertisiog cars and em-
ploy forty men io this department.”
“What do you pay first-class stars?"
“A good ludy nider gets from $100 10 $200
per week. Her personzl sppearance aod
sbulity of course are taken into comsidera-
tion. There is & greal ecarcity of the arti-
cle. Good male riders get from $159 1o
$.50 per week., They ure algo senrce. Good
barebuck riders are the best paid pecple in
the business."”
“ircus men, then, are better paid than
nclora?”?
“Yes, smir, Our leading peaple are better
paid than lesding actors, and our subordi-
pates likewise, Leapers get from 5 to
F100 per week; a good gymuosst, ¥100; good
tumblere, $75; lady rope-dancers, $100, The
latter nre the most difficull 1o get in Lhe
whole business, I know of bot three lady
rope-dancers in Awmerica. Usoally they ap-
pear also in a riding mct, BEome of our
best riders, however, appear in only one
not”
“How many employes have you?”
“About 225."
“What iz the machinery of a circus?
“We have canvass, horse, traio, dressing-
room and snimal departments. Each of
these departments has a superintendent.
When we bave to leave lown, the first thing
we do is to Like down the spimal tent and
convey the animals 1o the cars, which
we do during the circus performance,
Then we remove the circos canvas, take it
to the ear; then the horses, men and wagons
zo 1o the same place, and the perforners
ave s Pullman sleeper. We have our own
cars, which we carry everywhere. When
we arrive in a fown in the morning the tirst
wagon off is the camp oulfit concern, which
is a sort of traveling hotel, provided with
tablen, seats and all the nroessary outfit for
cooking and feeding. We Lave regular
cooks, wailers and stewards, and feed our
own workiogmen. The performers go to ihe
haotels”

“How many performances do you give
daily?”

“Usaally too. We have strict rules [or the
government of employes, They nre com-
pelled Lo behave thempelves and be prompt
in their duties, The rules are prioied and
putin different parisof tbe circus, Usually
they are excellently kep’, and the disciplice
is enforced. Tihe workiogmen are paid Lwice
s month, the performers by the week”

“What are the daily expenses of ruoning
a circon?’

“In Tennessee, for fnsiance, onr expenses
average S1800 per dav. Of course ina pluce
like ﬂcmphiu they will beincressed 1o about
$2500, on account of sdvertimiay, licenses,
ete.”

“How do you gel yoor animaje?"

“] have an extra supply in New York that
TIdraw on. I get them from Europe, There
are » number of men there who deal in ani-
mnals, They send out expeditions lo trap
them. The most uiunhﬁ: animal is the
hippopotsmun, which ia worth from $5000 to
$6000, including & duly of thirty per cenl;
tbe elephant comes pext, valued at sbout
$6000: lions are worih from $1500 to $250,
according to age.”

“How are lions caught?”

“They are usnally caught in uels as cubs
and then raised and trained. It 1= a rare
ones that an old lion iscavght, thouzh eome-
times 2 mother is taken with her younyg.”

“How long have you bzen in the circus
business?"”

“] have been u circus proprietor for twelve

enrs. My first venture began in Quincy,

1), I had a smnll cireas that traveled over-
land by wagons. Now we oould vot pos-
aibly move except by railrosd. The pro
grees of the cirens doring that time bas
been sapid, It is much larger than
it used 1o be. We wspend and tale
more money, The risks are greater now,
and the profits would have been good gross
receipls ten years aze. The pastl vear has
been a bad one [or the circus, owing to bad
weather., Only the more solid institutions
were able to tide oyer sod make a profitable
asaspn, There have been more failures thia
season than vaual.”

“What is the jutars of the circus?”’

“It lookn =a if we would have to go back
to wagons if the railroads don’i lower their
rates. Ciroueer, however, are bound 1o live,
It is a siyle of amusenient which the people
muat have. The mensgeries are filiy per
cent. grealer now (han Lhe menageries thal
ueed to travel elone, Years azo one cle-
phant wasa big thiog; now we have eight
or ten, The fa¢t that the circus is incress.
ing in dimensiona will nol, in wy opinion,
injore the business. The bigzger Lhe show,
the bigger the receipie.”

“How many mootbs do you travel??

“About eight. We lake four mouthalo
renovate and get additions. The entire ma-
terial of a circus is exhansied every Eve
years. A wardrobe laste six wonths, 1L it
were not for our four months' breathing spell
circusea would bs much smaller than they
are. We would have no chince to go
abroad.”

“How abont the profits duriog the year?”

“Circuses cau make from §100,000 to $£500,-
000 per year. Aund they can iose a similarly
peat sie."”
