The news of their
classmate's sentence excited the other
cadets. They resolved to hold a mass-meetin- g.

Accordingly they met together
at the band stand to discus the situation
and air their opinions.- -' Several of the cadets
participating in the indignation meeting
were spotted, but (heir cases sank from sight
when it w rumored that tbe use of liquor
in the Naval Academy was not the only
crime. It came to Capt. Ramsey's ears that
hazing wa being indulged in. The third
classmen quietly remoded sUhe youngs'.ers,"
as the members of tbe fourth class are called,
that they were tbeir superiors and must obey
them. Friendly little visits were paid by the
third clasemen to tbe rooms of the fourth
claesmen. "Tho youngsters" were requested
to perform acts which they disliked, but
which gave the third classmen infinite
pleasure. To be sure, the fear of dismissal
made the upper classmen cautious in their
requests. Nevertheless they mads it un-
pleasant for "tbe youngsters." Thursday
night, Ojtober 22d, and likewise Friday,
October 27tb, . were marked aa espe-
cial timea for hrzfng, and tbe facul-
ty discovered tbe names of three
ot tbe npper classmen, two ol tbe third class
and one ol tbe second, as participants, and
forthwith summoned them before tbe court-martia- l.

The court sat last week. The
night before Cadet James R. Pagin, of Indi-
ana, sent hisresigniion lo lbs Board, hoping
to escape the dismieeal.bat nt
Bosrd did not accept his resignation, and t

he was an able cadet he was tried. Milton
Dargon, of South Carolina, and Jason G.
Laurison, of Ohio, pleaded guilty, and thus
the court was prevented from gaining tny
testimony of consequence. However, the
court-marti- al sal for several days, though
rery little ol tbe anair waa learned. Ibe
court made'its report to the Navy Depart
ment and dismissed the three named cadets.

CKCELTT CSPRECEDEXTED

Aalasala a t'aaa la Which the LaWa
Peamltlea rail Afate Oat Xaail.

Tbe worst case of cruelty that has come
under tbe administration of our Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals was
hauled up before Justice Coleman yesterday
by Inspector Lane. It was that of a mole
belonging to a span drawing transfer wagon
No. 1362, the property of a suburban farmer
named Haggerty. The mule's shoulders
were entirely bare of hair and "kin, and its
neck was literally sawed through the muscle
nearly to the bone bv the chafln? of the
collar. Tbe blood actually oozed from the
wound, which had grown to fully four inches
in diameter. Irdicative of the torture the
animal was suffering, when tbe harness was
taken from bim in front of Justice Coleman's
office, be gave all those manifestations 'of
relief such only as dumb brutes can give
he groaned and grunted, extended his limbs
and chopped his jaws, erected his ears, and
looked with hia eyes more intelligently than
worda can express a - graUende for 'the
relief. Hundreds were attracted lo the
spot where the learn had been taken from the
wagon, and .the universal sentiment ex-
pressed was that it was tie worst case of
cruelty ever witnessed. Mr. Hsggerty wa
arraigned for the deed, Mr. McFarland ap-
pearing as hia attorney. The evidence waa
taken, and Mr. Haggerty's excuse heard,
which amounted lo a plea of oversight ow-
ing to pressure of business upon himself and
the illness of tbe man in charge of that de-
partment of his buiiaexs. At the conclusion
of all tbe testimony Justice Coleman ad
dressed Mr. Haggerty, stating that it was
certainly the worst exhibition of cruelly
Ia t V. - L. -- .1 : 1 - i : .w --uiiii.i. uim uu ever vuuic wjiuiu uis ju-
risdiction, and he regretted that the limits of
mt law s penalties prevented turn irom im-
posing a fiae in proportion lo the offense.
He wished it waa in hia power to fine him
$250 instead of $50, which --was the extreme
penally. Tbe humane justice was unani-
mously indorsed by the crowd who
had been attracted to tbe spot There
was one exception a nincomoooD who
endeavored to explain in palliation
that tbe wound was not ss painful as it ap-
peared, and that it was only a matter of ex-
perience as a mule-puniah- er that the animal
could be worked without pain in hia present
condition. His officious suggestions were
regarded with tbe contempt tbeir anlbor
deserved. Mr. McFarland, Mr. Haegerty's
counsel, appealed tbe case to the Criminal
Court, where his client will do well if he
succeeds in securing any com lor t in the way
of a mitigation of the sentence.

A 8ISGULAK ACCIDENT

By which Three Men Lat Their Uvea
A Mlrmealoaa Escape.

Cleveland, November 14. At 5 o'clock
this afternoon a strange accident happened
at the corner of eeneca and St. Clair streets.

Ibe walls and flooring being up three stories.
A boom derrick 100 feet high and two feet
in diameter at tbe bas, was used to hoist
materials.

SENATOR BAYARD

Declares ike Democratic Victory to be a
- Final Blow at Centralization and

trig Republican Xaebiat.

Plutocracy Crashed by Democracy
The. Tariff Mast be Reformed So

Taxation for Private Eads.

