It bas been troly said that "the wont of

ntdmen is a saint ran mad." The cause
of religion baa suffered by the seal of bigots
who stigmatixi ever free-think- ai an in-

fidel. Tha temperance can baa been in-

jured by the fanatics who brand every man
as a toper that dares to doubt the infallibil-
ity of their methods. Intemperate temper-

ance is the greatest drawback to the cause of

temperance. Ever sensible man in the
United States feels and sees and knows that
tbe temperance cause has been injured by
permitting email-fr- demagogues to lug it
into a political canvass, not for tbe
purpose of lessening I be evils of

but as a bobby on which
tlier can ride into office. The cause has
not been helped, but hindered, by the folly
of its supporter. This is especially so bere
in Tennessee, for if the bolters and their
temperance allies had manifested the same
aeal in favoring an independent movement,
and advocated temperaaoa on its intrinsic
merits, mnch good might bsrs been accom-
plished. When Democrats see that temper
ance candidates are encouraged and kept in
tbe field by Republican newspapers, and in

11 respects treated as assistant Republicans,
ths movement is regarded with suspicion.
II any are thus alienated from a cause so un
wisely conducted, and tbe small vote cant for
it is taken as an evidence of weakness when
it meant nothing but a rebuke to the folly
and hypocrisy of office-seeki- dema-
gogues. Men can no more be made
temperate by law than they can
be made to live moral and religious
lives by legislative enactment. John B.
Cough can do more toward putting down
saloons and intemperance than the most
stringent prohibitory Jaws. There is no
good man that does not recognize and de-

plore the magnitude of the evils of intem-

perance, none that does not desire its de-

thronement or eradication. In all ages and
with all peoples men have put into tbeir
mouths that accursed enemy to steal away
their brains. But what is the best method
to employ to exterminate tbe evil is a prob-
lem that seems as difficult and as far from
solution as that of pjrpetnal motion. Tbe
lessons of tbe elections on the 7th instant
teaches that the people will not submit
to tbe tyranny of tbe prohibition movement,
or countenance any invasion of their per-

sonal liberty. There is no possibility of
Mistaking the verdict. Wherever the. prohi-

bition question was made an issue, there the
voters signified their intention of rebellion
againtt dictation as to their right of private
judgment, and any subversion of the true
objects and limitations of a free government.
Tbe political parties bava been made to
understand that the people will oppose the
tyranny of sumptuary laws. Human nature
oanaot --be transformed by statutory laws.
Tbe domain of individual rights cannot
be invaded with impunity. Restric-
tion breeds reaction. In a free gov-

ernment men will never sdmit the
light of others, though :'n the majority, to
control their opinions or their practices. No
prohibitory liquor law baa ever been long
successfully enforced in a populous commu-
nity, or ever can be; and tbe attempt only
encourages falsehood, deceit and a contempt
for the law in trying to evade it. AH pro-
hibitory laws tend to weaken the popular re-

gard for law, the basts of good government.
Hence tbe lata temperance mevement can J
only be regarded as mischievous. If pro- -

hibitory laws are out of the question, the
friends of temperance must fall back upon
the old plan that of regulating the liquor
arafBc. - Wnai bt needed 1b a itnngtnr Trcsnse
law strictly enforced, and this the respect-abl- e

dealers are willing to accept. In any
vent tbe friends of temperance should

avoid placing themselves on one side and all
dealers in liquors on the other. Oat thing
is certain, the cause of temperance will al-

ways be injured by making it the tail to the
kite of a political party. It must rise or

, fall on ita own merits.

l'HI ASERICaa FBIV1LE8ED CLASS.
The New York Timet haa an article upon

the American "privileged class" which shows
bow tbe protective system is protecting a
claw that prey upon the people with a vo-

racity that constitutes it a social curse as
jrteat aa England endures from the existence
of lis aristocratic class. As a people, we
abhor the creation and maintenance of any

, privileged class, and regard the existence of
that class in Eoglsnd as a blotch npon its
irstitutiooi. Such, a class ia at war
with , the free principles npon
which our republican system ia
based. Notwithstanding this we are cher-
ishing, by our protective tariff, the very
thing we can see is aucb an evil in another
land. Tbe English aristocrat inherits wealth,
and title and social precedence. But tbe
law imposes no tax for bis support,
xto Englishman is deprived - of his

.right to boy where be caa buy
- cheapest that lords and dukes may make

great fortune, but that is what protection
sloes in this country in favor of our privi-
leged class.' As the English nobleman
is separated from the mass .of tbe
people by his possession of special
interests, ro are tbe monopolis'a

