murder by committin: another, but by tak-
ing s'epn to preven murder by enforcing tbe
law. Id Kioxvilie, wbiih has lately sained
a discreditable notoriety jor the number of
its murders, the tcumuoily have taken
cjmmendable fteps to relieve itself of tbe
stain that bud and guilty members of it have
brought upon the city. Tbey have formtd
a law and order society, whose oi ct i- - by
legal means to reduce, as fsr as possible, the
frequency of ihecriuie of murder within their
precincts. Tbis society made a written ap-
peal to the Boaid of Mayor and Aldermen
of the city to with tbem by tak-

ing active measures to enforce tbe law
against mnrder. ' The appeal expresses tbe
alarm created among the citiz n, by the fre-

quency of homicide is tbe city during the
past year, and strong desire to break up the
dangerous habit of carrying coucealed weap-

ons, as tending to jeopardize the lives oj
peaceab'e and citizens and to
disturb tbe good order of society. They re-

quest that tbe law be er. forced moreefficiently
and earnestly, and that i he officers ot justice be
empowered to act summarily in every emer-
gency which threatens human life. Tbe
law, tbey urge, is sufficient if faithfully ex
ecu ted. It provides for the prevention, by
tbe legal officers, of the committal of pnblic
offeesee. Tbe code of tbe State of Tennes-
see authorizes to arrest forthwith and take
before a justice of the peace those whom
tbey know er suspect to be armed with tbe
intention of assaulting, wounding, or killing
another person. No affidavit or warrant is
required, the officer's own knowledge or rea-

sonable suspicion is sufficient; the arrest
must be made "forthwith," no delay being
permitted during which there is danger of
crime being committed. The person so ar-

rested must give bond with good security to
keep the peace. The process is summary
and preventive of crime. Tbe law is suffi-

cient in its various provisions, and ths
appeal is made to theCily Council to require
that it be carried into full effect, for tbe
prevention of such scenes of bloodshed and
violence, says the appeal, as those enacted
within our limits within the last twelve
months; for, il urges, ''widows and orphans,
want and sorrow, and death and destruction
will appesr fast enough, after revolver snd
vendetta have been driven off." Tbe law
and order society should go further than
this, and require that the murderer shall
meet with just punishment. . As a preven
tive the enforcement of the law against tbe
carrying of concealed weapons is invaluable.
Memphis was at one lime cursed with tbe
frequent perpe'.ration of just euch crimes as
are now troubling and disgracing Kooxville;
jasl magistrates fined and imprisoned, in-

flexibly, every individual on whose person
weapous were found, concealed, and every
individual arrested, no matt-- r oo wbrt accu
sation, was searched lo discover if he had
weapons hidden about him. The conse
quence is tbe safety and peace our people
now enjoy.

TKHPKKANSJK AMD rSOHIBITlOJI.
Ia England tbe church as by law estab

lished has become aroused to the importance
of doing aomething effectual to restrain the
vices common among tbe people, and lo lead
them to pure living, and to inculcate a more
practical sense of the responsibilities of life.
Among other things sn effort is making to
induce them to cast aside their habits of im-

moderate drinking, by which not only is
moral degradation produced, but the wages

hat should go lo the maintenance of wife
and children ae so seriously reduced that
housands of familiea that would live in

comfort on the earniogs of the head of the
house have ofttn a scanty supply of food
and are commonly clothed in rags.' The
church effort, however, does not take tbe di-

rection ef entire prohibition. That remedy,
e most effectual of all, ia found

lo arouse strong feelings of opposition. It
d-- not win its way with tbe masses, who
refuse to be driven by force even when they
acknowledge that entire abstinence from
drink would be for their benefit. They are
not alone in their opposition to efforts
to force them even in what is
for their own welfare. There is a kind of
sturdy independence ia most men that
makes them rebel sgainst compulsion in
matters they regard as rightfully exclusive
within their own individual sphere. In such
things men may be led, but they will not
submit to be driven. Recogn'aing this, the
efforts making in the English church are di
rected to the lessening of an evil that is too
deeply seated and too widely spread for im-

