80, 1582, was $783.219,782, sw against $882,.
925,747 during 18581, a falling off of $150,
686,210. Tuis in due ulmost entirely to the
failure ol the crops of the coantry duriug the
seanon of 1¥8). The result in attribuiable
to the drooth snd other unfavorable meteoro-
logical infloences which prevailed so exten-
sively thronghoat the conntry during thal
senson. The importa doring the fiscal year
were §124,658,674 larger than doring 2oy
previous yesr iothe history of the coun-
try. The nomber of tons trussported on the
fifteen leading rnilroads of tbe United
Sisten for the lssl  lsgal year were
96,663,100, as agmion BLIPOR44  tomn
duriag the preceding fiscul year.
