Oae
imporiant fzel was guioed, anmely, the pre-
diction of Lhese winds wonid be a promised
reliel to the soffering farmers, ere the
study of recorded Incts led to the discovery
of a relation, or law, the applicaiion oi
which coneerned the weifare of & large agri-
eultural distriet. This principle of cbserva-
tion and study followed out has explained
or soggeated the explanxtions of maoy of
the phenomena recorded below. For
exsmple, swallows Hy low, sinee their
focd mads heavy by ab:orpiion
of the inereasing molstnre which precedas
rain, desconds loward groond; also, Lhe fact,
that damp air is lighter thon dry air.
by absorpiion of simoapberic wmoisiore, be-
comes damp preceding rain, as Froul sireel
merchants koow by the wet, slippery pave-
mentsin froat of weat eslablishmentn, Again,
the making of cream iaeaid to be aflected by
the direction of the wind; oortherly winds,
being cold, sre favorable; southerly winds,
being warm, nnfavorable.
