“THE VEXED QUESTION.”
EEPORT OF THE UTAH COMMISSION TO
SECRETARY OF THE INTERIOR.

Wasmixeron, December 5.—1he Utah
Commission, in its report 1o the Sceretary of
the Interior, recommends thal a marrisge
law beenacied by Coszress which would
form mnauxiliary in the suppression of poly-
gamy. The commission say that, owiog 1o
the peculiar sinte of affvirsin Uwab, the Ter-
ritorial law allowing women the right of suf-
frage is an obstruction to the apeedy solution
of “the vexed question,” and should bz re-
pealed or sonulled by Congrasa. The com-
mision say the law bas po larbecn a decided
succers in excluding polygamistls from the
exercise of suffrage, nu\]’ they are of the
opinion that the steady und contioged en-
forczment of the law will place polygamy in
the comndilion of gradoeal extisction, The
commission nolices as an encoursging sign
that mapny of the “Liberai” meetings have
been largely attended by the Mormons, nod
{hat th sse meetings have been characterizd
by exceplional good order and good humor.
To conclusion the reporl saye, alter counsel-
ing moderation: “1f, however, the next ses-
sion ol the Legi-lative Awembiy elected un-
der the set of Coogresa shull fsil to respond
{o the will of 1the nation, Couvgress should
bave no hesitation in using extraordinary
meagures to compel the people in this Ter-
ritory to gbey the laws of 1he land.”

WaszixGToR, December 5—Tha corres-
pondent of the D.trait Free Pres, writiog to
bis paper, kay=:
Na pub'ic man ip recent yrars has made o
more eaviable reputarion than Johu G, Car-
lisle, His infloence and s‘rengzth among
public men hove grown rapudly in recemt
years, [e bos pot attained his prominevce
by a large quantity of speech-makiog in the
House of Represenintives, It has been a
fine quality UF eperech-makiog that has given
him so great a reputs a5 » debater. His Sl
appesrance in Washington waa as & member
of the Foriy-filth Congresa. Speaker Ran-
