The Carrier, 6J days out from New Or-
leans, passed up lor the Ohio river yester-
day, with 700 tons freight, discharging a
small lot here.

The way in which the Kate Adams cave
those "intermediate landings" on the Obio,
such as Louisville, Pjducsh, etc., the go-b- y,

entitle; ber to be dubbed ''The Saucy Kate.'i
The Centennial, on her seventh day out

from Mew Orleans, pasted up yesterday after
noon for St. Lonis,discharging a lot of sugar
and moiarses, and adding 1000 bales of cotton
ior resbipment at Cairo. She has 900 tons
besides the cotton.

Associated Press dispatch from St. Liu is
Sunday:. "No arrivals or departures; river
falling with heavy ice, which, owing to the
shallowness of tbe water and sluggish cur-
rent is rJnning very slow. Great fear is ap
prehended tbat it will firm a gorge, perhaps
in two or tnree places between Here and
Cairo before morning. The City of Helena
is sground 3 miles from Chester. The
Powell is lying at tbe bank above Brickey'a
mill. The Maude was below. The Ste. Gen
evieve was going South at last accounts, and
the Mattie B;lle is sunk 40 miles below
here, but can be raised. The river has fallen
about 4 inches, with less than 3 leet above
low water mark. The weather is clear and
warmer, but there are no present indications
of sufficient change to prevent ,tbe ice from
gorging below."

St. Louis k, Saturday: "The
river has fallen so low that ils volume hard-
ly compares with any of its small tributaries.
All the steamers have disappeared from the
landings in view of an early freeze-np- . As
a result the storm and dust-swe- banks pre-
sent a doubly bleak aspect. Before tbe force
of tbe present Manitoba wave haa been ex-
hausted tbe heavy ice will doubtless form a
gorge above tbe bridge, and tbe generous ice
men will pre-em- pt ss big an area ef frozen
water aa possible. The ferryboats and har-
bor tugs are only able to proceed wiih the
greatest difficulty, and their engines and
pumps emit a whizzing sound indicative of
great strain. The latest telegraphic advice
announces the river gorged at Keokuk, and
the boats caught between here and Cairo are
virtually and nnable to proceed."

The arrangement of her various
departments is very complete, securing room
and convenience. No expense was spared
in building her. She con over $100,000, and

Aw iBaperranK Deelslaa la Admiralty.

St. Louis, December 16. In tbe United
States District Court Thursday, Jud;e Treat
rendered an important decision in admiralty.
The case was that of the Son Mutual Insnr
ance Company against the Mississippi Val-
ley Transportation Company. Several mer-
chants here shipped a quantity of freight to
New Orleans by barges of Ihe Miaippi
Valley Transportation Company. One barge
was loading 00 the Illinois shore and the
other on this side above the bridge. Two of
the harbor togs were sent to tow the barge to
Ibe compsny's wharfboat, and passing down
by the bridge they collided and one barge
went down wiih its contents. The shippers'
loss was paid by the Sun Mutual Insurance
Company, and itentered itsclaim aa libellant
and subrogated to the rights cf the shippers
snd consignee, nnder the respective contracts
of affreightment against ihe Mississippi
Valloy Transpoitation Company. Toe con-
tention was that the lugs were not in fault in
tbe collision, but that the accident was in-

evitable, or a peril of navigation. In
asy case tbe defendants con'ended that tbe
responsibility should attach to the Gartside
Cotnpanv, ihe owner of the lugs. Judge
Treat holds that the tugboats became tbe
agents or instruments of the transportation
company for towage purposes, and il mui-- t
be held liable to the shippers, who are
net concerned with nor to be affected
by tbe motive force to be employed
for towage. When tbe cargo was de-
livered on tbe barges, and tbe bill of lading
received, the dut es lor transportation were
sssomed by the transportation company.
The mode of gathering together several
barges from difiVrent places, to make np a
general tow or fleet, for ila own conven-
ience was no part of the contract
with tbe shipper. Whatever the trans-
portation company did after the receipt of
the goods under tbe bill of lsdiog, it did at
ils own cost and for its own purpows. No
act of negligence on tbe part of tbe harbor
lugs will, as against the shipper, excuse the
transportation company. 1 be company is
held liable, and the loss sustained was about
$15,000.
