The Select lea af Sebeal Commlaaloners.
Te the Editors of the Appeal :

I think tbe school law needs to be amended.
dui not altogether ss Mr. Kundle propostS.
1 fully agree with him that "the public
school commissioners are often incompetent
to select good teachers." 1 bave known tut-
tons e'ected ncbool commissioners who could
not real or write. Tbese men are, of course,
incompetent lor the omce ol rcbool commis
sioner, and I believe it will continue to be so
as long ss they are elicted by tbe popular
vote, in many instances commissioners are
not elected in coosequeuce of tbeir fitness for
tbe office, but bscsuse tiiey belong to a cer
tain political party, or because tbev are

hue or black in color. The first tbin
requisite lo a good common school system,
after the money is supplied, ii a good set of
commissioners. We have tried two plans in
tbis State. By tbe act oi 1867, I tbink it
was, passed by a Republican Legislature, (he
commissioners were appointed by thecounly
superintendent. The Legislature of 1873
passed an act lo erect Ihe commissioners by
vote of the people, each district electing three
conimisiionere, and I am decidedly of the
opinion that the commisioners appointed by
the county superintendent were better men,
and fsr more competent to discharge the du
ties ot school commissioner than those elected
by the popular vote. Wby this is S3 I will
not venture to say, I only give facts. Woold
it not then be better to go back to the
law of 18s7, giving tbe appointment
to tbe county superintendent, or
let tbe appointment be made by
tbe county superintendent, and approved
by tbe County Court Another advantrge.
We have too many elections by the people.
Tbey are too often drawn from their daily
business to attend at tbe polls to vote at
some election about which they care so lit-
tle. The present school law provides for
tbe election ol a commia-ione- r every year,
which is too often. Another thioz: There
is no uniformity in (he pay of teachers. The
commissioners of our district pay all teach
ers alike, ibe teacher with a second grade
Certificate receivea thessme pay received by a
teacher having a first grade certificate. And
an inexperienced leacber just from tehoo1,
with a school of twenty to twenty five schol-a- e,

receives a) much at a of several
years experience with a school of forty or
more scholars. The commissioners ol an-
other district pay teachers from $35 to $50
per monlb, and the commissioners of an ad-
joining district pay from $25 to $40 per
monih. Thia it unjust to tome of the teach-er- ',

and creates dissatisfaction among them.
