THE CITY DEBT.

Report of the Conumiliee Appoiuted by
the Citizens to Consult with the i
Creditors of Memphis,

|
And Agree, if Possible, Upon a Settle-
ment of the Debt which Has So Lovg
Been a Bone of Contention,

——_—

The commiitee appointed al a meeting of
the citizens of Memphis (0 negotiate with
ihe holders of the debt of the old ciiy of
Memphis, and 1o nscertaio on what terms the
said debi can be compromised and settled,
make the following report:

The Reporl.

The commiltee, immediately sfter their
appoiotment, organized and proceeded to
the discharge of their duties. A sub-com-
mittee was appointed to cooler with the
creditors of the old city, reporting from time
to time to the general committee, and every
effort has been made to come o= satiafactory
agr t. Thec ittee kept comstantly
in mind the views expressed by the meeting
from which they derived their appointment,
adversely 10 any settlement that involved
the issuance of bondaby the Taxing-Dhstrict,
sod the making of the coupons receivable
in payment ol taxes, and they endeavored
to impress upon the creditors the sirong op-
position of the great mams of our people 1o
embodying these fealures in aoy pian
of adjustment, Varions propositions were
suggested by the commiltee for the
imuance of bonds by & board of commis-
nioners (o be created for the purpose, Wnd
makiog the coupons receivable only in pay-
ment of the special tax laid for the payment
of the interest. No proposition contsining
these features received any favor al the
hands of the creditors. Without detsiling
the particolars ol the iations, which
would be tedious and unprobiable, the com-
mitlee have been driven 1o the cooclosion
that Do compromise of the debt can be
effected on asy other terms than those on
which sbout one-third of the debt has
already been setiled, namely:

First—The bonds to be funded at fifty
cenis on the dollar, in bonda beariog six per
cent. interest.

Second—The bonds to be isued by the
Taxiog-District government, and the coupons
to be receivable in puyment of all taxes due
the azid government.

Third—Adequate provision by laxatioa
to be made by the Legislature of the State
for the payment of the iolerest and for »
sinkiog fund to retire the principal of the
bonds as they fall doe.

Fourth—The settlement not to take effect
ootil  three-fourths of the creditorm in
amount shall wsigoifly their acceptance
thereof, within a reasonable time to be lim-
ited.
This plan does not conlemplate beslowing
Lhe taxiog power upon the Taxing Distriet,
or subjectisg it Lo writs of mandamns to
compel the exercise of such power. The
committes are fuily aware of the objeclions
that exist (o some of the terms of this plan
of adjostment, No person can be more
strongly opposed to the i of bonds by
the Taxiog-Distriot and 0 making the cou-
pous receivable for taxes Lhan were the in-
dividuals composiog this commiltee, and
tney would not yield their convictions if
they did not believe it sbsoluiely necessary
Lo do so in order to secure & settlement of the
debl. Bot we are obliged to look our actual
situation in the face. Our SBtate couris have
alrendy decided that the Taxing-District is
the wsuccessor of the city wuod is
liable for its debts. Judgments to
the amoust of hyodreds of thoussnds of
dollars have been given against the
Tazing-District for these debis. Whether
the courts can by mandames compel the
Taxing-District 1o levy taxes fos the pay.
meut of thess judgments Iitlun(’nvg-
astion by the Legininture conferring on it
the taxing power, is & queslicd Dow rmdu g
in the Supreme Court of the United States,
We will not underiake to siate the legal
merits of this question. It is emough to say
that at best the sword is over
our pecks by a very slender thread. If the
judgments : Iready rendered shonld be turned
i00se upoa the property ia the Distric/, the
result would be well nigh confiscation.

Should the Suprems Court decide in our
favor, on the ground of the absence of the

wer of taxation, then how loog will it be
r:[uu the Legialature, at the instance of the
creditors, will confer that power? Certsinly
oot long, unless we can show Lhat the ex-
aclions of our creditors are grossly unreason-
able and onjost. No clear civil right is
likely 1o be left long, in & laod of law, with-
out a remedr; aond we canool expect
the Legislature tostand as a barrier between
us and our creditors onless we can show that
their demands are unconscionable, and that
our reasons for rejecting them are pol more
sentimental than substantial,

Again, a suit is pending in the Bupreme
Courl of the State, and will be heard pext
April, the object of which is (o compel the
receipt of the coupons of Flippin compro-
mise bonds in payment of the taxes of the
Taxing.-District. 1i this effort should be
successful, then the past-dae coupons of these
bonds would absorb the entire revenue of
the Taxiog-District for two years, which
would thus be left witboat one dollar to de-
{ray lis current expenses, including the po-
lice and fire depaniments. This is a fearful
condition to contemplste. 1s it likely to
come upon us? We would pot be the
prophets of evil; but in view of what the
court has already decided, it would seem to
require no very long siride to reach
the coneclusion #0 moch (o be dreaded
and s full of mischiel. At all
events, these are dangers that
are impending over us and which may soon
fall upon us. It behooves us to look them
in the fnce, and to guard agaiost them before
it is too Inte.

