And Chandler, the Man He Asgists in
Perseculing the People He Wants
to Represent In Congress,

Kaew from the First There Was No Case
Against the Men They Sammoned to
the Federal Conrt at Oxford.

Eegulat Corfdaponcence of the Appaal.)

Horry Brmisos, Mise, Janvary 27. —The
graod jury of the recent term of the Federal
Conrt, at Oxford, was composed of thirtesn
negroes and five white mea, nol one of whom
at the last election voled [or Maoning. That
which mighkt have been ioferred from ita
composition it verified by all ite sotw, It
summoned before it aod eXamined a vast
oumber of witnesses concerning alleged elec-
tion frauds on the part of Demorrats, but not
on: witness wes summoned or examined
coneernicg alleged frauds on the part ol
citber Greenbackers, Republicans or Inde-
peadenta, As an illenratlon of the manger
in which they proceeded, a cartain telegraph

them, snd waa ordered by the court Lo bring
with bim all copien of 1he dispatches sent or
received by him which relsted in any manner
to the recent election. o complinoce with
Lis order he brought with him all the dis-
paichen nent by either party doriog theeam.
paigo, but while the jory called for and eare-
fally examined all those sent or recsived by
Democrats, they neither called lor nor exam-
ined s single dispateh of Chalmers, orof dny of
bin supporiers. We cite this fact as & single
example ouly of the rule the jory adopled,
and to which they strictly adhered from the
beginning to the end of thelr investigations.
Although Ctalmers and his followers have
been charged time snd sgain by the press
and the people with fratd, intimidation, and
the open practice of all menver of corrup-
tion, both during the campaign and upon
the day of election, ve! the graod jury failed
1o investigate soy of these charges. A large
namber of true bills were found, acd many
gaotlemen were indicied lor crimes sgainst
the election laws, Bol not! one of these was
agaiost a supporter of Chalmers; each aod
every wan iodicled was a Democrat—an
avowed and active supporter of Manning.

Yet with all the machinery of ihe law in
the hands of prosecutors predetermined to
conviet—with grand snd petit juries which
were the mere creatures of the district at-
torney, and this officer himseli the most bit-
ter and uneropolous of partisass—with a
mzrahal asd a host of deputies z:alons in
the cause—with ao assistant diswriet artor:
ney appoiated by the Dapariment of Juatice
for the purpose of prorecuting his awn cases,

and with a judge, who, though an honest
and vpright mwan, is & atrosg opponent of
Democrsey—with everrthing, in fact, that
they could desire, tbe nuthors ol these
prosecations have uol besn able to convict &
single Democret—not one of all thess de-
fendants has been found goilty of any offense
whatever against either the State or Federal
Inwa, Furthermore, not one of (hese delend-
auols, in order to secore his acqnitial, took
reloge behind soy legal technioality, The
records of the court show thar, in avery io-
stasor, the government failed ailerly to pro-
duce even the shadow of & prima focie ease
sgainst the parties indicted,

Why, then, were (hese prosseniiions ever
institated? Oan Chalmers's inier sta be sub-
served by soch a lameniable {silure on bis
part to eslablish the charges be hasso lav-
inhly made, “with all the tawdry fioery of
his rhetorieal extravagauce,” against his
poliiical opponenta? A [ailure all the more
disgracelul to him, as be eontrolled the
mechinery for conviction; and all the more
trivmpbant lo them, as their oxly armor
was their naked ingpocence, Wis Chandler
and the thirteen nagross sad five white Rad-
icals, forming his grand jury, deczived by
the witoesses which cams before them? In
it possible thatold eriminal lawyers like
Chnloyers uod Chandler wou'd not kaow be-
fore they went 1o trial the nafure nnd seops
of the evidenca which 1hey had it in their
power to prodoce?

The solution of ibe problem rain=d by lhess
quiations becomes plainer the more these
canes in sl their besriogs are stodied and
understood. Both Chalmers acd Chandler
kuew [rom the brgivoing thal po evidence
whatever exisled sgainst soy of the defend-
nnt<; they did notl institute these prosecu-
tione with the hops of oblaining a single
tonviclion upon the merita ol any of the
cases tried;! their object was twolold, and
was one which th= guilt or innccence of the
parties did not aff-ct io the least. This ob-
jot wan, Brst—to esrry out & threat of
Chalme-rs, plainly implisd in every speech
be wade doring the canvass. Thin threat
waa (o indict i the Federal Court all those
who actively opposed hia election, and there-
by put them to a!l the expeoss and trouble
inhis power, The effect of this attempt at
inlimidation was that 8 large nomber of
volers, who, in times past, had been mal-
icions' v dragged before this court, and near-
Ir raioed in consequence, absolately refused
fo bave anylhing todo with theelection—net
even dariog to go to the polls to vole. And,
secand —to influence the remalt of the
Maoning.Chalmers contest in the Foriy-
eighih Congress, mainly by manufactoringja
public opinion based apon a false piems-»
of pretended [scts, which it ia hoped wall
ir fluroce ithst body to admit Chalmers.

Tsllahaichie couoty, on election day, a nom-
ber of wonn'ed men, srmed wi h inchss-
ter rifles, rode np to the poliiog-places, and
by “force of this Kind of ballot” prevented
s lrgal election “in the entire wealern part
of thie counts.”

The Siate Coart of Appeals sus-
tained the ruling, but to-day’'s decision re-
verses it, holdiog that the motion to quask
ahould have been granted, for the reason
that the Stata twice enacted laws inconaistent
with the four h amend t. Opini
Justice Harlan,

The Supreme Court also rendered a deci-
vion to-day in which it is beld that the law
of Alavama, prohibiting miscegenation, is
not in conflict with the fourteenth amend-
ment 1o the constitution or with the civil
rizhia legislation founded on it, for the rea-