New Yoek, November 13. The World in-

terviewed Senator Bayard as to the great
Democratic victory, hia views thereupon and
the duties which "devolve noon the party
coming into power:

"Of course," said the 'senator, "it is Im-
possible to eondenee into a single phrase all
tbe causes of this dVintegration of the Re-
publican party. It is obviously the final
outburst of discontent and
disapproval on the part of the better ele-
ments of American life, which, after all, can
and will control, as this election has proven,
the fate of political parties; tor there : no
doubt that the great body of American citizens
bave no other object than the.safety and wel-
fare of their country, UBder a wise adminis-
tration of its government. After years of
unwilling submission to the party machine,
the regard for propriety and decency, aarf,
in fact, for. public safely, bas at last caused
tbe better elements of the Republican party
to destroy the power of the machine that has
done so mah to bring discredit and loss
upon republican institutions.

"It is too early at this moment to trammel
up sll the consequences of this political in-
undation, or to tell precisely where the
channels of' future party action will be
found. The country juat now is something
like Holland with the dikes down, and
tbe natural features of tbe landscape
temporarily submerged. Believing in par-
ties only as means to an end, my earnest
hope is tbat the Democratic party, which
has now bad long training in adversity, may
fully comprehend tbe situation and not be-

little itself by clasxifying the late elections
ss mere narlv triumnhs. ft matters liltl
bow the result was caused. It illustrates
the power of the people acting in their
primary capacity as citizens at the polls to
relieve themselves from bad rulers and evil
methods by fhe peaceful forms of election,
and tbis vindicates the American principle
of government. The result now is to throw
tbe control of tbe governments of the group
of Central States those chief in wealth.
popularity and political influence under
the control of the Democratic party. It also
gives to the same party the control of tbe
next House ol Representatives in Congress
and quite probably in the Senate
as well, and in addition a strong
present probability, almost logical in
ils certainty, of- - adding tbe control of the
executive branch in 1884. This all means a
promise of an entry by tbe Democratic party
upon a long lease of public power, and to
make tbis certain and a blessing lotbe whole
country it is ouly necessary that the party
should be true to the principles upon which
it was founded, and which, if applied now
to the existing issues, will be recognized as
wise by men of all parties.

"It is to be hoped thai this progress will
not be frustrated by petty personal ambitions
and the attempt to deal with, great interest
by tbe methods of demagogues instead of
statesmen. Whatever may be the new chan-
nels of party action st however numerous
the new p. rtv associations and combinations
which must grow out of the complete disin
tegration of the late Republican party, there
are some Hues ot action to which sny party
hereafter seeking for power at tbe handa of
the American people must conform itself.

1 he civil-servi- reform must be taken
up and completed, so ss to prevent the public
offices of the country from being any longer
prostituted into being tbe mere spoils ot
party conquest. Tbe tenure of the great
body of these offices which are aimply min-
isterial in their nature must depend solely
upon efficiency and good behavior and not
upon the mere ebb and flow of pa ty power.
This step alone once resolutely taken
will clear the political atmosphere of
much of ils present obscurity and danger.
It will banish 'bofsiBm' from our State aod
national politics and allow the measure of
statesmanship tri "replace official brokerage'
by removing from the minds of the corps of
official servants of tbe country the periodi
cal distress caused tbem by tbe fear of losing
their means of livelihood or of being bled
by political assessmentr, which every elec-
tion brings about.

Tbe whole community would be tran
quilizer, and tbe fury and passions and
venality ot our elections would, in a great de
gree, be abated. If, as I believe, ii would
prevent, or at least chect, tbe use of money
n our election, tbe blessing would be al

most incalculable.
"I need say nothing of the increased

economy and.efficieocy of the public service
tbat would lollow. ibe disposition and
power so dangerously exhibited bv the pres
ent Federal administration to interfere in tbe
local elections and government of ibe States
would not only be discouraged but rendered
almost impossible. Such disgraceful bar-
gains aa those lately made by tbe adminis
tration with Mabone in Virginia, Cash and
Chalmers in South Carolina and Mississippi,
would not again stain our political history,
and centralization of power would aleo re
ceive a mucb-neede- d and important check.

Having tbua put tbe machinery ol ad
ministration upon a proper basis, tbe re-e- s

tablish ment of just and sound principles of
taxation will become Ibe most important duty
of the Democratic party. Under the present
conglomerated mass of tax iawa the grossest
injustice and class tavorjtism is accom
plished. There is no task higher or more
important than tbat ot lnsistirg tbat no law
aball remain upon the statute books under

bicb the private party of one citizen is
taken for tbe private use of another, public
property lor private use or private propety
for public use, without just compensation to
the owner.

It is a mere summiDg up of the present
system ot lariu taxation to say tbat it ac
complishes all three of these iniquitious
and unwarranted results. War measures
are inadmissible in time of peace. War
taxes ought lo be temporary only, whereas
we now see that certain favored classes of
our citizens bave wrought themselves into
the absurd belief that they have certain
vested rights in the perpetuation of unequal