: among us who receive tribute from the
mass of tbe citizens. Everybody, including
tbe wild Indian, mint have blankets; they
can be bought for $1 apiece, but we must
pay $2, one of which goes for tbe blanket,
the other is tribute exscted by and paid to
the members of tbe privileged clats. For
that class the whole country ia taxed, priv-
ilege the English aristocrats lay no claim to.
Our American privileged class, like all

are Dut a small fraction of the
people. Tbeir privilege is accorded tbem,
nut for any service tbey have done to tbe
country, but because tbey have managed to
throw dust in the eyes of the people and
extort by "machine principles" legislation
from Congress granting them the excep- -
tional privilege. Should the English Par-
liament make a law that tbe barer of every
blanket sold should pay $1 to ths Duke of

- Devonshire, doea anybody suppose such an
infliction would be submitted to? Yet we,
who protest against caste and repudiate class
distinctions, permit the imposition of exactly
auch a tax for Smith, and Jones, and Brown
and the real, who are blanket-maker- s. Have
we not had enough of ibis, or if it is to
continue would : it not bt better for
Ceogrew to appropriate tbe money the priv-
ileged people are to receive, aa that we may
know exactly what tbey sra receiving, and
not compel farmers, workmen, professional-ist- s

and others to pay tribute to the privi-Irge- d

and arrogant monopolists who are ever
crying for more! more! The day of reckon-
ing bas come. The system that has created
a privileged class amoa' us is to be put upon
its trial, with ihe country ior a jury. Will
it not tor tbe future be well to consider the
interests of Ihe many who are consumers at
least aa of equal importance to that of Ihe
few who are privileged producers?

A .ST AKr DISCVTKIED.
In the breast of every human being there

ia aa innate yearning for immortality. The
Indian haa faith in the Oreat Spirit, the
wildest savages talk of eternity, and even tbe
brute creation fear deatb. Annihilation ia
a subject so awful in its magnitude that
even tbe philosopher cannot contemplate it
with equanimity. So great is tbe desire to
exist in some form that the human family
prefer the immortality of tbe mummy to
total extinction. The art of preserving the
bodies of the dead has been lost to science
probably since the subjugation of the Egyp-

tians, about the twelitii century before
Chris', when many of tbe Egyptian arts
Were lost in the general decay of learning.
The art cf preserving the remains of tbe
dead was supposed to have been a

secret known only to lb we who were

given tbe power to decide wh were worthy

of immortality. We are told "if king,

during bis reign, governed arbitrarily or un-

justly, his memory was condemned after

death," and it is therefore supposed that the

mommies of the presect day are the immor-

tal rulers of ancient Egypt. For eighteen
centuries the scientists of tbe civilised world

hsve labored ia vain to discover the lost art
for preserving 1he dead. But nothing can
baffle Yankee ingenuity. Tbe city of Erie,
Pa., is all agog over the discovery of Mr. P.
a Eos worth and Dr. Lovell the latter a

scientist of great distinction. These gentle-

men are running about the streets exclaim-

ing "Eureka and have made appli-

cation at the Patent Office for the
discovery of the lost Egyptian art

for preserving ths dead. If these enlhusi-aeli- c

gentlemen are to be believed, tbe avo-cati-

of the undertaker will soon be gone,
and cremation will be abandoned. Like all
great discoverers and men of scientific at-

tainments, Dr. Lovsll is sanguine, ardent,
and boiling over with enthusiasm. He
claims that partly by accident, and finally
by experiment, be and his friend Ensworth
have discovered' a certain combination of

antiseptic elements which, if diffused through
a dead body, even when it is in an advanced
stage of decomposition, will destroy all cor-

ruptible matter and convert the flesh into a
cartilaginous stsle, the denser parts, such as
tbe gristly part of the ear, being converted
into hard, herny substance, but natural in
appearance. In one of ibeir experiments the
inventors, by the aid of electricity, applied
tbe compound to tbe body of a dead in-

fant. Ten weeks sfttr tbe body bsd been
removed from all contact wiiii the compound
the fleeh had become like rubber; the cheeks
were foil snd nliant to the touch and the
ears had txcome like polished horn. There
wss not the slightest odor, and the corpse
seemed to have no more properties of de-

composition than a rubber doll. Whether
tbe body will remain in a plisnt stale, or
whether it will become bard like horn, as
the denser parts now are, will probably take
more than one lifetime to determine. But
wbstever change may take place in tbe body
in course of time, it now seems void cf all
corruptible matter, and it is claimed tbst it
cannot decay. This discovery bas excited
great interest among the scientists of Penn-
sylvania. If successful, every
family will engage in tbe mummy
bosJners. All tbe dead of Egypt
were embalmed either from religious
motives or for sanitary reasons, perbsps both.
From a careful . inspection cf the Egyptian
mummies it is evident that several modes of
embalming were in use, as some of the bodies
are perfect, the features are preserved and
appear as during life. Dr. Lovell will make
fame and fortune if his discovery of the great
lost art be auccerorol.