mediate wholesale eradication. Ia Boston,
where effort has been made
to drive people from drink by the applica-
tion of legal force, intelligent minds havs
eimetothe conclusion that other methods
must be used, to tbat the evil that cannot be
extirpated by the radical and forcible means
of prohibition, may be assusged and dimin-
ished by the use of gentler and less direct
measures. They have turned their attention
in a large degree toward tbe licensing sys-

tem, and the laws of Massachusetts afford
many facilities in that wsy. The school-bous- e

law, for instsuc, firbids the licensing
of any bouse for the sale of liquor within 400
leel ot a Duuuing ueeJ, in whole or in
part, for a public school. Ia issuing licenses
this year this provision of the law waa car
ried out with great strictness. The owners
of property adjoining premises where liquor
is sold are also endowed with certain rigbls
of objecting to saloons, when they drive
away .decent tenanta from the houses they
rent, and so diminish toe value of neighbor- -
ng property. "Failure," ssys the Boston

Advertiser, "was the fate of the old prohibit-
ory law, because it was loo extreme for pop-

ular support. Short of free rum, at any
point whatever, there must be more or less
restriction. More than a year ago a new
effort waa made to rally the opposition to
he liquor curse. It was not started by the

prohibitory leaders, but was distinctly avoid
ed by tbem, because it was tacitly, if not
openly, understood their extreme views had
alienated those who sympathized with their
aim but not with their method." There
are many signs tbat those who sympathize

ah the aim ot the tiuuiuiauuluiu, but
differ from them in their means, are in
creasing. And those who intelligently ob-

serve the present state of things should
meet with no opposition from Ihe pro-

hibitionists, whose efforts have not, after all
these years of labir, met with that eminent
degree of success that warrants them in re-

sisting efforts to try by experiments in new
direction", and so to achieve ultimate vic-

tory. Of the various plans of checking in-

temperance none has, so far, had the signal
success thuhas been achieved in Sweden.
There drunkenness bad become so excessive,
and was spreading so widely, that the states-
man and all public-spirite- d people saw that
unless some check was interposed tbe de-

moralization would become so great that tbe
prosperity of the country would become
seriously endangered. After deliberation
and experiment, they hit upon a plan thai
gives great satisfsction. Towns and coun-
try were divided into districts. Within each
district only a specified number of places were
allowed tosell liquor to be consumed upon the
premises. Tbe number of liquor saldbos be-

ing diminished, a license to sell at the per
mitted places wss of course increased in
value. These licenses ars offered for sale by
auction at fixed intervals, and thus a fair
revenue is secured. Tbe money thus raised
allows of tbe use of official superintendence
in preserving the strict regulations by which
thorough order is kept on the premises, the
licence holder held responsible in cases'" of
drunkenness, and a tcru'.iniaing investigation
is made that no spurious, adulterated or un-

wholesome liquors are sold. The license
money also provides means for aoppressing
surreptitious unlicensed sales, which would
be unjust to those who pay a heavy license,
and also an encouragement to drunk-
enness. Tbe ow ner of a liceoa- -, in his own
defense, becomes a watchful enemy to any
irregular selling of liqaor. Tbis part of the
plan, by which the legitimate liquor
seller is converted into a suppressor of
irregulsr and irresponsible liquor-sellin- is
a master-strok- e of genius, and deserves the
profound attention of those who are ia
search of a practical and effectual mode of
cheek in islam perance without having re
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course to oppressive and extreme aaeasuies.

Many
persona will slip iato a saloon and
drink, a intervala during the day,
when it is a few doors away, that would
not be al the trouble to walk lour or five

blocks off aa often for tbe same' purpaee.
Iideed, tbe more the whole plan and its de
tails, which we csnnot give, are examined,
the more it will be found to interpose checks
to immoderate drinking, and to interpose
them in that indirect way tbat does not
fringe upon a man's feeling of independ

ence, or excite the strong, combative oppo
sition that the direct deprivation of the right
to drink distilled oi fermented liquors at
all excites. The whole subj-c- t is worthy the
attention of generous and intelligent minds,
and of all who, while desirous of checking
intemperance, object to the extreme measure
of prohibition.