Aguin, we must bear in mind that we owe
the debt that is claimed agaiost us, and that
our creditors are willing to compromise for
one-half, taking oor own obligations, h“la&
a loog time to rue. We have already [unde
& large amount on the very terms they are
;illi;:hmpt I'?r I.hedlull.nm. Bat we

ave our form city government,
and they sk the bouds of I.hn’ new govera-
men! in exchaoge for the old. It would be
denirable to avoid setling » precedent of su-
thorizi the Taxing-District to issne evi-
denoces of indebtedness. Bat, after all, if we
deny it the taxing power, and reatrsin it
from contracting ot!ner debts, there seems no
insuperable objection to impoaing upon it the
duty of im:l.l.l:l;j these bonde. And if » suffi-
cient tax iz laid to provide for
the interest, the reception of the
coupons for tlaxes may mnol prove
a serious inconvenience, But the commiites
are deeply impressed wilh the great import-
ance of & settlement of thia debt. In ita pres-
sent shape it is an ineubus upon the prosper-
ity ol our community, and Lhreatecs 1o prove
a millstone around our necks. Itismotouly
repelliog capital from comiog here, but ia
drawing away that which is already here.
We cannot afford 10 leave it vossttied sny
longer. All clrsses are deeply inlerested in
the question—none more than the mechanics
aod lsboring men, who would be largely
benefited by (he growth and prosperity likely
to follow t{o settlement.
These are some of the considerations that
have induced the members of Lhiscommittee
to forego their individusl wishes and opin-
ions, and to favor & setilement on ths terms
indicsted herein. We are eotirely satisfied
that no seltlement can be effected on any
more favorable terma. To reject these is to
bave no settlement at all, and to declare
that it is better to take the chances
of the litigation that is now pending
snd torisk the sction of folure legislatures,
We do not think it the part of wirdom to do
50

The majority of the commitiee therefore
recommend that suilable persons be ap-
pointed 1o attend to the preparation of a
proper bill, carefully gusrded, for the settle-
ment of the debt on the footing stated above,
and to urge ita passage by the Legislature
pow in session., Respectiully submitted,
NAPOLEOR HILL, Chairman;

The Memphis and Charleston road rose
from Memphis, Tenn,, to Sievenson, Als., a2
distance of 202 miles, and it has branchies sg-
gregating \wenly milesor more. 1'a traiosrun
over the Nashville, Chattanocoga sud 8', Lonis
road for thirty-eigat miles, between Sievenson
and Chatiznooga, for which the company
paye & renial of $5000 & month, the lessors
keepiog the track io repair. Thismakesthe
total ol all lines operated 330 miles.

The Memphis and Charleston railroad is
pow opersted by the Esst Tennessee, Vir-
zinin and Georgia road under a lease dated
Juee 2, 1877, for twenly years from Juoly 1,
1877. 1he lessees are first to apply the net
earmings to the paymenot of ioterest; aoy
balanee to ba paid over to the lessors,

Sioee Jaly 1, 1877, the East Tennessee,
Virginia snd Georgia rond has taken up and
hold aguinst the Memphis and Charieston
road coupons on ita bonds lo the amount of
$1,080,000, It bae received in earmings for
the Memphis aod Charlesion road since the
d:bt has been accumuintiog aboat $330,000,
leaving u deficit of about §750,000, for which
deficit the above coupous sre be'd ns se-
eority. The Memphis and Ubsrleston is,
therefore, about $750,000 behindhand,

This year it is aaid that the Memphis and
Charleston road will be under grest addi-
uoosl expepse, as a very large mumber of
new rails are necessary, and two pew bridges
will lisve to be constructed Lo repder travel
over the road safe,

Tha Memphis and Charleston people are
very anxious, a8 Wall strest slang has it, to
“get out of pawn,” and take possession of
their road and operate it themselves, and the
plan they have adopted is as foliows: They
are to pay a bouus of §400,000 for the cancel-
Intion of tite lease, and $750,000 for the in-
terest already paid by the Eust Tenvesee,
Virgini snd Georgia rond; aluwo about $180-
000 for stock held by the latter company,
making a total of 1,330,000, The next
thing was Lo raise this amoont, and to do so
they have decided and bave been anihorized
by Lheir stockholders 1o issuz about $5,000,-
000 in stoek and about 300,000 in bonda.
Thie, if placed even st iwenty, ‘would give
the required amount,

The interest st present on the Memphis
and Charleston bonds is sevea percent,, mak-
ing o total of $295,540 a year. This umount
the read has not been able (o0 earn since
1878, and in 1881 there was a deficit of
$115 30 a mile. The gross earniogs for the
five montbs ending November 1, 1881, were
$538,000, and for five months endiog Novem-
ber 1, 1882, §376,000, making a decrease of
$162,000. By the plan the Memphis and
Cobarleston road bhas adopted the capital
#lock of the company will be almost doubled.
